Meeting of September 20, 1910. 
The quarterly meeting of the Board of Trustees of the University of 

Illinois was called by order of the President, Mr. W. L. Abbott, to meet 
at the LaSalle hotel, in Chicago, at 12 :00 o'clock m., Tuesday, Sept. 
20, 1910*. 

When the board convened pursuant to the call the members present 
were: Messrs. Abbott, Blair, Crebs, Grout, Hatch and Meeker and Mrs. 
Bahrenburg, Mrs. Busey, and Mrs. Evans. Governor Deneen and Mr. 
Moore came in a little later. Dr. Davison was not present as he had 
resigned his membership in the board. Mr. Abbott was obliged to with­
draw for a time and during his absence Mr. Hatch, on motion of Mr. 
Blair, was made chairman pro tem>. 

President James was present/ 
The secretary presented the minutes of the special meeting of July 

29, 1910, which were approved. 

COMMUNICATIONS PROM THE ALUMNI ASSOCIATION.. 

. The secretary presented the following communication from the Alumni 
Association of the University of Illinois: 
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THE ALUMNI ASSOCIATION, UNIVERSITY OF ILLINOIS. 

UBBANA, July 11, 1910. 
Mr. W. L. Pillsbury, Secretary, the Board of Trustees, University of Illinois: 

DEAR SIR—At the last annual business meetingrof The Alumni Association 
of the University of Illinois held June 14, 1910, in the auditorium of the Y. 
M. C. A. building, Mr. H. M. Dunlap moved that the association request the 
trustees to publish a bibliographical sketch of our former president, Selim H. 
Peabody. The motion was seconded and carried. The secretary was ordered 
to write the board concerning the. action of_the .association.

contract with the College of Physicians and Surgeons of Chicago has com­
pleted its work. The new lease and contract which the committee negoti­
ated has been signed by the executive officers of the board, as directed by the

assumed full control of the College of Physicians and Surgeons on Sept. 
1, 1910.

The following is a copy of the lease negotiated: 

THE LEASE. 

This Indenture, made this first day of September, A. D. 1910, between the 
College of Physicians and Surgeons, a corporation organized and operating 
under the laws of the State of Illinois, party of the first part, and the Board 
of Trustees of the University of Illinois, a corporation organized and operat­
ing under the' laws of the State of Illinois, party of the second part, WiU 
nesseth: 

1. That the party of the first part, for and in consideration of the cov­
enants and agreements hereinafter mentioned to be kept and performed by 
the party of the second part, has demised and leased to the party of -the 
second part all those premises lying and being in the city of Chicago in 
the county of Cook, and State of Illinois, known and described as follows, 
to-wit: 

Lots fifteen (15), sixteen (16), seventeen (17), and eighteen (18), in 
Balestier's Subdivision of block twenty-three (23) in Ashland Second Ad­
dition to Chicago, according to the plat entitled "Balestier's Subdivision of 
blocks eleven (11), part of fourteen (14), eighteen (18), east half of nine­
teen (19) and twenty-two (22), and all of twenty-three (23) in Ashland 
Second Addition to Chicago," recorded in the recorder's office of Cook county, 
in the State of Illinois, in book 166 of maps, pages 70 and 71, and re-recorded 
in the same office of book 14 of plats page 85; 

Also lots one ( i) to seven (7) inclusive, in block twenty-three (23); also 
sub-lots one (1) to seven (7) inclusive of lots nineteen (19) to twenty-five 
(25) inclusive, in block twenty-three (23), and the vacated alley running 
north and south through said block twenty-three (23) in Ashland Second 
Addition to Chicago, in the west half of the northeast quarter of section 
eighteen (18), township thirty-nine (39) north, range fourteen (14) east of 
the third principal meridian, including the buildings thereon, together With 
the furniture, fixtures and apparatus therein, and all the right of way over 
any alleys adjacent to said buildings now held by the party of the first part. 

To have and to hold the above described premises, with the appurtenances 
thereunto belonging, together with the property described in the schedule 
hereto attached, marked "Schedule A" (which bears the signature of D. A* 
K. Steele, president 6f the College of Physicians and Surgeons, and S. W. 
Shattuck, comptroller of the University of Illinois, for the purpose of iden­
tification), unto the said party of the second part from the first day at 
September in the year of Our Lord one thousand nine hundred and ten until 
and including the thirty-first day of August in the year of Our Lord one 
thousand nine hundred and eleven. 

2. And the said party of the second part, In consideration of the leasing of 
the premises aforesaid, covenants and agrees to pay to the said party of 
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the first pcrc, as rent for said premises and property, the sum of nineteen 
thousand five hundred dollars ($19,500.00) in two equal senii-annual install­
ments of nine thousand seven hundred and fifty dollars ($9,750.00) each, 
on the last day of February and of August, 1911, respectively. 

3. It is hereby further covenanted and agreed, That the real estate here­
inbefore described and the personal property set forth in Schedule A, com­
prise all the real estate, furniture, apparatus, books, equipment, drugs, and 
other effects of the party of the first part; and that the purpose of the leasing 
of the said real and personal property is to give the party of the second 
part full control of all of said property, to the end that said party of the 
second part may assume the direction and control of the schools of the 
College of Physicians and Surgeons, which said party of the second part 
hereby agrees to do from the commencement of and during the said term 
of the said lease. 

4. And the said party of the second part further covenants with the said 
party of the first part that at the expiration.of the term of this lease men­
tioned, or the sooner determination thereof by forfeiture or otherwise, the 
said party of the second part will yield up the said premises and appurte­
nances to the said party of the first part in as good condition as when the 
same were entered by the said party of the second part, loss by fire or in­
evitable accident, the act of God or the public enemy, ordinary use and wear 
alone excepted; and that, at the determination of this lease as aforesaid, 
said party of-the second part will surrender to the said party of the first 
part the property and equipment mentioned in said Schedule A in all 
respects as the same are received by the said party of the second part at 
the beginning of the said term, ordinary use and wear alone* excepted, said 
party of the second part being required to replace in kind and amount all 
of said property described in Schedule A consumed by use during said term. 
It is further agreed that at any time that this lease is ended either by its 
expiration or forfeiture, the party of the second part will return the schools 
to the party of. the first part. 

5. It is further mutually covenanted and agreed, That this lease shall not 
nor shall any interest therein be assignable by said party of the second 
part, and also that said premises, appurtenances, and property shall be used 
during the term of this lease.for the purpose of conducting and the carrying 
on upon said premises a College of Medicine and Surgery, and any other 
department of education which the party of the second part may desire to 
establish therein, and for no other use or purpose whatsoever; and should 
said party of the second part assign said lease or sublet said premises or 
appurtenances, or use said premises or appurtenances for any other purpose 
than those hereinbefore designated, such assignment or subletting or diver­
sion of use shall, at the option of the party of the first part, be absolutely 
null and void, and the term of this lease shall thereupon, at the option of 
the party of the first part, cease and be determined. The said party of the 
second part further agrees that during and throughout the term of this lease 
it will continue to use the name of the College of Physicians and Surgeons 
in connection with the name of the University of Illinois, in designation of 
said college. 

6. It is also expressly understood and agreed, By and between the parties 
aforesaid that if the rent above specified, or any part thereof, shall be be­
hind or unpaid for a period of six months beyond the day of payment 
whereon the same ought to be paid as aforesaid, or if default shall be made 
in any of the other covenants and agreements herein contained to be kept 
by the said party of the second part, it shall and may be lawful for the said 
party of the first part, its successors, and assigns, at its election, to declare 
said term ended, and enter into said premises, or any part thereof, with or 
without process of law; and if at any time said term shall be ended at such 
election of said party of the first part, its successors and assigns, as afore­
said, or in any other way, the said party of the second part does hereby 
covenant and agree to surrender and deliver up the said above described 
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premises and property and schools peaceably to said party of the first part, 
its successors and assigns, immediately upon the determination of said term 
as aforesaid. 

7. It is further covenanted and agreed, That the said party of the second 
part shall have the option of renewing this lease for a period of two years 
immediately succeeding the first day of September, 1911, on delivering to 
the party of the first part written notice of its intention so to renew, at least 
sixty days before said first day of September, 1911; and in case of such re­
newal said party of the second part shall also have the option of once more 
renewing this lease for a period of two years immediately succeeding the 
first day of September, 1913, on delivering to the party of the first part 
written notice of its intention so to renew at least sixty days, before the 
first day of September, 1913. Should any such extension be granted as pro­
vided, then the party of the second part shall pay all taxes that may be 
levied on the property hereby leased during the entire period of such exten­
sion or extensions. During the entire period of this lease and of any re­
newals thereof, the said party of the first part shall keep the leased prop­
erty insured in good and reliable insurance companies for amounts in which 
the premiums shall be not less than one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) per 
year. 

8. It is further covenanted and agreed, That during the life of this lease 
or of any extensions thereof, the party of the second part shall have the 
option of purchasing from the party of the first part a i r the real estate 
hereinabove described and all the personal property described in Schedule 
A (the.same constituting the plant and equipment of the party of the first 
part) when authorized by appropriation of the General Assembly of the 
State of Illinois so to do, at a price not exceeding the value of the plant for 
a medical school to be determined by a board of appraisers of five members, 
two of whom shall be selected by the party of the first part, two by the 
party of the second part, and one by the appraisers so selected. The ap­
praisers shall be sworn to make true appraisement, and they shall appraise 
separately, (a) the value of the grounds, (b) the value of the buildings, (c) 
the value of the furnishings and equipment. Should the party of the second 
part construct any improvements of or additions to the said plant and equip­
ment, other than ordinary repairs, which shall have the effect of enhancing 
the value thereof, the appraisers shall appraise such improvements or ad­
ditions and determine the amount in value by which the entire plant has 
been enhanced thereby, and such amount when so determined shall be de­
ducted from the appraised value of the entire plant and equipment, and the 
remainder shall constitute the purchase price to be paid by the party of the 
second part. 

9. It is hereby expressly understood and agreed, That all contracts and 
leases heretofore made and now existing between the said parties are hereby 
determined and extinguished. 

In witness whereof, The undersigned officers of the respective parties here­
to, authorized by resolution of their board of directors and board *of trustees 
respectively, have hereunto attached their signatures as.official representa­
tives of the parties hereto, and the corporate seals of the said parties, at 
the city of Chicago, in the county of Cook, in the State of Illinois, on the 
12th day of August, 1910.

PROFESSOR OF M U N I C I P A L AND SANITARY DAIRYING. 

President James presented the following recommendation from Pro­
fessor W. J . Fraser, Professor of Dairy Husbandry, approved by the 
Dean of the College of Agriculture, that Dr. W. D. Frost, of the Uni­
versity of Wisconsin, be appointed professor of Municipal and Sanitary 
Dairying at an annual salary of twenty-eight hundred dollars ($2,800), 
work and salary to begin when Dr. Frost reports for duty. 

With reference to this the president recommended the adoption of 
the following: 

WHEREAS, This board adopted on Sept. 30, 1898, a statute which reads in 
part as follows, namely: "The appointment of a relative.of a member of the 
board, or of any other person occupying an influential position in the Uni­
versity, is wholly disapproved; and 

WHEREAS, This board in the revision of the statutes for the year 1908 re­
affirmed this rule; and 
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WHEREAS, The head of the department of Dairy Husbandry and the Dean 
of the College of Agriculture had recommended William Dodge Frost as 
Professor of Municipal and Sanitary Dairying in the University of Illinois 
before learning that he is a relative of a professor in the University; and 

WHEREAS, Owing to the advanced state of the negotiations with Professor 
Frost before the fact of such relationship became known, serious hardship 
may be done to Professor Frost by the enforcement of the rule in this case; 
therefore, be it 

Resolved, That by way of exception, the President of the University is 
authorized to appoint Professor Frost to a professorship of Municipal and 
Sanitary Dairying in the University of Illinois at a salary of twenty-eight 
hundred dollars ($2,800.00) per annum, work and salary to begin as soon as 
Professor Frost may report for work, in case it appears to the president that 
serious hardship will be done by enforcing said rule in this case. 

2. That the Board of Trustees, while being willing to waive the observ­
ance of the statute in this instance, owing to the peculiar circumstances in 
the case, hereby reaffirms the rule that no relative of a member of the 
Board of Trustees or of any professor or instructor, or of any other person 
occupying an influential position in the University, shall be appointed to a 
position under the Board of Trustees.

AMERICAN MISSIONARY COLLEGE ALUMNI.

College of Battle Creek, Michigan, and Chicago, Illinois, approved .by Dr. 
W. E. Quine, Dean of the Medical College; Dr. D. A. KL Steele, Actuary, and 
Dr. Prank B. Earle, Secretary; and after examination of the standing of 
said college, before the Board of Medical Registration in the state of Mich* 
Lgan, and other state examining boards, I authorized the Registrar of the 
University to admit to the Medical College of the University as members of 
the freshman class those students who should present certificates from said 
college of having be" en matriculated, and those students to advanced stand­
ing who may have completed satisfactorily the subjects mentioned in their 
certificates, on condition that said certificates cover in every respect the 
requirements for admission to advanced standing set by the* University of 
Illinois. 

I present to the board a request from said American Medical Missionary 
College that their alumni be recognized as alumni of the University of 
Illinois and that certificates to that effect be given to them upon compliance 
with the ordinary rules governing such cases. 

I recommend that said request be referred to the committee on the Medical 
School with a request for a report. 

Voted that said recommendation be approved. 

THE ACADEMY. 

5. Referring to the previous discussion of the continuance of the Uni­
versity Academy (see minutes of the board, April 12, 1910), I desire to 
present a report adopted by the University Senate on April 18, 1910, and 
recommend that the resolution of the Seriate be referred to a special com­
mittee to be appointed by the president of the board, with a rquest for an 
early report. 

RECOMMENDATION OP THE SENATE, APRIL 18, 1910. 

A committee appointed by the Senate to investigate the relations between 
the Academy and the University reported the following recommendations: 

"1 . That the Academy be discontinued after June, 1912. 
"2. That in place of the Academy there be established a training, ex­

perimental and observational school of secondary, grade, which shall serve 
as a laboratory for the School of Education under the control and direction 
of the Department* of Education. 
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"3. That this proposed training, experimental and observational school 
be so- organized as to resemble the typical high school as closely as possible, 
and Iherefore (a) : that no more than one-half (%) of the pupils be above 
the following ages—sixteen (16) in the; first year, seventeen (17) in the 
second year, eighteen (18) in the third year, and nineteen (19) in >the 
fourth year;^(b) that all subjects taught in the school be of recognized 
secondary grade; (c) that the school offer all ordinary high school courses; 
(d) that University students be not enrolled as pupils in ' the school. 

"4. That the enrollment in the : proposed practice school be on" the basis 
pT not more than ten (10) pupils for every; University student engaged in 
practice teaching" during either semester, provided that under the operation 
of this rule the total number shall not be permitted to fall below one hun­
dred and* fifty (150)r, and that variations from the proposed assignment be 
granted, with the permission of the Council of Administration, when neces­
sary to safeguard the interests of the pupils already enrolled. 

"5. That for the purpose of safeguarding the interests of the pupils en­
rolled (a) practice teaching be strictly limited to University students of 
senior or graduate' standing; (b) that no student be enrolled in practice 
teaching courses without the approval of the Department of Education, and 
the endorsement of the head of the University department representing the 
subject which the candidate proposes to teach; (c) that no more than one-
half of the class work of any pupil of the school be at 'any time in charge 
of the student in training. 
. "6. That in order that the administration of the training school be con­
sistent with the general policy of the University (a) that the principal of 
the-training school and supervisors of teaching be appointees in the Depart­
ment of Education, with appropriate University rank; (b) that the work 
of the principal and the supervisors be to conduct investigations and to 
train University students in the art of secondary teaching; (c) that 
teachers in the secondary school employed for the mere teaching of school 
subjects of the former type be not accorded University rank; (d) that to 
promote economy and uniformity of administration the director of the~ 
School of ^Education with the consent of the head of the University depart­
ment involved* may recommend as supervisors members of the various 
departments of their teachers' courses, it being understood that any services 
which such appointees may render as supervisors be under the charge of 
the director of the School of Education, and that the work done by students 
under the direction of the supervisor shall count for credit only in edu­
cation. 

"7. That a tuition fee of twenty-five (25) dollars a semester be charged 
each pupil. 

"8. That recommendations two (2) to seven (7) inclusive become 
effective September, 1912." 

Each section of the report was considered and adopted, and the report 
as a whole was then adopted. 

The recommendation of the president was approved. 

RETURN OP PAPERS IN ESCROW. 

6. Under the contract between, the University and the College of Physi­
cians and Surgeons certain papers were put in escrow in the hands of the 
Secretary of State. 

As a new agreement between the University and the College of Physicians 
and Surgeons was approved by the Board of Trustees at this meeting, to 
date from Sept. i , 1910, under which all previous agreements are abro­
gated, I recommend that the officers of the board be authorized to take 
the necessary steps in cooperation with the officers of the College of 
Physicians and Surgeons, to obtain the papers in escrow in the hands of 
the Secretary of State, and make such disposition of the same as may seem 
proper. 

Voted that said recommendation be approved. 
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APPROPRIATION NEEDED FOR COLLEGE OF MEDICINE. 

7. A recommendation that the Committee on the Medical School should 
be asked to report as to the amount of money needed for the support of the 
medical school for the biennium, 1911-1913, and the consequent appropria­
tions which should be asked for from the Legislature for this purpose. 

Voted tha t said recomdendation be approved. 

VACANCY IN COMPTROLLER'S OFFICE. 

8. Request from the comptroller of the University that he be authorized 
to fill the position of clerk and bookkeeper in the comptroller's office, vacated 
by the resignation of Elmer C. Harris, at a salary of $75.00 per month; and 
that in view of the readjustment of the work in the office owing to his resig­
nation, the salary of M. E. Thompson, clerk, be increased by $5.00 per month, 
and that the salary of G. E. Phillips, clerk, be increased by the same amount.

The special committee of the Board of Trustees of the University of 

Illinois upon the continuance of the - University Academy, appointed by 
the president of the board, met pursuant to the call of the chairman of 
the committee in the Trustees' room, Natural History building, University 
campus, Urbana, Oct. 15, 1910. Frank G. Blair, chairman, Mrs. Laura B. 
Evans and William L. Abbott, members of the committee, and President 
James were present. 

President James had submitted to the members of the committee, in 
advance of the meeting, a report adopted by the University Senate upon the 
Academy and its relation to the School of Education, which had been care­
fully considered by the members of the committee. 

The report of the Senate seemed to the members of the committee to be 
admirably drawn, and the committee endorsed in general the views therein 
expressed.

Y. M. C. A. SCHOLARSHIP IN MEDICINE. 

1. A request from the general secretary of the Young Men's Christian 
Association of Chicago, Mr. L. Wilbur Messer, asking that the University 
assign a scholarship in the College of Medicine for the use of the young 
man who is assigned to the charge of the reading room furnished and main­
tained by the Young Men's Christian Association at the University Medical 
School. 

I t was voted that the President of the University be authorized to 
assign such a scholarship. 

STATE WATER SURVEY. 

2. A request from the director of the State Water Survey, Dr. Edward 
Bartow, that the money given by the State Board of Health to the University 
for cooperative work in public sanitation, amounting to five hundred 
($500.00) a year, be appropriated to the use of the Water Survey. 

I t was voted that th is . appropriation be made. 
3. A further request from the director of the State Water Survey that 

the fees received for making analyses of water from July 1, 1910, to June 
30, 1911, be appropriated to the use of the Water Survey, to pay for such 
extra labor as may be needed for clerical work, and for service, supplies, 
printing, etc. 

I t was voted that this appropriation be made. 
4. A further recommendation from the director of the State Water Survey 

that, owing to the decrease in the amount appropriated by the Legislature 
for the work of the Water Survey, fees be charged for water analysis, both 
sanitary and mineral, except that water collected by, or under the direction 
of, the State Board of Health be analyzed free of charge, according to the 
agreement between the State Water Survey and the Board of Health; and 
that the fees for such service be fixed as follows: 
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Schedule of Prices for Water Analyses of Illinois Waters for Citizens of 
Illinois by the State Water Survey. 

Sanitary examination (chemical and bacteriological): 
One sample . $ 5 00 
Two samples. 10 00 
Each succeeding sample in the same shipment.; 3 00 

Bacterial examination of supply of which a complete analysis has been 
made und the chemical examination has been shown to be satisfactory: 
One sample $ 3 00 
Two samples 5 00 
Each succeeding sample in the same shipment 1 50 
Examination of the mineral content (determination of silica, iron, 

aluminum, calcium, magnesium, nitrate, chloride, sulphate and 
carbonate) , 10 00 
NOTE—The analysis of the mineral content of a water to be used • for 

drinking purposes will not be made without a sanitary analysis, making the 
total cost $15.00. 

I t was voted that this schedule of fees be approved. 

ADDITION TO GREENHOUSE. 

5. A request from Evelyn Atkinson, superintendent of grounds, endorsed 
by Dr. T. J. Burrill, vice president, for an addition to the University green­
house at an estimated cost of eight hundred dollars ($800.00.) 

I t was voted that this request be referred to the Committee on 
Buildings and Grounds, with power to act. 

RECORDING STEAM METER PRESENTED. 

6. A letter from Dean W. P. M. Goss, stating that a note from Dr. E. J. 
Berg, professor of electrical engineering, informs him that the General Elec­
tric Company has presented to the Department of Electrical Engineering, 
through the sales manager of its meter department, Mr. F. L.. Vaughen, a 
recording steam meter, the value of which is estimated at one thousand 
dollars ($1,000.00). 

I t was voted that the University accept this gift from the General 
Electric Company, and that the President of the University be in­
structed to extend the thanks of the board to the General Electric 
Company. 

EXAMINERS IN ACCOUNTANCY. 

7. A report from the Committee on Accountancy that they have been 
unable as yet to find a suitable person to serve as a member of the Board 
of Examiners of Public Accountants, to succeed Mr. R. S. Buchanan, whose 
term of office expired on the first of July, 1910. 

I t was voted that the President of the University be authorized to 
appoint a successor to Mr. Buchanan when the Committee on Account­
ancy is able to find a suitable person. 

FACULTY TENNIS COURTS. 

8. A request from Dr. Edward Bartow, chairman of a committee appointed 
by members of the faculty interested in tennis, endorsed by Vice President 
Burrill, asking that the trustees set apart a suitable place on the campus for 
the construction of tennis courts for the use of the members of the Univer­
sity faculty. 
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I t was voted to refer this request to the Committee on Buildings and -
Grounds for consideration and report. 

BEQUESTS FOR APPROPRIATIONS FOR BUILDINGS. 

The President of the "University also called attention to the requests 
that have been sent in by various departments of the University that 
the trustees ask the General Assembly for appropriations for buildings, 
as follows: 

(a) A request for an addition to the Chemical Laboratory, costing with 
equipment and furnishings, approximately $300,000.00. The present Chem­
ical Laboratory is crowded to the limit, and the increase in students taking 
chemistry corresponds very closely with the increase in attendance, owing 
to the fact that all students in the College of Science and the College of 
Agriculture are required to take chemistry. The place for this addition 
would be immediately behind the present building. 

(b) A request for a building to house the courses in commerce, to cost 
approximately* $325,000.00. 

(c) A request for an addition to the Library, to cost not less than 
$150,000.00. This is a request which the board has made twice already and 
represents an imperative need. 

(d) A request for a separate building to house the School of Education 
and the model school of that department, said building to tfost not less than 
$250,000.00. 

The teachers of the State are much interested in this request, as is shown 
by the following resolutions adopted by the Eastern Illinois Teachers' Asso­
ciation, meeting at Charleston, 111., on Friday and Saturday, Oct. 14 and 15, 
1910. 

WHEREAS, The more progressive universities of this country have estab­
lished or are establishing schools of education or teachers' colleges, which 
shall adequately represent in the university organization the needs and ideals 
of the teaching profession; and, 

WHEREAS, The present facilities at the University of Illinois for the train­
ing of high school teachers, for the training of special teachers of agricul­
ture, manual training, domestic science, and other branches, and for the 
training of supervisory and administrative officers, are inadequate to the 
demands that the schools of the State are making upon the University for 
trained workers in these fields; and, 

WHEREAS, The investigation of general educational problems, which is so 
important in view of the many changes that the system of public education 
is constantly undergoing, cannot be adequately undertaken by the Univer­
sity of Illinois because of the lack of proper buildings and equipment; 
therefore be it 

Resolved, That we do hereby request the trustees of the University of 
Illinois to give to the School of Education of that University the support 
that is needed for its development to the point where it may adequately 
serve the needs of the State; and be it further 

Resolved, That we petition the General Assembly of the State of Illinois 
at its coming session to appropriate out of the funds of the State not less 
than two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.00) for the erection and 
equipment of a building for the School of Education at the University of 
Illinois; and be it further 

Resolved, That the secretary of the association be instructed to send a 
copy of these resolutions in the form of a petition to the Governor of the 
State, to the president of the Board of Trustees of the University, and to 
both houses of the General Assembly; and be it further 

Resolved, That we pledge ourselves individually and collectively to do 
whatever we properly can to assist in obtaining such appropriation. 
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It appears that identical resolutions were adopted by other associations of 
teachers in the State, and a similar resolution has been adopted twice by 
the State Teachers' Association meeting in Springfield, 111. 

(e) Request for an addition to the Woman's building, which shall provide 
( l ) a much needed enlargement of the facilities of the Department of House­
hold Science; (2) new facilities for the woman's gymnasium; (3) an 
increased number of rooms for the use of the music school; said addition to 
cost not less than $150,000.00. It will be noted that the original scheme of 
the Woman's building provides* for an addition east of it, fronting Burrill 
avenue, as large as or larger than the present building. The location of 
Lincoln hall was made with reference to the possible location of some such 
addition to the Woman's building in the future, and there is ample room 
left between the building line of Lincoln hall and the present Woman's 
building for the erection of such an addition in case the trustees should 
decide upon it. 

(f) The Engineering Department will request: 
(1) For the maintenance and increase of the salary budget of 

the College of Engineering, per annum, $50,000.00. 
(2) For the maintenance and extension of equipment of the Col­

lege of Engineering, and the work of the Engineering Expe­
riment Station, per annum, $75,000.00. 

(3) For the work of the Department of Mining Engineering, per 
annum, $15,000.00. 

(4) For the location, erection and equipment of an additional 
engineering building, $300,000.00'. 

The president noted further that there are other matters which will 
form the basis of requests from the engineering college; that urgent re­
quests from all departments for more rapid additions to the University 
Library seem to necessitate a request for a considerable additional appro­
priation for the.purchase of books; tha t the appropriation for the College 
of Law should certainly be increased; that the demands from every de­
partment of the University for more adequate facilities for advanced work 
indicate the very great importance of an increased appropriation for the 
Graduate School; and that the requests for appropriations from the 
various departments of the Colleges of Literature and Arts and Science, 
and from the College of Agriculture and the Agricultural Experiment 
Station, will be submitted to the board at the earliest opportunity. 

The following communication was received from Professor S. W. 
Shattuck, Comptroller: 

URBANA, Sept. 13, 1910. 

Mr. W. L. Abbott, President, Board of Trustees, University of Illinois: * 
DEAR SIR—The board is requested to appropriate $500.00 to cover the 

expenditure of the fines collected in the Library, and other similar items. It 
has been the custom to have this appropriation to use. 

The board is also requested to appropriate $500.00 on account of the tele­
phone exchange. The $1,500.00 appropriated by the State for this purpose 
was for one year only and is exhausted.

COMMITTEEE ON BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS. 

Mr. Hatch, presented a report of the Committee on Buildings and 
Grounds: 

URBANA, Dec. 13, 1910. 

To the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois: 
Following is a report of the meeting of the Buildings and Grounds Com­

mittee, held at the University Dec. 3, 1910: 
1. The appropriation of $800.00 for an addition to the greenhouse, which 

was referred with power, was approved. 
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2. The question of tennis courts for the faculty was very fully discussed, 
and Dr. Bartow presented the matter for,the faculty. The committee agreed 
to recommend that the University build five clay courts, such as have been 
built for the students, at the extreme south end of the old orchard tract, 
constructing backstops and providing the necessary under-drainage and 
water supply; and to recommend an appropriation of not to exceed $500.00 
for the purpose. They also agreed to recommend that the faculty tennis 
association should be given control of the courts, and be required to maintain 
them and to furnish the necessary playing equipment. 

3. The report of the supervising architect upon telephones was fully con­
sidered. The committee recommended that the comptroller's request for an 
additional $500.00 be granted; and they requested the supervising architect 
to undertake to negotiate more favorable contracts with'both telephone com­
panies. No action was taken upon the policy of extending the telephone 
systems, though the informal discussion indicated a belief that a fairly 
liberal policy should be pursued. It was the evident opinion that the present 
contract with the Home Telephone Company, requiring us to pay $3.00 per 
year per telephone, is not a favorable one for us.

I N MEMORIAM. 

The president of the board presented the following memorial sketches, 
prepared by. Mr. W. L. Pillsbury, unti l recently secretary of the board, 
of three former members who have passed away within the year: Emory 
Cobb, John Mills Pearson, and Eichard Price Morgan. 

—4 TJ 
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EMORY COBB. 

Aug. 20, 1831. April 14, 1910. 

Emory Cobb was born in Dryden, New York, and received academic train­
ing in Ithaca Academy. At the age of sixteen he learned telegraphy and 
soon was an operator at Buffalo and afterwards at Cleveland. In 1855 he 
was appointed general manager of the company, which became by change of 
name the next year the Western Union Telegraph Company, and he held 
this position until 1867. From this time, without closing official connections 
with the Western Union and the Northwestern Telegraph Company, of which 
he was vice president, he turned his attention to general farming, stock-
raising and banking, being for some years vice president of the Illinois State 
Board of Agriculture, the organizer and first president of the First National 
Bank of Kankakee, and president of the American Shorthorn Breeders' Asso­
ciation, engaging also in other important business enterprises. 

Upon the chartering of the Illinois Industrial University, Governor Oglesby 
appointed Mr. Cobb a member of the Board of Trustees, and, at the first 
meeting, made him chairman of the Finance Committee, the first standing 
committee of the board. Also upon the organization of the Executive Com­
mittee Mr. Cobb was appointed one of its members. These were at that 
time especially important committees, since titles of real estate donations 
were to be examined, sales of land scrip and loans of proceeds arranged for, 
and ways and means for maintenance devised; and, further, since the Exec­
utive Committee was entrusted, with but slight restrictions, with the func­
tions of the board in the interim of meetings, while the by-laws adopted 
provided for but one regular meeting a year. 

By the reorganization act of 1873 the board was reduced, from thirty-two 
to eleven in number. Mr. Cobb became one of the nine appointive members, 
and was at once- elected president, which office he held for ten years, being 
at the same time chairman, ex officio, of the Executive Committee. For the 
larger part of 1883 and 1884 he was traveling, though continuing a member 
of the board. In 1885 he was again made a member of the Executive Com­
mittee, and was also appointed a member of the Farm Committee, and these 
positions he held until 1893. 

When, in 1888, the Agricultural Experiment Station was organized under 
the Hatch Act, Mr. Cobb was appointed a member of the Board of Direction, 
and he had*much to do with the shaping of its work for the first five years. 

Ward's Casts of Fossils, practically the beginning of the museum, were the 
gift of Mr. Cobb in 1876. 

In these and many other ways, of which there appears no record in the 
proceedings of the board, Mr. Cobb served the University for twenty-six years, 
from 1867 to 1893, a term of service thus far neither equaled nor exceeded 
by that of any other member except Alexander McLean. 

JOHN MILLS PEARSON. 

Oct. 7, 1832. June 4, 1910. 

John M. Pearson was born in Newburyport, Massachusetts. He prepared 
for Harvard College in the Putnam Free School of that city, but instead of 
going to college came west in 1849, settling in Alton, where later he became 
a partner and was the manager in the Agricultural Works in that city. In 
1865 he retired from this business, and in 1866 removed to a farm in God­
frey, where he lived for the rest of his life, making dairying and fruit 
raising his specialties. He was early a member of the Illinois State Horti­
cultural Society, and was its president in 1885-6. 
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For many years Mr. Pearson was an adviser of the Board of Trustees of 
Monticello Seminary, founded in 1838 by Captain Benjamin Godfrey. 

Governor Beveridge appointed Mr. Pearson in 1878 a member of the Rail­
road and Warehouse Commission, and for the last three years of the four-
year term he was chairman. During this period much of the pioneer work 
necessary to determine the powers of railway commissions was done, or was 
started towards accomplishment in the courts. 

In the Thirty-first, Thirty-second and Thirty-third General Assemblies Mr. 
Pearson was a member of the House. 

From 1885 to 1891 Mr. Pearson, under appointments by Governor Fifer, 
held the chairmanship of the State Board of Live Stock Commissioners. 
Here again, as the board was created by act of 1885, was found an oppor­
tunity for pioneer work. 

In 1869, two years after the University was chartered, Governor Palmer 
appointed Mr. Pearson a member of the Board of Trustees of the University, 
and he served until appointed to the Railroad and Warehouse Commission 
in 1873, as noted above. The first year he was a member of the Horticul­
tural Committee and the Auditing Committee. The second year he was 
on the Horticultural Committee and the Mechanical Committee. The next 
two years he was appointed to the Executive Committee and the chairman­
ship of the Mechanical Committee. These last three years were the first of 
the Mechanical Department, and it was at this time that Professor S. W. 
Robinson began his work at the University. The new department appealed 
especially to Mr. Pearson because of experience as a manufacturer, and it 
profited much, from his hearty and intelligent support. 

In 1881 the University for the first time asked of the General Assembly 
an appropriation for current expenses. Mr. Pearson, who was then serving 
a second term and was a member of the House Committee on appropria­
tions, was found a willing and efficient helper. At the next session, as 
chairman of the Appropriations Committee, he aided the University greatly 
in getting an appropriation for this purpose two and a half times greater 
than the first, and was especially helpful in breaking up a strong combina­
tion which was threatening to oppose any appropriation for the University. 

The appropriations for current expenses seem small indeed when com­
pared with the hundreds of thousands of these later years; the beginnings 
were small, but they paved the way for future liberality. 

RICHARD PRICE MORGAN. 

Sept. 17, 1828. May 20, 1910. 

When Colonel Morgan (born in Stockbridge, Massachusetts) took his 
seat in 1891 as a member of the Board of Trustees he was already an emi­
nent engineer, having held many important official positions. He had been 
a member of the first Illinois Board of Railroad and Warehouse Commis­
sioners, and during the two-year term had had much to do in organizing 
the work of the commission, and especially in pushing through the courts 
for settlement the long and short haul question. 

For his original researches in respect to rapid transit in large cities he 
had been awarded diplomas and. medals- at the Centennial Exposition and 
at the Exposition of Railway Appliances at Chicago in 1884. 

His report as chief engineer of the United States Pacific Railway Com­
mission had been taken by the government as a basis for settlement with 
the Union and Pacific railways. 

Colonel Morgan, though having other large interests in charge, was a 
zealous promoter of the welfare of the University and a strenuous guardian 
of its rights. s Naturally he gave the Engineering' Department much atten­
tion. 
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Not to mention membership on other committees, he was for two years 
chairman of the. Finance Committee, and for the last four years of his 
term was a member of the Committee on Buildings and Grounds—chairman 
for 1895—and it was during these years that appropriations were secured: 
and plans perfected for two important buildings and the buildings erected— 
the Library and the College of Engineering. 

In 1903 the University conferred upon Colonel Morgan the degree of 
Doctor of Engineering, honoris causa. 

For faithful and valuable service rendered the University of Illinois these 
men should be held in grateful remembrance by all her friends. 

On the invitation of Dean Goss, presented by President James^ the 
board adjourned to Engineering -Hall, and inspected the rooms of the 
department of architecture, especially the drawing rooms and the 
Architectural Library. , , , 

Superintendent Blair joined the board a t this point. . 
After the inspection Dean Goss presented to the board the needs of 

the College of Engineering - for the .coming biennium. 
The board then returned to the Trustees5 Boom, where Dean Daven­

port presented. the needs of the College of Agriculture. 
The board adjourned to meet in the same place at 2:00 p. m.

NEEDS OF VARIOUS DEPARTMENTS PRESENTED. 

President James presented a number of members of the faculty, 
who spoke to the board of the needs of their respective departments 
for maintenance and extension for the two years to come. Dean 
Townsend spoke for the College of Science; Professor Noyes for the 
department of chemistry; Professor Bartow for the Water^ Survey; 
Professor Bleininger for the department of ceramics; Dean Goss in 
brief explanation of certain points in his address at the morning ses­
sion; Dean Green for the College of Literature and Ar t s ; Director 
Bagley for the School of Education; Vice President Burrill for the 
work in bacteriology; Dean Kinley for the courses in commerce and for 
the Graduate School; Librarian Windsor io r the Library; and Dean 
Harker for the College of Law. 
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N U T R I T I O N INVESTIGATION. 

President James introduced also Professor Grindley, who presented 
the following communication in regard to the investigation in nutrition 
that has been made by the University: 

URBANA, Dec. 13, 1910. 

To the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois: 
To save you time and to. put before you effectively what I deem desirable 

in this connection, with your permission I will read what I have to say. 
The University of Illinois has completed the experimental work of the 

most extensive, the most thorough, and the most valuable nutrition investi­
gation ever made in the wrorld up to the present time.- I make this state­
ment not upon my own authority, but by the authority of some of the most 
noted scholars in the fields of nutrition, public health, hygiene, and medi­
cine in this country; namely, Chittenden, Theobald Smith, Mathews, Edsall, 
Benedict, Langworthy, Sedgwick, and others, who have examined the results 
of this investigation that the University has made. 

Already there has been published, through the scientific journals, an 
amount of data and information relating to this investigation that would 
make a volume of 475 pages. There, are now ready for publication three 
volumes of 500 pages each, and within the next nine months there will be 
ready two additional volumes of 500 pages each. Further, after these five 
volumes are published in full, if opportunity is afforded, three to five vol­
umes more of exceedingly valuable material may be prepared from the data 
which the investigation has given. 

The first six volumes which have been planned, when published, will 
record in scientific form for future study and reference by far the greatest 
amount of scientific data and knowledge relative to the nutrition of man 
that has ever been published in this field of science as the result of one 
continuous experiment upon man. The publication when completed will 
be a reference work and a comprehensive and abundant source of exact, 
scientific information of untold value to students and scholars in. nutrition, 
public health, and medicine, and also to scholars in the study of the con­
servation of our national wealth and health. 

The data, the discussions, the conclusions of this investigation of the 
University relating to the nutrition of man are and will be frequently and 
extensively quoted all around the world by students and scholars in this 
field of human endeavor. 

The one most important discovery of this investigation, which stands out 
pre-eminently from the scientific view point, is the fact that the human 
body apparently possesses a mechanism and maintains a series of vital 
processes for the metabolism of nitrates. In other word's, the human organism 
apparenty has the power and • exercises the power of producing and destroy­
ing nitrates in accord with some as yet unknown requirements for certain 
minute and limited quantities of these inorganic food constituents. It is 
difficult to imagine the means by which this formation and this destruc­
tion are brought about. It is possible that they may be induced by the 
.action of enzymes, by the glands of the body, or by intestinal bacteria. 

While scholars in nutrition are well acquainted with protein metabolism, 
carbohydrate metabolism, and fat metabolism in the human body, until the 
present discovery, such a thing as "nitrate metabolism" had not been 
thought of. This discovery is pronounced by the commission the most 
remarkable and ,the most important physiological result of the entire investi­
gation. 

As soon as the results of the preliminary work upon this special subject 
which has been done by the University are published, a considerable num­
ber of investigators in different parts of the world will strenuously apply 
themselves to the elaboration and final solution of this question of "nitrate 
metabolism." 
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I maintain that proper investigation should be .made here to keep this 
University in the lead of the investigations that will undoubtedly be made 
at other institutions as to the question of nitrate metabolism, in order that 
this institution may receive due credit, not only for the initial discovery, 
which promises so much both of scientific and practical value to the subject 
of human nutrition, but also for the researches which should demonstrate 
completely and thoroughly the true character and the scientific and prac­
tical significance of "nitrate metabolism" in human nutrition. 

Another very important result of this investigation is the fact that mathe­
matical and statistical methods have been devised, for the first time, for the 
interpretation and study of the experimental data of nutrition experiments. 
The application of these statistical methods to the results of nutrition exper­
iments will be of much value in deriving correct conclusions, and they will 
to a large extent prevent the personal equation from entering into the 
deduction of the conclusions. As a result, the deductions from such nutri­
tion investigations will grow to have a greater significance and more influ­
ence in shaping the health of the public for the reason that the teachings 
will be logical and more nearly correct. 

Another interesting and valuable result of this investigation is the demon­
stration of the fact that there are significant seasonal variations in many 
of the nutritional processes of man. In other words, the results indicate 
that there are rhythmical variations in most if not all of the processes of 
nutrition, dependent apparently upon the seasons of the year. 

Still another important result of this investigation has been to show 
the influence of different classes of foods—i. e., vegetable and animal foods—• 
and also the influence of different kinds of individual foods—i. e., meats, 
milk, bread, fruits, etc.—upon the nutrition and health of man. 

I have mentioned only a few of the most striking results of this investi­
gation. There are numerous other results of much importance that will 
appear in due time in excellent shape, if we are given an opportunity to 
complete the study and. the publication of the results in a manner com­
mensurate with the investigation as a whole. 

If desired I should be pleased to show the members of the board, either 
individually or collectively, the detailed curves, charts, and manuscripts 
which lead to the above stated conclusions. This I could do in my office on 
the third floor in the Chemistry building, or I could bring the material 
here and have it ready for your inspection either before or at the close 
of one of your sessions.

Meeting of January 17, 1911. 

A special meeting of the. Board of Trustees of the University of 
Illinois was held on Tuesday, January 17, 1911, at 10 a. m., in the' La 
Salle Hotel in the city of Chicago, pursuant to the following notice 
sent out by the secretary on January 9, 1911 : 

Upon the call of the president, Mr. W. L. Abbott, there will be a special 
meeting of the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois at the LaSalle 
Hotel, in Chicago, on Tuesday, Jan. 17, 1911, at 10:«00 a. m., to consider such 
matters as the committees of the board and the president of the University 
may submit, and such other business as may be duly presented. 

When the board convened at 10 a. m., the following members were 
present: President Abbott, Mrs. Bahrenburg, Mrs. Busey, Mrs. Evans, 
Mr. Grout. President James was also present. 

The president of the University presented the * following matters for 
consideration: 

REPORTS OF F E E S . 

- 1. A communication from the registrar, recommending a modification of 
the present regulation (Univ. of Illinois Statutes, 1908, p. 25, section 33Z) 
in regard to the reports prepared by the registrar's office of fees payable by 
the students of the University. The rule as it now stands requires that the 
registrar "shall report in detail to the board at each regular meeting after 
the close of a semester or term of the University the number of students who 
during said semester or term were indebted to the University for term fees, 
tuition, deposits, and all other financial obligations (with the amounts of 
each) imposed by their attendance upon the University." The proposed 
reading is: "The registrar shall keep detailed records of all term fees, 
tuition and other financial obligations of students imposed by their attend­
ance upon the University, with the amounts in each* case; shall submit these 
original records for auditing at the time when the accounts of the treasurer 
and chief clerk are audited; and shall report to the board, at each regular 
meeting after the close of a semester or term of the University, the total 
amounts due for that semester or term on account of each kind of fee or 
charge, that is payable." 

On motion of Mrs. Bahrenburg, it was voted that this matter be 
referred to the Finance Committee, with power to act. 

SOIL INVESTIGATION TRACTS. 

2. A communication from Dr. C. G. Hopkins, relating to four deeds to 
the University of four tracts of land in several parts of the State for use in 
soil investigations. 
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On motion of Mrs. Evans, this communication, with the four deeds, 
was referred to the Committee on Agriculture for examination and 
report, with the request tha t they consider the general policy involved, 
and that they indicate at what point in a negotiation of this sort the 
case should be submitted to the board for approval. 

NATURAL HISTORY LIBRARIAN. 

3. A request from Dean E. J. Townsend of the College of Science, approved 
by Vice President T. J. Bui-rill, that the sum of $225.00 be made available 
for the purpose of assisting in paying the salary of the librarian of the State 
Laboratory of Natural History until July 1, 1911. 

On motion of Mrs. Busey, this request was referred to the Committee 
on the Library, with power to act. 

SALARY OP C. M. SNOW. 

4. A letter from Mr. W. B. Day, actuary of the School of Pharmacy, calling 
attention to the facts that, on the illness and death of Dr. C. S. N. Hallberg, 
professor of pharmacy, early in the school year, Mr. Clyde M. Snow, instructor 
in pharmacy and assistant to Dr. Hallberg, took up the work of the depart­
ment, that he has done this work with success to the present time and will 
carry it for the remainder of the year, and that his salary as instructor, 
$100.00 a month, has been paid for the months of September, October, Novem­
ber and December; and recommending that Mr. Snow's salary be increased 
so that he shall receive for the year a total sum of $1,800.00. 

On the recommendation of President James, and on motion of Mrs. 
Bahrenburg, i t was voted that Mr. Clyde M. Snow be appointed Acting 
Professor of Pharmacy in the School of Pharmacy, for the academic 
year 1910-11 (September 1, 1910-August 31, 1911), at a total salary, 
including that which has been paid to him, of eighteen hundred dollars 
($1,800). 

STATUES FOR PHYSICS BUILDING. 

5. Communications from Mr. W. Carbys Zimmerman, State Architect, 
endorsed by Mr. Lorado Taft, and from Dean W. F. M. Goss of the College 
of Engineering, and Dr. A. P. Carman, professor of Physics, concerning the 
erection of symbolic statues on either side of the entrance to the Laboratory 
of Physics. 

After considerable discussion, i t was voted that the three thousand 
dollars ($3,000) thus far reserved from the legislative appropriation 
for the erection and equipment of the Laboratory of Physics, for the 
purpose of erecting statues on either side of the entrance, be appropri­
ated for the completion and equipment of the building, and that the 
matter of the erection of such statues be postponed for future consid­
eration. 

Messrs. Hoit and Meeker joined the board at this point. 
The previous absence of a quorum having been noted, the secretary 

read the minutes of the actions voted thus far, and, on motion of Mr. 
Meeker, these actions were approved and constituted actions of the 
board. The vote was as follows: Ayes, Mr. Abbott, Mrs. Bahrenburg, 
Mrs. Busey, Mrs. Evans, Mr. Grout, Mr. Hoit, Mr. Meeker; no, none; 
absent, Mr. Anthony, Mr. Blair, Mr. Deneen, Mr. Hatch, Mr. Moore. 
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The secretary, Mr. C. M, McConn, presented the report of the 
special meeting of Oct. 15, 1910 and the report of the quarterly meeting 
of Dec. 13, 1910; both reports were approved. 

The secretary presented also the report of Mr. H. A. Haugan, treas­
urer, for the quarter ending December 31, 1910, which was referred 
to the Finance Committee. 

After some discussion of the appropriations to be asked from the 
General Assembly, a recess was taken for luncheon. 

Afternoon Session, January 17, 1911. 
When the board met after the recess, the following members were 

present: President Abbott, Mrs. Bahrenburg, Mrs. Busey, Mrs. Evans, 
Mr. Grout, Mr. Hoit, Mr. Meeker. President James was present. 

APPEAL OE JAMES HALL. 

President Abbott presented a letter from Messrs. Beach and Brown, 
of Chicago, attorneys-at-law, inclosing a statement in support of the 
appeal of James Hall from the finding and conclusion of the Board of 
Examiners appointed under the Accountancy act, refusing to certify 
to the Committee on Accountancy of the University of Illinois the name 
of James Hall, who has made application, under the waiver clause of the 
act, for the degree of Certified Public Accountant. 

On motion of Mrs. Evans, the president of the board was authorized 
to appoint a special committee to investigate this case and report. 
[President Abbott subsequently appointed the following committee: 
Mr. Hatch, Mrs. Busey, Mr. Abbott,] 

COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. 

Mr. Grout presented a report of the Committee on Agriculture in 
regard to its visit to various agricultural colleges in conjunction with 
the committee of representative farmers formed to inquire into the 
needs of the College of Agriculture. 

I t was voted that this report be received to. be filed, and that the 
secretary- supply a copy of it to each member of the board. 

CO-OPERATION WITH CIVIL SERVICE COMMISSION. 

President James presented communications from Hon. W. B. 
Moulton, president of the State Civil Service Commission, from Mr. 
Joseph C. Mason, secretary of the same commission, from Hon. E. G-. 
Blair, State Superintendent of Public Instruction, from Dean David 
Kinley, of the Graduate - School, and from Professor S. W. Shattuck, 
comptroller, concerning the proposition to place the University of 
Illinois under the general regulations of the. State civil service law, in 
regard to all appointments to clerical and administrative positions. 
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After a full discussion of this matter, in the light "of considerations 
presented by Mr. Moulton and by Mr. Merritt Starr, chairman of 
the Executive Committee of the Cook County Civil Service *Keform 
Association, both of whom had taken luncheon with the members of the 
board, it was voted, on motion of Mr. Meeker: That the president of 
the University be authorized to send the State Civil Service Commis­
sion a copy of the University pay roll; that he indicate to the commis­
sion which classes of positions should, in the judgment of the board, 
be exempt from classification under the proposed civil service law, 
including educational and scientific positions, positions involving edu­
cational and scientific qualifications, positions wherein administrative 
duties are combined with work of an educational or a scientific nature, 
officers of the Board of Trustees, certain confidential positions, and 
temporary or part time positions commonly filled by students earning 
their way in college; and that the president be requested to add that 
the University has a merit system of its own, provided for. in its 
Statutes [Univ. of III. Statutes, p. 8, section 16], and in successful 
operation for many years, and heartily endorses the proposed further 
application of the principle in the law of the State. 

After some discussion of the appropriations to be asked from the 
General Assembly, another recess was taken. 

Evening Session, January 17, 1911. 
When the board reconvened after the recess the same members that 

were present at the afternoon session were in attendance. President 
James was present. 

CONSIDERATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 

On motion the board went into committee of the whole for the con­
sideration of the appropriations to be asked from the legislature. 

The Committee qf the Whole, at the close of its meeting, reported to 
the board the recommendation that the board ask from the Forty-
Seventh General Assembly, for ordinary running expenses (and main­
tenance of the plant, sums amounting to $2,201,000, to be comprised 
in a General University Bill. (This recommendation was reaffirmed 
without change by the Committee of the Whole at the afternoon session 
of January 26, 1911, and the itemization of the bill is given below at 
that point, p. 76.) 

The foregoing report of the Committee of the Whole was received for 
record. 

I t was voted to adjourn to meet at the University in Urbana, on 
Wednesday, January 25, 1911, to attend the unveiling of the portrait

Meeting of the Executive Committee. 
The Executive Committee of the Board of Trustees of the University 

of Illinois met after the adjournment of the board on the evening of 
Tuesday, January 17, 1911, in the LaSalle Hotel, Chicago. 

The members of the committee present were President Abbott and 
Mr. Grout; Mr. Hatch, of the committee, was absent. Mesdames Bah-
renburg, Busey, and Evans, and Mr. Hoit, members of the board, and 
President James were present. 
- President James presented the following matters for consideration: 

IMPORT ORDER FOR CHEMICALS. 

1. A request from Professor W. A. Noyes of the Department of Chemistry, 
approved hy Dean E. J. Townsend of the College of Science, for authority to 
place an importation order for chemicals and apparatus for the Department 
of Chemistry for the academic year 1911-12 to an amount not exceeding ten 
thousand dollars. ($10,000.00). 

I t was voted that said authority be given. 

RULES FOR PLYM FELLOWSHIP IN ARCHITECTURE. 

2. A recommendation that the following he adopted hy the Board of 
Trustees as rules of procedure in the administration of the Francis J. Plym 
Fellowship in Architecture. 

(1) That the Fellowship be assigned annually, and that the stipend 
thereof be one thousand dollars ($1,000.00), said amount to be provided from 
funds supplied by Mr. Plym. The expenses of administering the fellowship 
are to be met from departmental funds until otherwise provided for. 

(2) That the Fellowship be assigned for the present to graduates of the 
Department of Architecture in the University of Illinois, provided a suitable 
candidate can be found among such graduates who will accept said Fel­
lowship. 

(3) That a committee consisting of five members, two of whom shall be 
ex officio, shall be constituted, to be known as the Francis J. Plym Fellowship 
Committee. The ex officio members shall be the head of the Department 
of Architecture in the University of Illinois and the president of the Illinois 
chapter of the American Institute of Architects; the remaining three mem­
bers shall be appointed by the president of the University, each appointee to 
serve one year, beginning October 1; the members first appointed to serve 
from the date of their appointment to Oct. 1, 1911. The duties of the com­
mittee shall be to recommend rules for administering the Fellowship and 
to nominate a candidate for said Fellowship to the Board of Trustees. 

(4) That the first candidate for the Francis J. Plym Fellowship shall be 
nominated not later than May 1, 1911, in the expectation that when appointed 
he may enter upon the Fellowship at a date to be recommended by said 
committee and approved by the Board of Trustees. 

This recommendation was approved and the rules adopted. 
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SCHOLARSHIPS IN LAW. 

3. A communication from Dean O. A. Harker of the College of Law, 
requesting that the Board of Trustees authorize the assignment from year 
to year, until otherwise directed, to students in the College of> Law, of four 
scholarship prizes of fifty dollars ($50.00) each, and four scholarship prizes 
of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) each, in accordance with the plan hitherto 
pursued, and that this rule shall apply to the year 1910-11, as well as to 
subsequent years. 

I t was voted that the foregoing request he granted and that the ap­
propriation involved he made. 

NUTRITION INVESTIGATION. 

4. A request from Professor H. S. Grindley, that the balance of the unap­
propriated funds of the Research Laboratory and Veterinary College appro­
priation be now assigned to the Research Laboratory for the purpose of 
furthering the completion of the saltpeter investigation and the publication 
of the report of this investigation; and a further recommendation that the 
University authorities be authorized to let a contract to R. R. Donnelley & 
Sons for the printing of Volume III of the Studies in Nutrition, in accord­
ance with the plans submitted by Professor Grindley. 

I t was voted that said appropriation be made, and that the authority 
requested be given. 

USE OF CAMPUS DRIVEWAYS BY VEHICLES. 

5. The following communication from Dr. E. J. Townsend, secretary of 
the Councir of Administration, concerning recommendations for the use of 
the driveways on the campus by vehicles: 

Nov. 30, 1910. 
Dr. E. J. James, President: 

DEAE SIR—At the meeting of the Council of Administration on Nov. 29, 
1910, it was voted to request you to transmit to the Board of Trustees the 
following recommendation looking to the better regulation of the use of 
the driveways of the campus by vehicles: 

That the John Street and California Avenue entrances to the campus be 
closed; that' Burrill avenue be closed south of the Auditorium; and that 
a notice barring automobiles and motorcycles be posted at the entrance of 
Burrill avenue on the south side of Green street. 

Very respectfully yours,

Attention was called to the fact that this matter had been left to 

the Committee on Buildings and Grounds, with power to act. 

BILL FOR MEDICAL TREATMENT. 

6. A recommendation from Professor W. J. Fraser of the Department of 
Dairy Husbandry, endorsed by Dean Eugene Davenport of the College of 
Agriculture,, that the University pay a bill of thirty dollars ($30.00) for 
medical treatment incurred by Mr. Crouch, who severed the tendon of one 
of his fingers on the" back of his left hand in putting the knives on the 
ensilage cutter at the University farm; this bill to be charged to dairy funds. 

I t was voted that this appropriation be made. 
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CHANGES IN CADET UNIFORM. 

7. A recommendation from Major B. C. Morse, military commandant, 
that "the corps of cadets be authorized to wear, in lieu of the cadet blouse, 
at such exercises as may be prescribed by the military commandant, a dark 
blue flannel shirt with rolling collar and one pocket, to cost about $2.00; 
a plain, short, silk four-in-hand tie to. cost about fifty cents, and a narrow 
leather belt, black, with buckle Illinois, such as most of the cadets wear at 
present, to cost about thirty-five cents." 

I t was voted that authority be given to the Military Commandant 
to make such an order. 

CONFERENCE OF COLLEGE PRESIDENTS. 

8. A recommendation that the president of the University be authorized 
to call a conference of the college presidents of Illinois at the University 
of Illinois for the consideration of subjects of mutual interest to the State 
university and the colleges, and that the comptroller be authorized to pay 
the necessary traveling expenses of these delegates. 

The recommendation was approved. 

BLUE PRINT DEPARTMENT. 

9. A request from the comptroller that an appropriation of sixteen hun­
dred fifty-two dollars and fifty-five cents ($1,652.55), or so much thereof as 
may be necessary, be made from the receipts of the Blue Print Department, 
to defray the current expenses and for the payment of wages in that depart­
ment. This sum, with the $500.00 provided for in the budget, represents the 
receipts of the department since July 1, 1910, namely, $1,594.31, plus the 
balance in the same fund on July 1, 1910, namely, $558.24. 

I t was voted that said appropriation be made. 

REPORT OF DIRECTOR OF STATE LABORATORY OF NATURAL HIS­
TORY. 

10. The report of Professor S. A. Forbes as director of the State Labor­
atory of Natural History. 

This report was received for record: 
Dec. 7, 1910. 

Dr. Edmund J. James, President, University, of Illinois: 
DEAE DR. JAMES—I have the honor to submit, for the information of the 

University trustees, the following brief and general statement concerning 
the work of the State Laboratory of Natural History during the past two 
years. Its operations have, been limited to two principal lines—the con­
tinuation and completion of the forestry, survey of the State, conducted by 
a cooperative arrangement with the United States Forest Service, and the 
re-organization and prosecution of the biological survey of the Illinois river 
directed especially to economic ends. 

The forestry survey has cost the State Laboratory $1,500.00, an equal sum 
having been contributed by the United States Forest Service. Formal agree­
ments were entered into to this effect, the forest service furnishing expert 
foresters for the field work, who reported to me for their local instructions. 
I have also contributed to the enterprise several weeks' work of one of my 
assistants, who has made a thorough study of insect injuries to forest trees 
and forest ^products in all parts of the State. A detailed survey was made 
of twenty-four of the southernmost counties of the State, the northern 
boundary of this area running across the State on the parallel of 38:30— 
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a little south of Belleville and a little north of Mt. Garmel, with a northward 
extension along the Wabash to the northern boundary of Lawrence county. 
The counties of Calhoun, Pike and Jo Daviess were also surveyed, and the 
bluff and bottom-land timber of the Mississippi was examined from the 
mouth of the Illinois to the Wisconsin line, and that of the Illinois from 
the mouth of the. river to LaSalle. These are the only areas of the State 
now containing sufficient forest land to make a detailed survey worth while. 

A full report has been prepared, with numerous photographic illustrations 
and a large map, and is now in my hands for publication as a State Labor­
atory bulletin. The balance of the publication fund on bulletin account 
will be sufficient to issue this report in an edition of fifteen hundred copies, 
but for a greater number additional funds will be necessary. Appended 
to this report is a draft of a model forestry law prepared by the. legal 
department of the United States Forest Service with reference to Illinois 
conditions. The substance of this report has been transmitted to the Gov­
ernor for his use in the preparation of his annual message. I am hopeful 
that suitable appropriations for the advancement of forestry interests of 
the State may be had at the coming legislative session, and shall be pleased 
to know that the University will take part in such a movement. 

Our river work is a much larger, more complicated, and more expensive 
undertaking, and one equally pressing for completion. The Illinois is one 
of the most important fishing waters in the country, surpassed in product­
iveness by few if any streams in the world. Its present yield, in fisheries 
products alone, amounts to about a million dollars per annum. A thorough­
going, practical investigation of this stream is now especially needed be­
cause of the great changes in progress at the present time in its environ­
ment and the still greater changes contemplated or impending, which have 
affected, or must certainly affect, greatly and permanently, its productive 
value. Reclamation projects, for the protection, drainage, and cultivation of 
its bottom-lands; manufacturing projects, threatening a various contamination 
of its waters; canalization projects, and projects for the control and equal­
ization of its flow, in the interests of transportation—are all being earnestly 
agitated, and several of them are in process of active execution. 

To forestall or correct the evil effects of these inevitable operations we 
need the fullest knowledge of the stream from every practical point of 
view, and this I have undertaken to acquire; but with my present funds the 
work will go much too slowly to accomplish its immediate purpose, as I 
shall not ordinarily have available more than about $4,000.00 per annum 
for this purpose. During the year ending Sept. 30, 1910, I spent $5,000.00 
on this work, with the effect so to cripple our funds that I have been obliged 
to close the biological station for the year, and shall also be compelled to 
economize by closing our library January 1. Even this expenditure has 
only enabled me to put the essential part of the equipment into working 
order, to provide a new gasoline launch in place of the steam launch sold 
in 1904, and to keep two men at work, One a naturalist and the other a 
fisherman. 

I have made a careful estimate of the appropriations necessary to equip 
and man this work adequately, and find that it will cost approximately 
$14,000.00 a year for the next two years. I am proposing, consequently, to 
ask this sum of the Legislature for this purpose, and shall be pleased to 
have the approval of the trustees in so doing and the assistance of the 
University generally in developing and carrying forward this work. No 
other agency in the State, is either doing anything or planning anything 
in this direction, so far as I am aware, and we have, therefore, as it seems 
to me, an unusual opportunity to do a notable and much needed public 
service at a comparatively small expense. The Governor has expressed his 
interest in these plans and has asked me to send data upon the subject for 
use in the preparation of his annual message. 

In lieu of a formal description of our operations during the past two 
years, I beg to be allowed to substitute a pamphlet lately printed by the 
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State Laboratory and distributed to the trustees on "Biological Investiga­
tions on the Illinois river." This pamphlet contains two addresses made by 
me during the past year to the American Society of Zoologists and to the 
American Fisheries Society, respectively, the first under the title of "The 
Work of the Illinois Biological Station," and the second on "The Investiga­
tion of a River System in the Interest of Its Fisheries."

APPROPRIATIONS FOR REPAIRS AND BUILDINGS. 

11. The following letter from Professor J. M. White, supervising archi­
tect:

I desire that the following appropriations be made immediately for the 
purposes stated: 
For the necessary shoring and repairs on the east and west towers 

of University Hall $500 001 

For repairs in the toilet rooms of University Hall 175 00 
For the construction of a room in the pumping station, which will 

serve as a dormitory for the men on day duty whom we desire 
to have sleeping close to the fire apparatus 400 00' 

For the further investigation of the Auditorium acoustics 500 00 
For additional lighting in the business office in the Natural His­

tory building 70 00 
To pay off the deficit on the 1909 Senior memorial 37 OS 

. (This deficit is due to the fact that $50.00 worth of tile pur­
chased for the fountain was lost from Engineering hall, and 
the order had to be duplicated.) 

The work in connection with the remodeling of the Gymnasium 
has been very difficult to estimate, and the improvements made 
have necessitated exceeding the special appropriation of $8,000.00 
by about (which sum I request be appropriated) 500 00 

Total .' $2,182 08 
The contract price on the Boiler House and Ceramics building has never 

been divided between the two buildings. It has always been stated that only 
$10,000.00 could be paid from the Ceramics appropriation. The cost of the 
building, according to the business office records and my estimates of 
amounts due, is $12,412.87. Of this amount, $10,052.52 has been charged 
against the Ceramics funds, and the balance of $2,360.35 remains unpaid, 
and there is no balance on the State heat and light appropriation with 
which to meet it. 

The Boiler House appropriation upon which we are working amounts to 
$75,000.00. Our estimates for the expenditure of this sum aggregated $74,-
800.00. We have already paid $63,612.94, leaving a balance on the books 
of $11,387.06; with bills outstanding amounting to $10,806.14. This leaves 
a balance of $570.92 against which the labor pay-rolls since the 1st of 
December must be charged; and there will probably be some bills for mate­
rial which will use up this balance and $500.00 more. 

Appropriations should be made to cover these deficits on the two build­
ings amounting to $2,412.87 on the Ceramics building; and about $500.00 
on the Boiler House, making a total of $5,094.95.

WOMAN'S LEAGUE LOAN FUND. 

12. An inquiry from the Woman's League of the University of Illinois 
whether the University will accept the sum of four hundred nine dollars 
and forty-four cents ($409.44) as a trust fund to be known as the Woman's 
League loan fund, to he available for any woman properly matriculated in 
the University on certain conditions laid down in the deed of gift. 

I t was voted that the Board of Trustees will accept such fund for 
said purpose, to be administered in accordance with the general regu­
lations applying to the Snyder Loan Fund, and subject to such changes 
from time to time as circumstances seem to make desirable. 

GRADUATE SCHOOL LEAVE OF ABSENCE. 

13. Requests from Professors Garner and Colvin for leave of absence on 
half pay for the academic year 1911-12, in accordance with the regulations 
of the University. 

I t was voted tha t these requests be granted, provided the president of 
the University can make satisfactory arrangements to care for the work 
of these professors during their absence. 

S.UIT AGAINST J. H. BRADY. 

14. A communication from Mr. W. L. Abbott, president of the Board of 
Trustees, inclosing a letter from Messrs. Edward H. Tillson and John A. 
Barnes, attorneys for C. W. Spaulding, asking the University to join Mr. 
Spaulding as co-complainant in a suit against James H. Brady, Esq. 

I t was voted that the president of the university transmit the com­
munication to the commission provided for by the act of the General 
Assembly of Illinois in force June 11, 1897. 

CHEMIST IN STATE WATER SURVEY. 

15. A request from Professor Edward Bartow, director of the State Water 
Survey, for the appointment of Mr. Louis I. Birdsall as chemist in the 
Water Survey, from Jan. 15, 1911, until June 31, 1911, at a salary of one 
hundred dollars ($100.00) per month, salary to be paid from Water Survey 
funds. 

I t was voted that said request be granted and that the appropriation 
involved be made. 

AMERICAN MEDICAL MISSIONARY COLLEGE. 

16. A letter from Roland H. Harris, secretary of the American Medical 
Missionary College, asking what decision the Board of Trustees has made 
in regard to a reduction of fees to students entering the University of Illi­
nois Medical School from the American Medical Missionary College. 

I t was voted tha t the Board of Trustees do not see their way clear 
to a reduction of fees in the case of said students. 
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GRADUATE SCHOOL APPROPRIATION. 

17. A request from the Dean of the Graduate School that the balance of 
the sum appropriated by the General Assembly for the maintenance of the 
Graduate School for the biennium 1909-11 be now appropriated by the board 
to the uses of the school. 

I t was voted that the balance of the sum appropriated by the General 
Assembly for the maintenance of the Graduate School for the biennium 
1909-11 be now appropriated for the provision of additional equipment 
in books, manuscripts, maps, apparatus, and other supplies, and for 
the expenses, including extra help, cases, etc., incidental to caring for 
this additional equipment, for the purpose of strengthening the depart­
ments represented in the Graduate School, in order to pu t them into 
fair working condition as far as possible, and that the funds shall be 
assigned among these separate departments upon the recommendation 
of the dean of the Graduate School, approved by the president of the 
University. 

GRADUATE SCHOLARSHIPS AND FELLOWSHIPS. 

18. A request from the dean of the Graduate School for authority to 
assign scholarships and fellowships for the coming year. 

I t was voted that the faculty of the Graduate School be authorized to 
make the same announcement in regard to scholarships and fellowships 
for the coming year as was made for the present year as to number, 
stipendium, etc., and that the president of the University be author­
ized to nominate candidates for said fellowships and scholarships. 

IMPORT ORDER FOR ZOOLOGICAL SUPPLIES. 

19. A request from Professor H. B. Ward, of the Department of Zoology, 
endorsed by Dean E. J. Townsend, of the College of Science, for permission 
to place an import order not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00) for 
supplies, etc., for the Department of Zoology, for the academic year 1911-12. 

I t was voted that this authority be granted. 

EEPORTS OP T H E F I N A N C E COMMITTEE. 

Mr. Grout presented the following report of the Finance Committee: 
To the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois:

UNIVERSITY T E L E P H O N E SERVICE. 

President James presented the following report of the supervising 
architect, which was received for record: 

URBANA, Dec. 3, 1910. 
To the Committee on Buildings and Grounds, Board of Trustees, University 

of Illinois: 
At the request of President James, I submit herewith a report on the Uni­

versity telephone service. 
The expenses to be met on account of this service are the supplies and 

labor for the maintenance of our own automatic system, which we estimate 
at $3.00 per year per telephone, amounting at present to $579.00; the in­
stalling of new telephones (from cable terminals) will average about $5.00 
for wiring to each instrument, $4.00 for the switch-board bank, $13.50 for 
the selector to go on the switch-board, and $14.00 for the desk instrument, 
making a total cost for installing a new telephone of $32.50. 

It has been customary to charge the departments with the expense of the 
desk telephones and selector,.and to charge the labor of installing and the 
switch-board bank against the special telephone appropriation. 

We have direct connection through our switch-board with the Champaign 
and Urbana Home Telephone Company's lines, and we are operating under 
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a contract, approved by the Board of Trustees in their proceedings of Jan. 
22, 1907, under which we pay the Home Telephone Company a rental of $3.00 
per year for each telephone and extension. We now have 156 telephones on 
the campus and 37 extensions, making a total of 193 telephones, upon which 
we pay the Home Telephone Company for exchange service $579.00 per 
annum. Our contract with this company is indefinite as to time and was 
probably made when there was no expectation of our extending the system 
to its present numbers. 

There are at present on the campus 18 Bell telephones and five extensions, 
of which number the University pays for fourteen of the telephones and for 
the five extensions, at the following rate: President's office, $3.00 per month; 
all other telephones, $2.00 per month; extensions, $1.00 each per month. This 
makes the total rental per annum payable to the Bell Company, for the 
fourteen telephones and five extensions, $420.00. 

We have nothing whatever to do with the maintenance of the Bell tele­
phones. 

The other four Bell telephones on the campus are located respectively in 
the State Geological Survey, the State Laboratory of Natural History, the 
State Entomologist's office, and the Diphtheria Testing Laboratory, and are 
paid for out of other funds than the regular telephone appropriations. 

The total maintenance expense therefore for telephone service per year at 
the University is represented by the following: 
Services charged by the Home Telephone Company, as per forego­

ing statement $579 00 
Services charged by the Bell Telephone Company 420 00 
Maintenance cost of our own telephones 579 00 

Total, per annum $1,578 00 
To which must be added the installation of new telephones. 
The State appropriation for telephone exchange was $1,500.00, for one year 

only, and since that fund was exhausted bills for telephone service have been 
met out of the general funds. 

In April, 1907, the board authorized the acceptance of a proposition made 
by the Bell Telephone Company to connect with five trunk lines to the Uni­
versity telephone exchange at an annual rental of $180.00 for the entire 
service. The Bell Telephone Company, however, found upon investigation 
that the proposition was not a feasible one, and nothing has been done in 
that connection.

CHANGES IN LEASE. 

1. A recommendation that the present lease between the University of 
Illinois and the College of Physicians and Surgeons for the property and 
plant of the latter in the city of Chicago, bearing date of Aug. 12, 1910, 
and in effect Sept. 1, 1910, printed on pages 3 to 5 of the report of the 
Board of Trustees for Sept. 20,. 1910, be modified by striking out the closing 
sentence of paragraph 4 on page 3 of the» lease, which reads as follows: 
"It is further agreed that at any time that this lease is ended either by 
its expiration or forfeiture, the party of jthe second part will return the 
schools to the party of the first part." 

Also by striking out the words "and schools," in the next to the last line 
of paragraph 6 on page 5 of the lease. 

Further, that the president and secretary of the Board of Trustees of 
the University be authorized to agree to, and, on behalf of the board, to 
make such modification. ' 

The purpose of this modification is to make it perfectly clear that the 
medical school belongs to the. University of Illinois, and not to the College 
of Physicians and Surgeons, and that the University is free at any time, 
upon the expiration -of the lease of the property, to locate the school in 
other quarters either given by the State or private individuals or leased 
from other parties. 

In order to make quite clear the relations of the University medical school 
to the College of Physicians and Surgeons, President James requested the 
board of directors of the College of Physicians and Surgeons to make the 
said modifications in the lease.

PAVING LINCOLN AVENUE. 

1. The following communication from Fred E. Hubbard, Esq., concerning 
the paving of Lincoln and Michigan avenues in Urbana: 
To the Hon. Dr. Edmund J. James, President of the University of Illinois, 

Urbana, III. 
DEAR SIR—I am handing you today a certified copy of the petition for the 

paving of Lincoln and Michigan avenues, part of which pavement extends 
along the forestry of the University of Illinois. The total frontage aside 
from street intersections is 7,305 feet, of which 4,325 feet is already signed 
in favor of the pavement; 660 feet of frontage is opposed; and 570 feet is 
owned by persons who do not live here, but who have expressed no opposi­
tion, although having been notified of the proposed improvement by letter 
three weeks ago, in which letter a reply was requested. The University 
frontage is 1,750 feet, and the estimated cost is $3.50 per foot, or a total 
of $6,125.00 against the University frontage. This amount is payable in 
ten annual payments. The last nine installments must be equal in amount, 
and the law requires the total assessments of each installment to equal $100.00 
or a multiple thereof. This always causes the first installment to be larger 
than the other nine, and, in the case of the University, would make the first 
installment about $100.00 larger than the remaining nine installments. The 
city of Urbana will be assessed for all street intersections as a public benefit. 

We have frontage sufficiently signed to pave west on the south side of the 
Forestry, but the Mount Hope Cemetery people at first opposed the pavement. 
We were told Monday, the 6th, that the cemetery was about to change in 
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ownership and that the new owners favored the pavement, and at their 
request we waited until today to write to you. But not hearing from them 
we make this statement with regard to this portion of the pavement.

I t was voted that this communication be inserted in the minutes and 
that it be taken up for action at the next meeting of the board. 

ILLINOIS RIVER BIOLOGICAL SURVEY. 

2. A request from Prof. S. A. Forbes that the trustees of the University 
endorse an asking for a legislative appropriation of fourteen thousand dol­
lars ($14,000.00) per annum to the State Laboratory of Natural History for 
the expenses of a biological survey of the Illinois river, in the form of the 
following resolutions: 

RESOLUTIONS PROPOSED. 

WHEREAS, The State of Illinois has in the river bearing its name one of 
the most productive streams in the country, reported to yield over a million 
dollars a year in fisheries products alone; and, 

WHEREAS, We are advised that the natural productiveness of this stream 
is in serious danger of diminution by reason of various extensive operations 
and projects, in progress or in contemplation, for the utilization of the 
stream, or its bed, or its bottom lands, which operations, if allowed to 
develop without regulation, must seriously affect the fisheries interests of 
Illinois; and, 

WHEREAS, The establishment of a proper policy of management, regulation, 
protection and development requires a careful study and a full knowledge 
of present conditions, and of the effects of new movements, which study 
the State Laboratory of Natural History is prepared to make and has already 
begun; 

Resolved, That we request of the State Legislature an appropriation of 
$14,000.00 per annum to be made to the State Laboratory of Natural History 
for the expenses of a biological survey of the Illinois river, to the end that 
the necessary information may be obtained without delay and made available 
for the early guidance of all concerned in the protection and development 
of this valuable factor in the natural resources of the State. 

I t was voted to refer this request to the annual meeting of the Board 
of Trustees to be held Tuesday,. March 14, 1911. 

STEEL BOOK CASES FOR TOWER ROOM, 

3. A request from the University Librarian that the tower basement 
room in the Library be equipped with steel book cases at an estimated cost 
of fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500.00). 

I t was voted that this request be referred to the Committee on Build­
ings and Grounds for consideration and report.at the next meeting of the 
board. 

NATURAL HISTORY LIBRARY. 

4. A request from the College of Science that the Library room in the 
Natural History building for the use of the State Laboratory of Natural 
History, the Geological Survey, and the departments of Botany, Entomology, 
Geology, and Zoology be furnished with iron stacks and suitable equipment, 
at an estimated cost of five thousand dollars ($5,000.00). 

Also a request for an appropriation of twelve hundred and fifty dollars 
($1,250.00) for special apparatus in physiology. 
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I t was voted to refer both requests to the Committee on Buildings 
and Grounds for consideration and report at the next meeting of the 
board. 

BOARD OF EXAMINERS IN ACCOUNTANCY. 

5. The following communication from Dean David Kinley concerning the 
Board of Examiners in Accountancy: 

Feb. 17, 1911. 
President E. J. James: 

DEAR ME. PRESIDENT—I desire to raise for your consideration the question 
whether the time has not come for the University to ask to be relieved of 
the care of the examinations in accountancy. I have favored the retention 
of. this burden up to a recent time, because I felt that, especially in the 
conduct of our business courses, we needed to enlarge the circle of friends 
of the University among accountants. I was particularly anxious to retain 
the connection as long as I thought there was some prospect that we would 
undertake evening courses in business training in Chicago. You will remem­
ber that some investigation .of the conditions in Chicago was made with a 
view to doing this, but the way was never opened. !Now the work is being 
done by others. Consequently, the advantages to be obtained from our con­
nection with the work have been reaped, so far as I can see, to the full. 

The great disadvantage of retaining this work, from my point of view, is 
that as it grows it is taking more and more of the time of our University 
people from their regular work without any means of recouping the Univer­
sity for the loss of their time. Professor Robinson, for example, thinks 
reasonably enough that his classwork should be reduced because he is asked 
to take care of the details of this work. The amount of relief asked for is 
greater than the department can afford with its limited staff. For that 
reason the law should be changed so that he could be paid from the account­
ancy fund and part of his salary released for me to get an assistant, or in 
some other way to make good the time he is losing from the work; or else 
he should abandon it altogether. 

It .is impossible for me to give the work attention any longer. Its demands 
upon me are not very large now, and they are irregular, but when they 
come, strenuous.

EEPORT OP T H E COMMITTEE ON BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS. 

Mr. Abbott presented the following report of the .Committee on Build­
ings and Grounds: 

URBANA, Mar. 13, 1911. 
To the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois: 

Your Committee on Buildings and Grounds met at the University on the 
afternoon of Monday, Mar. 13, 1911. Present: Mr. Abbott, Mrs. Evans, Mr. 
Hatch; absent, Mr. Moore. President James and Professor J. M. "White, 
supervising architect, were also present during a part of the meeting. 

The committee considered first the three requests, one from the University 
Librarian, and two from the College of Science, referred to it by the board 
at the meeting of Feb. 28, 1911, for consideration and report. 
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1. The committee recommends the approval of the request of the College 
of Science that the library room in the Natural History building for the 
use of the State Laboratory of Natural History, the Geological Survey, and 
the departments of Botany, Entomology, Geology and Zoology be furnished 
with iron stacks and suitable equipment at an estimated cost of $5,000.00, 
and that an appropriation of five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) be made for 
this purpose. 

2. The committee recommends that an appropriation of one hundred dol­
lars ($100.00) be made for fitting up the tower basement room in the library 
with wooden book cases taken from the library room in the Natural His­
tory building. This recommendation is made in lieu of approving the 
request of the librarian, that the said rooms should be equipped with steel 
book cases at an estimated cost of $1,500.00. 

3. The committee recommends, further, that the request of the College 
of Science for an appropriation of twelve hundred fifty dollars ($1,250.00) 
for special apparatus in physiology be approved, and that an appropriation 
of the amount specified be made. 

4. The committee recommends that the sum of forty thousand dollars 
($40,000.00) be appropriated, from the special State appropriation for a 
University hall, for the finishing, furnishing and equipment of Lincoln hall; 
this money to be expended by the supervising architect with the approval 
of the Committee on Buildings and Grounds. 

5. The committee recommends, also, an appropriation of four thousand 
dollars ($4,000.00) for water main extensions and additional hydrants; this 
money to be expended by the supervising architect in consultation with 
Professor Talbot. 

6. The committee recommends, also, an appropriation of one hundred 
twenty dollars ($120.00) to provide permanent lighting suitable for art 
exhibits in the second story of the foyer of the auditorium.

3. A recommendation that George Alfred Goodenough, associate pro­
fessor of Mechanical Engineering in the University of Illinois, be appointed 
professor of Thermodynamics from Sept. 1, 1911, at a salary of three thou­
sand dollars ($3,000.00) per annum. 

I t was voted that this appointment be made. 

BLANKET BOND FOR MILITARY SUPPLIES. 

4. A request from Major B. C. Morse, commandant, that a blanket bond 
amounting to eighty thousand dollars ($80,000.00) be executed, in accord­
ance with the recommendation of the Ordinance Department, to cover the 
military supplies now in the possession of the University of Illinois and 
subsequent supplies as they may be ordered. 

Action on this matter was deferred unti l the next session of the 
Board of Trustees. 

IMPORT ORDER FOR BOTANICAL LABORATORY. 

5. A request from Dr. T. J. Burrill, professor of Botany, for authority 
to issue an import order for supplies for the botanical laboratory for the 
year 1911-1912, to an amount not to exceed six hundred dollars ($600.00.) 

I t was voted that this authority be given and that the correspond­
ing appropriation be made. 
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BIDS FOR UNIFORMS. 

6. A request from Major B. C. Morse, commandant, that the Board of 
Trustees appoint a committee with authority to advertise for receiving 
open bids for all articles of uniform, and to award the contracts for the 
same for two years to come, since the contract for cadets' uniforms closes 
with the present semester.

Dr. Raymond M. Alden, Leland Stanford University, Palo Alto, Gal.: 
M Y DEAR S I R — I beg to inform you tha t I am authorized hy the Board of 

Trustees of the Universi ty of Illinois to tender to you the position of 
professor >of Engl ish in the Universi ty of Illinois at a salary of $4,000.00 
per annum. 

"We should expect to associate wi th the position of professor of Engl ish 
tha t of cha i rman of the Managing Committee of t ha t department . 

This, of course, is an adminis t ra t ive a r rangement whicji may he changed 
from t ime to t ime as the in teres ts of the depar tment may demand. I t may 
for instance t u r n out t ha t in the course of t ime the chai rmanship of the 
department should rotate , as is the custom at Harvard . But t ha t is a 
mat te r for future decision. For the present we should wish you to act as 
chai rman of the Managing Committee, wi th three other members of the 
depar tment . 

I believe t ha t you would find a pleasant and fruitful field of work a t the 
Univers i ty of Illinois. Your salary would.be paid in twelve monthly install­
ments . We desire t ha t you should begin work Sept. 1, 1911, and your 
salary would date from tha t t ime. 

The actual opening of the Universi ty for the next academic year takes 
place Sept. 18, 1911. I t is desirable t ha t the members of the faculty should 
be on the ground a t least one week in advance of t h a t date. In your own 
case I th ink you would find i t helpful to be here earlier, so as to be ent irely 
ready for the work when it begins. I believe t h e first faculty meet ing of 
the College of L i te ra tu re and Ar t s is held on the 16th of September, and 
all members of the faculty are expected to be present, but exact information 
in regard to tha t will be sent to you by the dean of the College of Liter­
a tu re and Arts . 

I am sending you a copy of tjhe s ta tu tes of the Universi ty of Illinois. 
You will note t ha t under paragraph 10, page 4, is indicated the general 
organization of the University, but the organization of the Engl ish Depart­
m e n t is a t present under a committee. I presume Dean Green has explained 
th is to you in full. The t e rms of employment of t h e members of the faculty 
are indicated on pages 6, 7, 8 and 9. They are the te rms usually in force 
in American universi t ies , t he tenure of office a t the pleasure of the Board 
of Trustees. 

I believe the tenure of office a t the Universi ty of Illinois is as safe and 
as free from all i l legitimate influences as in any other ins t i tu t ion in the 
country. 

We are t ry ing to build up here a great universi ty. We have laid some 
.very respectable foundations, and men who like yourself may have an 
opportunity to cooperate in rea r ing the supers t ructure I am sure a re to be 
congratulated. 

We for our pa r t shall be very glad indeed to welcome you into th i s fel­
lowship and to this cooperation. 

I should be glad if you would inform me as soon as possible whether you 
will accept this appointment .

LEGISLATIVE B I L L S AFFECTING T H E UNIVERSITY. 

The president called attention to the fact tha t there is a bill before 
the present General Assembly requiring the University of Illinois t o 
tnrn in to the State treasury all fees received from whatever source and 
for whatever purpose, and to the fact tha t such a policy not only will; 
prove a source of embarrassment to the administration of the Univers­
ity, but is undesirable because it leads to a misapprehension in the public 
mind as to the amount, of money contributed to the support of the 
University by the State. If this law is passed, i t will appear that the 
money which students pay in toward the support of the University, in 
the form of incidental fees, etc., is actually appropriated from the State 
treasury as if i t were the proceeds of general taxation. This is likely 
to produce a very unfair impression. I t will also seem to swell the ap­
propriations to the University, increasing whatever feeling there may be 
against the- institution on the ground of excessive appropriations. 

I t . was voted that i t is the sense of the board that such/a provision 
is undesirable, and that the President of the University be authorized 
to secure a modification in the act if possible. 

Attention was called also to the fact that a general civil service act 
has been approved by the committee in the House of Eepresentatives,. 
and is now before the house on the third reading* and that the only 
change made in the sweeping phraseology of the law, in accordance with 
the request of the Board of Trustees, is one which exempts students-
earning their way through college from the necessity of passing the 
State civil service examinations.

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BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS. 

The following • report of the Committee on Buildings and Grounds 
was presented by President Abbott and received for record: 

The Committee on Buildings and Grounds met in the Trustees' room in 
the Natural History building at the University on April 22, 1911. Present: 
Mr. Abbott, Mrs. Busey, Mrs. Evans, Mr. Hatch. President James and 
Prof. J. M. White, supervising architect, were also present. 

Under date of March 14, 1911, the trustees appropriated $40,000.00 for 
the finishing, furnishing and equipping of Lincoln hall, the money to be 
expended by the supervising architect with the approval of the Committee 
on Buildings and Grounds. 
The committee authorized the awarding of the contract for the 

elevator to the Warner Elevator Manufacturing Company for 
the sum of... $ 2,800 00 

And authorized the finishing of the basement, including a concrete 
floor and partitions around the elevator machinery room, switch­
board room, and the transformer room, at an estimated cost of.. 1,700 00 

And the laying of a finished concrete floor over the entire attic at 
an estimated cost of . 1,500 00 

The plans for the heat, light and power connections to the build­
ings were approved and authorized at an estimated cost of 5,700 00 

For the purchase of furnishings, orders for which should be placed 
immediately, including the book stacks, tables, desks, etc., an 
expenditure of 20 000 00 

Was authorized, the contracts under this appropriation to be approved by 
the chairman of the committee. 

President James presented for discussion the question of the advisability 
of making some change in the modeled panels in tne spandrels between the 
second and third story windows on the east front oji Lincoln hall, the work 
on these panels having been ordered stopped by the supervising architect. 
It was decided to proceed with these panels in accordance with the contract, 
but with the instructions that the contractor confer with Dean Greene and 
the supervising architect with regard to the subjects of the panels. . 
At the same meeting of the Board of Trustees, referred to above, 

$4,000.00 was appropriated for water -main extensions, subject 
to the approval of the Buildings and Grounds Committee. The 
supervising architect presented a plan involving An ultimate 
expenditure of $7,000.00, and the portion of it to be accomplished 
with the ' $4,000 00 

was approved. 
Of the items on page 103 of the board minutes of March 20, 1911, 

which were referred to the committee with power to act, items 
5, 9 and 12 were cut out; item 21 reduced from $2,000.00 to ' 
$1,000.00, and item 22 increased to $1,500.00. As thus changed, 
all of the items up to and including item 22 were approved, at 
a total expenditure of 7,456 00 
Items 23, 24 and 25 were reserved for further consideration. 
The general repairs referred to the Buildings and Grounds Committee 

at the. same meeting, and printed on page 103 of the board minutes, were 
all approved and ordered made. 

The supervising architect reported that English Brothers had completed 
their contract on the boiler house and Ceramics building, and recom­
mended that the final payment be made them on the basis of their contract, 
plus $323.85 in extras, which represents the excess of the value of the

COLLEGE OF M E D I C I N E — L O C A T I O N AND LEASE. 

After a full discussion of the question as to whether it is desirable to 
continue the location of the College of Medicine in Chicago or to re­
move it to Urbana, and a full discussion also of the question as jto 
whether or not i t is desirable to divide the work of the College of Medi­
cine, put t ing that of the first two years at Urbana, and leaving the 
clinical years in Chicago, the following action was taken: 

WHEREAS, The present General Assembly has voted the sum of sixty 
thousand dollars ($60,000.00) per annum for the equipment, support, and ex­
tension of the College of Medicine of the University of Illinois; therefore 
be it 

Resolved (provided that the Governor of the State approves the said ap­
propriation bill and that the sum becomes available to the Trustees for the 
use of the said College of Medicine): 

(1) That the location of the College of Medicine of the University of 
Illinois should be continued for the present in the city of Chicago. 

(2) That the Executive Committee be asked to negotiate a lease for suit­
able premises for the said college, said lease to be submitted to the Board of 
Trustees for its approval. 

AUTHORITY TO CONFER DEGREES. 

I t was voted that the president of the University be authorized to 
confer degrees at the commencements to be held in June, 1911, upon 
those recommended for graduation by the faculties of the several col­
leges and schools of the University. 
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APPOINTMENT OE DR. E'. E. HAYHURST. 

President James stated that he had appointed Dr. E. E. Hayhurst 
teacher in the department of nervous anatomy in the College of Medi­
cine for the second semester of 1910-1911, at a salary of two hundred 
fifty dollars ($250.00), subject to the.approval of the board. I t was 
voted that this appointment be approved, and that the appropriation in­
volved be made. 

ADJUSTMENT OE COMPTROLLER'S SALARY. 

President James called attention to the fact that it has been cus­
tomary to charge four hundred dollars of the comptrollers salary to the 
College of .Medicine, but that by some oversight this item was not pro­
vided for in the budget of the College of Medicine for the year 1910-
1911. I t was voted that the said sum of four hundred dollars ($400.00) 
of the comptroller's salary be charged to the budget of the College of 
Medicine.

At the request of the comptroller, presented by President James, 
an additional appropriation of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) was 
made for incidentals in the College of Medicine. 

FINISHING LINCOLN HALL. 

President James called attention to the great importance of com­
pleting the top story of Lincoln Hall, if at all possible, in accordance 
with the plans originally adopted, and to the fact that funds were un­
available for this purpose because the Board of Trustees had directed 
that there should be charged against the appropriation for the erection 
of Lincoln Hall certain sums which might with equal propriety be 
charged to other funds^ such as those available for the extension of the 
heating and lighting plant, for power, water, and telephone connec­
tions, and for walks and fire protection. 

I t was voted that sums of money thus far assigned from the Lincoln 
Hall fund for the extension of the heating and lighting plant, for 
power, water and telephone connections, and for walks and fire protec­
tion, to an amount approximating eight thousand dollars v ($8,000.00), 
be reassigned to the Lincoln Hall fund; and, further, that the super­
vising architect be directed to proceed with the completion of the top 
story of Lincoln Hall as nearly as may be in accordance with the original 
plans and specifications. 

OPTION ON SOUTHEAST CORNER OE BACK FARM. 

President James called attention to the fact that the appropriation 
bills passed by the General Assembly, and now before' the Governor for 
his approval, contain an item for twenty thousand dollars ($20,000.00)

Auditor of Public Accounts such requisitions as the law requires in order 
that he may issue to the treasurer 'of the University his warrants upon the 
State Treasurer for the sums of money appropriated by the Legislature to 
the University of Illinois, or to any of its departments. 

i . AUTHORITY TO RECEIVE MONEYS. 

Resolved, That the treasurer of the Board of Trustees of the University of 
Illinois is hereby authorized to receive and receipt for all moneys, and to 
endorse all orders, drafts, and checks due and payable to the said Board of 
Trustees, or to the said University of Illinois, and especially all drafts drawn 
by the Treasurer of the United States, payable to the said Board of Trustees, 
or to the said University of Illinois, on account of the Agricultural Experi­
ment Station of the said University.

Law from May 1, 1911, to August 1, 1911, at a salary of thirty dollars ($30.00) 
a month. (May 30, 1911.) 

CASE OF ORIN K. WAKEFIELD. 

The following report of Dean O. A. Harker, counsel for the Uni­
versity^ on the case of Orin E. Wakefield vs. The Board of Trustees of 
the University of Illinois was received for record:

IN RE CASE OF ORIN R. WAKEFIELD 

vs. 
THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE UNIVERSITY OF ILLINOIS. 

To President James and the Board of Trustees: 
As counsel for the University I respectfully submit my report upon the 

above styled cause: 
To the September term, 1910, of the Superior Court of Cook" County, 

Orin R. Wakefield, a student in the College of Medicine to whom a degree

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had been refused, filed a peti t ion for a wr i t of mandamus to compel the con­
ferr ing upon him of the degree of Doctor of Medicine. The sui t was com­
menced against the College of Physicians and Surgeons, and service was had 
upon Dr. Quine as i ts dean. After E>r. Quine had pleaded to the wr i t t ha t 
he was "not the dean of the College of Physicians and Surgeons, but dean of 
the College of Medicine of the Universi ty of Illinois, Wakefield filed an 
amended petit ion in which he made the Board of Trustees of the Universi ty 
of Illinois par ty defendant, and under t ha t style the l i t igation was conducted 
unt i l its final determinat ion. 

The petition, was based upon a four years ' at tendance, the payment of all 
required fees, the s tudy of all required courses and a large number of 
electives, and the successful completion of one thousand hours of work above 
tha t required for graduat ion. 

To the peti t ion I answered for the t rus tees tha t a degree is conferred upon 
a s tudent of the Universi ty of Il l inois only upon recommendation of the 
faculty of the college in which the s tudent is registered, and tha t the med­
ical faculty had declined to recommend Wakefield for a degree because of 
poor scholarship. The answer justified the action of the medical faculty; 
first, because of Wakefield's poor work as a s tudent generally, and, second, 
because he had on final examination failed to pass in a required course of 
the senior year, denominated medicine. To meet the contention of the 
petit ioner tha t he had pas.sed final examinations in a thousand hours more 
work than tha t actually required for graduation, and was, therefore, (entitled 
to his degree, the answer recited Rule '41 adopted for the guidance of under­
graduate s tudents which reads : "A student having grades below 75 in sub­
jects aggregat ing twenty-five per cent of h i s ent i re work shall not be gradu­
ated," and charged tha t the peti t ioner came wi thin the inhibit ion contained 
inv the rule. The peti t ioner renlipd to the mat te r set up by us in justification 
t ha t his failure to pass in medicine did not bar his r igh t to a degree for the 
reason tha t the medical faculty had adopted a rule which allowed a s tudent 
to graduate who had failed in not more than two courses, and, t ha t he should 
not be barred because of poor examinat ion grades, for the reason tha t his 
grades were withheld from him dur ing the four years of his a t tendance and 
tha t the only notification t ha t he had ever received with reference to them 
was tha t he had "passed." 

To the replication we demurred and contended tha t the rule of the medical 
faculty which allowed a s tudent to graduate who had not failed in more 
than two courses did not-divest the faculty of its discretion, but left it wi th 
the r ight to recommend or refuse to recommend for degree such a student, 
the thought being tha t the faculty might be wil l ing to so recommend as to a 
s tudent who had made exceptionally good grades in all but two minor 
courses and unwil l ing to so recommend as to a s tudent of poor grade who 
had failed in only one impor tant course. We also contended t h a t it was a 
mat ter of discretion whether grades be given out or withheld from students , 
a discretion with which courts should not . interfere. After a somewhat 
extended a rgument in which counsel for Wakefield not only insisted tha t the 
replication was sufficient but t ha t the mat te r s set up in our answer as justi­
fication were insufficient, the court, Judge McSurely presiding, sustained our 
demurrer, refused to carry it back to the answer, and in a lucid oral opinion 
upheld our lines of defense. 

A few days af terwards the peti t ioner, on leave granted, filed an amended 
replication in which he charged abuse of discretion on the pa r t of the 
medical faculty and incorrect and false r e tu rn by Dean Quine of the peti­
t ioner 's final examinat ion in medicine. We joined issue and the case came 
for t r ia l before Judge McDonald and a jury, April 19, 1911. 

At the conclusion of the pet i t ioner 's evidence, which consisted of his own 
testimony and the test imony of "several members of the medical faculty, I 
moved for an instruct ion direct ing the ju ry to find for the t rus tees . After 
argument , which was invited by Judge McDonald, i t was held by h im t h a t 
large discretion was vested in the Universi ty author i t ies in conducting i ts 
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various departments and in the matter of conferring degrees, that courts 
should not interfere with that discretion except in case of its abuse, that under 
the pleadings the petitioner assumed the burden of showing that Dean Quine 
and the medical faculty in refusing to recommend him for the degree of 
Doctor of Medicine had abused this discretion, that the petitioner had not 
shown such abuse on the part either of Dean Quine or his faculty, and that 
it became his duty to direct the jury to return a verdict for the Board of 
Trustees. A verdict was so returned. The petitioner moved for a new trial, 
which, two weeks later, was denied. The court then entered a final order, 
dismissing the petition for mandamus and rendering judgment against 
"Wakefield for costs. 

The case was an interesting one and in some respects entirely new. So 
far as I am advised it was the first attempt through judicial procedure 
to coerce the governing board of a State educational institution to confer a 
degree. The questions decided are highly important, not only to the Uni­
versity of Illinois, but to all other institutions of higher learning in the 
land. Through the opinion of Judge McSurely delivered upon the demurrer 
to the original replication, Rule 41, for the guidance of students, is upheld; 
and it is decided that a University faculty with the approval of the Board of 
Trustees, may promulgate and enforce a rule which will prevent the gradu­
ation of a student who had made the required number of credits, but whose 
average of credit grades brings him below a certain per cent. Through his 
opinion it .is decided that the grades of a student on final examinations may 
be legally withheld from him and that a faculty does not divest itself of the 
discretion to decline to recommend for a degree a student who has failed in a 
required course by a published resolution to the effect that a student failing 
in not more than two courses may be graduated. 

Through the opinion of Judge McDonald, rendered upon the motion for 
a peremptory instruction for a verdict in favor of the defendant, our con­
tention that tne faculties of the various departments of the University, hav­
ing the right to recommend to the trustees students deemed worthy of 
degrees, are necessarily clothed with large discretion in determining who shall 
receive these honors, is upheld, and it is decided that the discretion vested 
in the faculties will not be controlled by mandamus except in case of gross 
abuse. ' 

The. two decisions are in perfect harmony and must be looked upon as 
important in educational as well as in legal circles, because of the application 
of the rule, established early in the development of the remedy by man­
damus, that in matters requiring the exercise of official discretion the courts 
will only compel the official to act and not undertake to control his judg­
ment. The holding recognizes that the habits of thought, study, and life 
of those engaged in educational work fit them in a peculiar degree for the 
exercise of sound judgment on all matters relating to academic and pro­
fessional degrees. . '

APPROPRIATIONS. 

President James submitted for record certified copies of the bills" 
passed by the Forty-seventh General Assembly making appropriations 
for the "University of Illinois, amounting to three million, four hundred 
eighty-nine thousand, three hundred dollars, ($3,489,300.00) ; and also 
a certified copy of the bill providing for a mill tax for the support of 
the University beginning with the year 1912. The President also called 
attention to the fact that there is an item of thir ty thousand dollars 
($30,000.00) for the support of the School of Ceramics in the general 
omnibus bill, making the total appropriations from the State treasury 
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for the University for the biennium 1911-1913 three million, five hun­
dred nineteen thousand, three hundred dollars ($3,519,300.00). Presi­
dent James presented also an estimate of the income from the funds 
derived from the federal government and from the fees of students, and 
of the balance in the treasury of the University on July 1, 1911, which 
will make a sum total, from all sources and for all purposes, for the 
biennium beginning July 1, 1911, of four millions of dollars.

TEXT OF BILLS. 

MAINTENANCE AND EXTENSION BILL. 

AN ACT making appropriations for the maintenance and extension of the 
various departments of the University of Illinois. 

SECTION 1. Be it enacted "by the People of the State ofJUinois, represented 
in the General Assembly:

Tha t i t shall be t he duty of the College of Agricul ture to give 
thorough and reliable instruct ion in the economic production of crops; the 
t rea tment vOf the different soils of the Sta te in such manner a s to secure 
largest r e tu rns from each and wi thout impair ing i ts fert i l i ty; t he principles 
of breeding and management of live stock, including animal diseases and a 
thorough knowledge of the var ious breeds and marke t classes; the economic 
and sani tary production of dairy goods, and the best method of meet ing 
existing marke t demands, and of extending and developing t rade in the 
agricul tural productions of t he State. Tha t it shall be the fur ther duty 
of said college to provide and main ta in such live stock specimens, labor­
atories, appara tus and other mater ia l equipment, together wi th teachers of 
such experience and skill as shall make such ins t ruct ion effective. Tha t to* 
carry out the provisions of th i s section there be, and hereby is, appropriated 
the sum of two hundred and seven thousand, nine hundred dollars ($207,-
900.00) annually, for the years 1911 and 1912. 

SEC. 4. Tha t it shall be the duty of the Agricul tural Exper iment Stat ion 
to conduct investigations calculated to develop the beef, pork, mutton, wool 
and horse producing interes ts o f - the State, and especially to devise and 
conduct feeding experiments intended to determine t he most successful com­
bination of stock foods, par t icular ly in Illinois g ra ins and forage crops;'ati& 
to discover the most economical and successful methods of main ta in ing ant-
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mals and fitting them for the market, to investigate live stock conditions, 
both at home and abroad, in so far as they affect market values, and to 
publish the results of such experiments and investigations. That to carry 
out the provisions of this section there be and hereby is appropriated the 
sum of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) annually for the years 1911 
and 1912: Provided, that the director of the Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion, in planning and conducting the work undertaken and outlined«in this 
section, shall be assisted by an advisory committee of five, to be appointed 
by the Illinois Live Stock Breeders' Association.' 

That it shall be the duty of the Agricultural Experiment Station 
to conduct experiments-in several sections of the State, in order to discover 
the best methods of producing corn, wheat, oats, clover and other farm 
crops on the different soils and under the various climatic conditions of 
the State, and for the purpose of improving the varieties grown for special 
purposes; and that to carry out the provisions of this section there be, and 
hereby is, appropriated the sum of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000.00) 
annually for the years 1911 and 1912: . Provided, that the director of the 
Agricultural Experiment Station, in planning and conducting the work 
undertaken and outlined in this sect'ion, shall be assisted by an advisory 
committee of five, to*be appointed as follows: Two by the Illinois Corn 
Growers' Association, one by the Illinois Seed Corn Breeders' Association 
and one by the Illinois Grain Dealers' Association and one by the Farmers' 
Grain Dealers Association. 

SEC. 6. That it shall be the duty of the Agricultural Experiment Station 
to make chemical and physical examination of the various soils of the State, 
in order to identify the several types and determine their character; to 
make and publish, an accurate survey with colored maps, in order to estab­
lish the location, extent and boundaries of each; to ascertain by direct 
experiment in laboratory and field what crops and treatment are best suited to 
each; whether the present methods are tending to best results and whether 
to the preservation or reduction of fertility, and what rotations and treat­
ment will be most effective in increasing and , retaining the productive 
capacity of Illinois lands; and that, to carry out the provisions of this sec­
tion, there be and hereby is, appropriated the sum of sixty-five thousand 
dollars ($65,000.00) annually for the years 1911 and 1912: Provided, that 
the director of the Agricultural Experiment Station, in planning and con­
ducting the work undertaken and outlined in this section, shall be assisted 
by an advisory committee of five, to be appointed by the Illinois Farmers' 
Institute. 

SEC. 7. That it shall be the duty of the Agricultural Experiment Station 
to discover and demonstrate the best methods of orchard treatment, the 
culture and marketing of fruits and vegetables, and the most effective reme­
dies for insect and fungous enemies to fruits and vegetables; to make a 
systematic study of plant breeding, and to develop by means of crossing and 
selection, new and improved varieties of fruits and vegetables, and that, to 
carry out the provisions of this section there be, and hereby is, appropriated 
the sum of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000.00) annually for the years 1911 
and 1912: Provided, that the director of the Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion, in planning and conducting the work undertaken and outlined in this 
section, shall be assisted by an advisory committee of five, to be appointed 
by the Illinois State Horticultural Society. 

SEC, 8. That it shall be the duty of the Agricultural Experiment Station 
to investigate the dairy conditions of the State; to discover and demonstrate 
improved methods of .producing and marketing wholesale milk and other 
dairy products, and to promote the dairy interests; of the State by such 
field assistance in the dairy sections upon farms and in the creameries and 
factories as shall tend to better methods and more uniform products; and 
that to carry out the provisions of this section there be, and hereby is, appro­
priated the sum of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000.00) annually for the 
years 1911 and 1912: Provided, that the* director of the Agricultural Experi-
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ment Station, in planning and conducting the work undertaken and outlined 
in this section, shall be assisted by an- advisory committee of five, to be 
appointed by the Illinois State Dairymen's Association. 

SEC. 9. That it shall be the duty of the Agricultural Experiment Station 
to discover and demonstrate the besjt methods of producing plants, cut 
flowers and vegetables under glass, and most effective remedies for disease 
and insect enemies of the same, to investigate and demonstrate the best 
varieties and methods of producing ornamental trees, shrubs and plants suit­
able for public and private grounds in. the various soils and climatic condi­
tion of the State, and to disseminate information concerning the same; and 
that to carry out the provisions of this section there be, and hereby is, 
appropriated the sum of eight thousand dollars ($8,000.00) annually for the 
years 1911 and 1912: Provided, that the director of the Agricultural Experi­
ment Station, in planning and conducting the work undertaken and outlined 
in this section, shall be assisted by an advisory committee of five, to be 
appointed by the Illinois State Florists' Association. 

SEC. 10. That it shall be- the duty of the College of Agriculture, through 
its Department of Household Science, to make such investigations and give 
such instructions and demonstrations as are calculated to advance the art 
of practical housekeeping in the State, with special reference to supply prac­
tical instructions to those desiring to take special courses in the science re­
lating to and in the art of practical housekeeping, and that to carry out the 
provisions of this Act there be, and hereby is, appropriated two thousand five 
hundred dollars ($2,500.00) per annum for the years 1911 and 1912. 

SEC. 11. That for the purpose of printing colored soil maps of counties 
surveyed and results of other investigations already made there be, and hereby 
is, appropriated the sum of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) annually 
for the years 1911 and 1912. 

SEC. 12. That the committees representing the several associations herein 
named shall meet at such times and places as may be designated by the dean 
of said college, or the director of the Agricultural Experiment Station, or 
upon request of a majority of the committee; that they shall serve without 
compensation, except for expenses,-to be paid out of the respective funds, 
and that said committees shall make to their respective associations, at their 
annual meetings, full reports of the work in progress under the provisions 
of this Act. 

SEC. 13. That there 'be and hereby is appropriated to the University of 
Illinois for the maintenance and extension of the Department of Mining 
Engineering, the sum of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000.00) per annum. 

SEC. Ida. That there be and hereby is appropriated to the University of 
Illinois for work of investigation in cooperation' with the State Geological 
Survey and the United States Bureau of Mines with a view to conserving the 

. lives of the mine workers and mineral resources of the State, the sum of five 
thousand dollars ($5,000.00) per annum. 

SEC. 14. The Auditor of Public Accounts is hereby authorized and di-
receted to draw his warrant on the treasurer for the sums hereby appro­
priated, payable out of any money in the treasury not otherwise appropriated 
upon the order of the Board of Trustees of said University, attested by its 
secretary and the corporate seal of the University. 

Provided, That no part of said sum shall be due and payable to $aid Uni­
versity until satisfactory vouchers in detail, approved by the Governor, shall

SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois, represented 
in the General Assembly: That the sum or sums of money which may have 
accrued or may hereafter (before the first day of July, 1913) accrue to the 
State of Illinois under the provisions of An Act of the Congress of the 
United States approved August 30, 1890, entitled, "An Act to apply a portion 
of the proceeds of public lands to the more perfect endowment and support 
of the colleges for the benefit of agriculture and the mechanic arts," estab­
lished under the provision of an Act of Congress, approved'July 2, 1862; and 
the money granted by an Act of Congress, approved March 4, 1907, entitled, 
"An Act making appropriations for the Department of Agriculture for the 
fiscal year ending June 30, 1908," are hereby appropriated to the University 
of Illinois, and whenever any portion of the said money shall be received 
by the State Treasurer it shall immediately be due and payable to the treas­
ury of said University. 

SEC. 2. The Auditor of Public Accounts is hereby authorized and di­
rected to draw his warrant on the Treasurer for the sums hereby appro­
priated, upon the order of the chairman of the Board of Trustees of said 
Univesity, countersigned by its secretary and with the corporate seal of said 
University. 

Approved June 7, 1911. 

MILL TAX BILL. 

AN ACT to provide by State tax for a-fund for the support and maintenance 
of the University of Illinois. 

SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois, represented 
in the General Assembly: That there shall be levied and collected for the 
year, 1912 and annually thereafter at the same time and in the same manner 
that state taxes are collected, a one mill tax for each dollar of the assessed

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valuation of the taxable property of this State to be paid into the treasury 
of the State and set apart as a fund for the use and maintenance of the 
University of Illinois. 

SEC. 2. Such fund when so collected, paid in and set apart, shall remain 
in the treasury of the State until appropriated to the use of the said Uni­
versity of Illinois by Act of the General Assembly in accordance with sec­
tion 18, article 4, of the Constitution of this State.

2. A letter from Dr. W. F. M. Goss, dean of the College of Engineering, 
transmitting the resignation of Mr. J. P. Brooks as associate professor of 
civil engineering, to take effect Sept. 1, 1911, with the recommendation that 
this resignation be accepted.

EXCHANGE OF LECTURES WITH JAPAN. 

3. A letter from President Nicholas Murray Butler of Columbia Uni­
versity, concerning the possibility of establishing an exchange of representa­
tive lecturers between the United States and Japan, as follows: 

Columbia University in the city of New York. 
PRESIDENT'S ROOM, May 22, 1911. 

President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois, Vrbana, III.: 
DEAR PRESIDENT JAMES—Mr. Hamilton Hqlt, Editor of the independent, 

has for.some time been carrying on correspondence with representatives of 
the government of Japan, ;n reference to the possibility of establishing an 
exchange of representative lecturers between the United States and Japan. 
The object of such exchange is to give to each people a better knowledge 
of the other, and to help build up a public opinion that will resist all at­
tempts to arouse unnecessary antagonism between Japan and the United 
States. 

The government of Japan has just now signified formally its hearty ap­
proval of this undertaking, and it proposes that the exchange shall be 
commenced in October of the present year, and continued statedly thereafter. 
The suggestion is that the first lecturer shall be sent from Japan to be in 
residence in the United States during the academic year 1911-12, and that for 
the following year (1912-13), a lecturer shall be sent from the United States 
to, Japan. It is contemplated, therefore, that in each alternate year Japan 
will have a representative in the United States, *and in the intervening year 
the United States will have a representative in Japan. 
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Mr. Holt has requested me to take charge of the undertaking, and to en­
deavor to perfect a plan by which it can be established and carried out. 

I beg, therefore, to offer for your consideration and approval the following: 
1. That six universities—Yale, Columbia, Johns Hopkins, Virginia, Illi­

nois, and Minnesota—shall cooperate in carrying forward this undertaking. 
2. That tl\e representatives of Japan shall be in residence for approxi­

mately four wTeeks at each of the Universities, named, and shall give such 
lectures, conduct such seminars and conferences, and do such other appropri­
ate work as may be arranged for in each case. It is suggested that while 
in residence at each of the six institutions successively, opportunity might 
be found for the Japanese lecturer to address chambers of commerce, boards 
of trade, scientific and literary societies, and other organizations in cities 
and towns of the vicinity. 

3. For the visiting Japanese lecturer the six institutions named would 
incur no pecuniary obligation apart from whatever attentions they might 
wish to show him individually. 

4. It is proposed that every second year the presidents of these six insti­
tutions, or representatives designated by such presidents, shall select the 
representatives to be sent from America to Japan, and that the sum of 
$3,000.00 shall be provided for him as an honorarium in lieu of expenses. 
The money cost, therefore, for each of the six institutions named would be 
$500.00 every second year. 

There appears to be no reason why the representative of the United States 
to be sent to Japan should* necessarily be an officer* of any one of the six 
cooperating universities, or indeed that he should be a university officer at 
all. It may at times be desirable to send as such representative a public 
man or a man of affairs. . * 

It is believed that such a plan as proposed above will work easily and 
without friction, and that by participating in it the several universities 
named can join in rendering a distinct service to the people of the United 
States and to thpse of Japan. 

Should the plan be put in operation I am perfectly rea'dy to have this 
office conduct the necessary correspondence and carry on the business nego­
tiations, if that would be agreeable to the heads of the other institutions 
concerned. 

I take pleasure in laying this plan before you, and should be glad to have 
an early expression of your feeling in regard to it.

P. S.—1. There is reason to believe that an endowment may be given for 
the support of the American lecturer in Japan. In that case the suggested 
contribution from each' of the cooperating universities would soon be un­
necessary. 

.2 . If this plan is approved, Japan is^ready to send to America in October 
Dr. Nitobe, who is reputed to be the leading educator of Japan and who 
speaks English fluently. 

I t was moved that the president of the University be authorized to 
enter into the arrangement suggested by President Butler, with the un­
derstanding that the arrangements may be terminated at any time by 
the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois. This motion was 
passed by the following vote: Ayes, Mr. Abbott, Mrs. Bahrenburg^ Mrs.

CERAMIC FURNACE AND K I L N LABORATORY—PLANS AND LOCATION. 

President James presented the following communications relating to 
the plans and location of the ceramic furnace and kiln laboratory, for 
which the Forty-seventh General Assembly made an appropriation of 
twenty-one thousand dollars: 

1.. A communication from "Mr. A. V. Bleininger, professor of Ceramics, 
making the following suggestions: 

Location—That the proposed kiln house be so located that its southwest 
corner shall be 58 feet 6 inches from the northwest corner of the Physics 
building and its west end 38 feet 3 inches from the east side of the pump­
ing station. According to the plans submitted, this would make the distance 
between the north side of the proposed kiln house and the Ceramics build­
ing 44 feet 3 inches, it being parallel to the latter but not exactly parallel 
with the Physics building. The distance between the physics shop and the 
proposed kiln house would be 21 feet 6 inches. 

General Construction—That the building be built of well burnt building 
bricks and be fire proof throughout. That the east end of the building have 
two stories, comprising the 31 foot offset. That the west end have walls 
sufficiently heavy to carry a second story to be built up later if necessary. 
That the kiln room proper consist of one story. That the floor be on a 
level with that of the laboratories of the Ceramics building. That the floors 
in the storage room (west end) and in the locker room, laboratory, and hall 
be of cement; that the kiln room have a temporary cinder floor. That the 
mean height of the kiln room be 20 feet. That there be no ceiling. That the 
roof consist. of steel roof trusses, coated with corrosion proof paint, and 
either slate or interlocking, roofing tiles. It is possible that especially low 
quotations may be obtained for roofing tiles. That the kiln room be pro­
vided with three 24-inch galvanized iron ventilators. 

Stack—That the stack be built according to the Custodis system of radial 
hollow bricks, and that its height be 60 feet. That it be provided with two 
flues, 15x30 inches each, up to the height of the roof. That these flues 
merge into one above this point. That horizontal flues leading to the stack 
be constructed as shown on the blue print. 

Storage Bins—That the bins be either sheet iron construction, or rein­
forced concrete 4 inches thick, or 4-inch .brick walls laid in cement. That 
the doors of the bins be sheet iron. That the outside bins next to the west 
wall be provided with outside doors about 18x18 inches near the top. That 
the bins be iy2 feet high inside. 

Recording Instrument Room—That this room have window walls and a 
cement floor. 

Benches—That the benches be provided with cupboards beneath. That the 
bench tops be reinforced concrete having a 1 inch top coat of 1:3 mixture 
rubbed smooth. That the doors of the cupboards be sheet iron. 

2. A statement from Dr. W. F. M. Goss, dean of the College o'f Engineer­
ing, enclosing a communication from Dr. A. P. Carman, professor of Physics, 
in regard to the proposed location of the ceramics furnace and kiln house: 
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URBANA, I I I . , June 17, 1911. 
President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois: 

DEAR SIR—I transmit herewith a letter from Dr. Carman, setting forth 
his objections to the location of the kiln house on the area between the 
Physics building and the boneyard. 9 

It seems to me that Dr. Carman's objections are well taken. 
I should be glad if the question at issue could be given a somewhat Wider 

interpretation. For example, the Department of Ceramics should be grouped 
with, the Department of Mining Engineering, and with this there will ulti­
mately be grouped a considerable amount of applied Work in chemistry. I 
have no doubt that when we get a Mining Engineering building it will pro­
vide for ceramics and for a considerable amount of chemistry. At the pres­
ent moment, the Department of Ceramics has some money which can be 
expended for buildings and equipment. The Department of f in ing Engineer­
ing has $25,000.00 for equipment, a portion of which could probably be ex­
pended for a building. I would propose that we combine at this time these 
two interests, so far as buildings are involved; that we determine upon a 
site which will ultimately be occupied by a Mining Engineering building, 
and that we erect from the combined funds such outlying or laboratory 
portions of the proposed Mining Engineering building as may be possible. 
If this general proposition can be agreed to, there ought to be no great dif­
ficulty in finding the necessary location.

3. Professor Carman's letter, referred to in the foregoing communication 
of Dean Goss: 

URBANA, I I I . , June 17, 1911. 
"President E. J. James, University of Illinois: 

DEAR SIR—You have asked me to write my opinion of the plan of using for 
a ceramics kiln-house the north end of. the lot which was bought by legis­
lative appropriation as a site for the Physics building, and most of which 
is now occupied by the part of the Physics building which has been com­
pleted. 

I do not believe that this space should be used for a ceramics building. 
My reasons are: 

1. It should be reserved for the extension of the Physics building as it 
has been planned. It cannot be stated definitely when that extension will 
be required, but it may be within the next five years, if the engineering 
college should increase and also if we should have an increase in the num­
ber of students taking physics from the courses in liberal arts. 

2. A building of the character of the kiln-house means fire, gases, and 
more or less smoke, and there will also be dust and dirt. With a strong 
north wind this last spring, the laboratories in the west wing of the Physics 
building were, during one week, filled with soot and cinders, seemingly from 
the present kiln-house. The danger of this would be very much increased 
by the larger structure now contemplated. 

3. The building proposed, I know, is said to be "temporary," but a $30,-
000.00 "temporary" building is likely to stay for twenty years. We must 
remember that the expenditure for this building will not end with the 
$30,000.00, but there will be considerable amounts spent annually in equip­
ment of the same, most of which cannot be removed. I, therefore, do not 
believe that the plea of its being a temporary condition ought to allow a 
structure of this kind to go up where nobody would consider it properly 
placed as a part of our permanent development. If this is really "tem­
porary" and "for six years," would it not be better to lease a site? 

I am forwarding this through Dean Goss that he may add such comment 
as he wishes.

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4. A second communication from Dean Goss, suggesting a new location: 
URBANA, I I I . , June 20, 1911. 

President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois: 
DEAR SIR—I have already transmitted to you, under date of June 17, the 

objection of Dr. Carman to having the proposed kiln-house of the ceramics 
department occupy the site immediately north of the Physics building. In 
transmitting Dr. Carman's objections I have added some views of my own 
upon the same subject. 

I now propose that the kiln-house in question be given a location east of 
Mathews avenue, where it will be a part of the group of new engineering 
buildings which are to be erected there. 

In proposing this new location, I have in mind that the Green street front 
of the square east of the Physics building will ultimately be occupied by a 
Mining Engineering building; that there will be grouped in this building 
not only the mining engineering interests, but the ceramics interests, and 
probably also the State Geological Survey and certain phases of geology. 
These interests will require certain outlying buildings, as laboratories, one 
of which it is proposed to establish at this time. 

This outlying laboratory building now to be established will be sufficient 
in extent to take care of the kiln interests of the ceramics department and 
to house certain equipment of the Department of Mining Engineering. By 
definitely locating the mining building at this time, it Will be possible to 
give permanency to everything which is to be installed during the next two 
years, with reference to both ceramics and mining. 

The grouping of the transportation interests on the north of the lot and 
of the mining interests on the south portion is not illogical. This solution 
leaves the future materials testing laboratory without a location, but as 
there is no immediate prospect of our being able to erect such a building 
there is no embarrassment in this fact. 
. A decision to locate the ceramics kiln-house east of Mathews avenue will 

avoid the necessity for temporary structures. This location will be a factor 
in the location of the Whole mining inerest, which, in view of the fact that 
we have $25,000.00 to spend for equipment, is one of some importance. It 
embarrasses no one, and it fits in well with a general scheme of develop­
ment. 

The location arrangement which I propose is approved by Professor Blein-
inger and is not objected to by the dean of the College of Science. The com­
bination of ceramics and mining on the location proposed is satisfactory to 
Professor Stoek of the Department of Mining Engineering, and the decision 
to allow mining engineering, to have the right of way when the time shall 
come to occupy the Green street front of the block which the College of 
Engineering is now entering upon is not objected to by Professor Talbot. 

All interested have been consulted and approve the general plan, condi­
tioned, of course, upon the ability of. the University to carry it out with a 
reasonable degree of promptness.

President James introduced Mr. W. D. Gates, of Chicago, and Mr. 
D. V. Purington, of Chicago, members of the Advisory Board for the 
courses in ceramics,.who urged that the location suggested by Professor 
Bleininger be accepted by the board, and that the work be pushed along 
as rapidly as possible. 

N E W ARMORY—LOCATION AND P L A N S . 

The president presented a communication from Major B. C. Morse, 
Professor of Military Science and Tactics, in regard to the new armory, 
for which the Forty-seventh General Assembly appropriated one hun­
dred thousand dollars: 
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Major Morse protested against the suggestion that this money be put into 
a building planned in part for the uses of another department; and also 
against the suggestion that this money be combined with that appropriated 
for another building, for the erection of a structure adapted to the uses of 
both the military and another department. He insisted that this' money 
should be expended on ah armory designed entirely with reference to the 
needs of the work in military science; not that this building might not be 
usable for other purposes, but that it should not be planned for or assigned 
to any other department. The suggestion that the armory should be com­
bined with a stock judging pavilion or with a building for the use of the 
Department of Athletics, he thought was most unwise; an attempt to make 
such a combination would result in a building not fit for either purpose. 

The president introduced Major Morse, who' briefly reaffirmed the 
position stated in his letter. 

Dr. C. G-. Hopkins, Professor of Agronomy, who was present, stated, 
in rej)ly to a question from President Abbott, that the plan of building 
a combined armory and stock judging pavilion had not been considered 
by the faculty of the College of Agriculture. 

Professor James M. White, supervising architect, presented the fol­
lowing recommendation in regard to the location of the new armory: 

The distance from the University property line adjoining Professor Morgan 
Brooks's lot to a line which is a continuation of the south horticultural fence 
is 883.2 feet. I recommend that the armory be located on the east side of 
Mathews avenue, facing west, with the main mass of the building about 100 
feet back from Mathews avenue, and with the center building 441.6 feet south 
of the University property line adjoining Professor Morgan Brooks's prop­
erty, ' 

Professor White was then heard at length upon the subject of the 
location, size and construction of the new armory% A general discussion 
of the plans of campus development, followed. 

The president read letters from Dr. Eugene Davenport, Dean of the 
College of Agriculture, protesting against any location of buildings 
which would interfere with the permanent experimental plots already 
established by the Agriculture Experiment Station, and urging that a 
policy he adopted looking toward the purchase of more land for addi­
tional buildings. 

President James requested that Professor Hopkins and Professor 
Blair of the College of Agriculture be heard on this subject. Professor 
Hopkins and Professor Blair explained in full the arguments for the 
position stated in Dean Davenport's letter. Further discussion fol­
lowed, in which Mr. W. Carbys Zimmerman, State Architect, who was 
present, participated. 

At this point Mr. Meeker withdrew. 

SCHOOL OF COMMERCE BUILDING—LOCATION AND P L A N S . 

The subject of the plan and location of the School of Commerce 
building, for which the Forty-seventy General Assembly appropriated 
one hundred and twenty-five thousand dollars, was then taken up* 

The president presented first the recommendation of the supervising 
architect, as follows: 
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I recommend tha t the School of Commerce bui lding be given a site nor th 
of the Woman's building and corresponding in position with reference to the 
campus axis to the Chemistry building. The Chemistry building is 203 feet 
eas t of the mer id ian passing through the center of the Audi tor ium, and has 
a" frontage of 232 feet. The facade of the School of Commerce bui lding should 
therefore be 203 feet west of the campus axis, wi th the facade about 232 
feet, which shall center on the facade of the Chemistry building. 

No west bui lding line has been established, but th i s location will leave 
a distance of 253 feet from the facade of the building to the Wright s t reet 
curb. 

P r e s i d e n t J a m e s p resen ted also t h e fo l lowing le t t e r f r o m D e a n K i n ­
k y , d i rec to r of t he courses in commerce , c o n t a i n i n g h is sugges t ions i n 
r e g a r d -to t h e p l a n a n d loca t ion of t h e b u i l d i n g : 

June 16, 1911. 
President E. J. James, University of Illinois: 

DEAR MR. PRESIDENT—I beg leave to submit a few suggestions concerning 
the location of the proposed Commerce building. 

1. This should be a separate and dis t inct building. The money was ap­
propriated to erect a bui lding for the School of Commerce, and not to finish 
some other building. If the new building could be erected as the finishing 
par t of some other building and a t the same t ime re ta in its separateness and 
have its own character , I should not see any serious objections, provided, 
as the commerce work expands and more room is needed, we should not be 
compelled to come in with a request for an entirely new building. Tha t is, 
the^ whole bui lding of which the Commerce building would, by th is plan, be 
a part , should in t ime be given over to us. I do not t h ink it would be 
proper or fair to make the School of Commerce building a subsidiary pa r t 
of another building, and. then ask the school to give up its building in t ime 
to these other interests and under take the stress and s t ra in of securing 
another one. 

2. The proposed building should in i ts style of archi tecture and its in­
ternal a r rangement indicate its purpose and the character of the work to 
which it is devoted, so far as this is not inconsistent with the general archi­
tectural principles tha t dominate our building and campus policy. 

3. The building.erected should be planned wi th a view to future enlarge­
ment . I know tha t there a re objections to what may be called par t s of 
buildings, such as we seem obliged to put up. That , however, is not our 
fault. If we do not get money enough to put up complete s t ructures accord­
ing to our plans, we are not justified, in my opinion, in t ak ing appropria­
t ions made for separate buildings and combining them to complete one build­
ing for the completion of which the Legislature has refused to appropriate. 
I th ink tha t some people might be inclined to ask whether such a policy was 
justifiable ei ther ethically or legally. 

4. I have a lively interest in and deep sympathy wi th the general plans 
for campus improvement and building submitted by our able supervising 
architect, and certainly should not want to urge the plans for th is building 
in a way tha t would interfere wi th h is ideas. Nevertheless, believing as I 
do t ha t the School of Commerce, as soon as it can get sufficient money, will 
increase many fold in i ts numbers and work, I am of the opinion tha t the 
building finally needed will be a larger s t ructure than Lincoln Hall. I t 
will, therefore, be an impor tant s t ruc ture and should be located accordingly. 

There are one or two minor considerations t ha t should not be overlooked. 
We give instruct ion to near ly th ree hundred engineering s tudents in the 
course of the year. If th is building is pu t too far from the engineering 
group, the s tudents cannot get to the i r classes in the ten-minute interval . 
If, again, the building is located too far from the l ibrary, great inconveni­
ence will be experienced, because these courses require large use of the 
l ibrary.

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ADDITION TO WOMAN'S BUILDING—LOCATION AND PLAN. 

Professor James M. White, supervising architect, then presented his 
views as to the location and plan of the addition to the Woman's build­
ing, for which the Forty-seventh General Assembly granted the sum of 
one hundred and twenty-five thousand dollars. 

Professor White explained that he would propose an addition im­
mediately to the east of the present building, uniting with it in such a 
way as to make a single building around a court. In this building it is 
hoped to find additional space for the department of domestic science, 
additional space for the department of physical culture for women, 
some additional music rooms for practice, similar to those in the top 
story of the south wing of the present building, and some rooms for 
the women's literary societies. The east front of the building would 
be on a line with the east front of Lincoln Hall. 
' I t was moved that the general suggestions of the supervising architect 
in regard to the addition to the Woman's building, including its loca­
tion, be approved by the board, and that the supervising architect be 
directed to prepare plans indicating in a general way what it is pro­
posed to do, to be submitted for the consideration and approval of the 
board.

PAVING SOUTH FOURTH STREET. 
1. A communication from Mr. Carl J. Hayes, city engineer of Champaign, 

asking the University to join in the request for the paving of South Fourth 
street in the city of Champaign, from the north line of Davidson street 
south to the corporation line, 1,260 linear feet; the width of the pavement 
to be twenty-seven feet between the back faces of the curbs; the surface of 
the pavement to be of paving brick, with the interstices filled with asphalt 
filler; the approximate cost to be $9,900.00; this estimate including the cost 
of concrete bases, combined concrete curb and gutter, turnouts, drainage, 
and appurtenances.

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APPOINTMENT TO PHARMACY ADVISORY BOARD. 

2. A communication from Mr. W. B. Day, secretary of the Illinois Phar­
maceutical Association, stating that at a recent meeting of the association, 
held in Rock Island, 'Illinois, on June 6, 7 and 8, five registered pharmacists 
of the State were recommended to the Board of Trustees of the University 
of Illinois with the request that the board select one to fill the vacancy in 
the Advisory Board for the School of Pharmacy, which will be caused by 
the expiration of the term of Mr. H. W. Giese, of Bloomington, which occurs 
this year.

except after a hearing before the Civil Service Commission. 
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It was voted to authorize the president of the University to give 
notice to all persons now in the employ of the University in regard to 
whose efficiency there is a doubt that their terms of employment will 
end June 30, 1911; and to authorize the president to make temporary 
appointments of the same persons or others to avoid the interruption of 
necessary University business.

p. m., to consider such matters as the committees of the board and the 
president of the University may submit, and such other business as may 
be duly submitted. 

The following members of the board were present: Mr. Abbott, Mrs. 
Evans, Mr. Grout, Mr. Hatch, Mr. Moore. President James was 
present. 

There being no quorum, the board adjourned.

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Meeting of the Executive Committee, July 8, 1911. 
A meeting of the Executive Committee of the Board,of Trustees of 

the University of Illinois was held in the trustees'- room at the Uni­
versity, following the adjournment of the special meeting of the board 
on the afternoon of July 8, 1911. 

All the members of the committee were present, namely, Mr. Abbott, 
Mr. Grout and Mr. Ha tch ; also Mrs. Evans and Mr. Moore, members of 
the board, and President James. 

President James presented the following matters for consideration: 

CHANGES IN ELECTRICAL LABORATORY. 

1. A request from Dr. W. F. M. Goss, dean of the College of Engineering, 
that authority be given to make certain changes in the building occupied 
by the electrical laboratory, as set forth in blue prints submitted, at a total 
cost which shall not exceed three thousand five hundred ($3,500.00) dollars, 
the estimate made by the supervising architect. 

On the recommendation of President James, authority was given for 
these changes as requested, and it was voted that the cost should be 
charged to the special legislative appropriation of $90,000,00 per annum 
given for the maintenance and extension of the Engineering College 
and Experiment Station. 

CASE OF EARL C. VOODRY VS. THE TRUSTEES. 

2. A letter from Judge O. A. Harker, University counsel, enclosing a copy 
of the opinion of the Supreme Court of Illinois in the case of Earl C. Voodry 
vs. The Trustees of the University of Illinois, with the recommendation that 
this opinion should.be received for record and be printed in the minutes of 
the board. 

This recommendation was approved. 
Earl C. Voodry, Plaintiff in Error, vs. Trustees of the University of Illinois 

et al, Defendants in Error. 
Mr. Justice Cooke delivered the opinion of the court: 
Plaintiff in error, Earl C. Voodry, filed his bill in the circuit court of 

McLean county to set aside the last will and testament of his mother, Anna 
J. Voodry, on the ground that she lacked testamentary capacity at the time 
she executed her will. The bill alleged the execution of the instrument, the 
death of Mrs. Voodry and the probate of the will. The answers of the 
defendants in error admitted all the allegations of the bill except those 
charging lack of testamentary capacity. An issue of fact was made up and 
two trials were had. On the first trial the jury disagreed, and on the second 
a verdict was returned finding the instrument to be the last will and testa­
ment of Anna J. Voodry, and a decree was entered accordingly.. 

The will in question was executed in Bloomington on Sept. 18, 1907. Mrs* 
Voodry owned some, real estate at Crown Point, Ind., and a little over 
$5,000.00 in personal property. She was a widow and plaintiff in error was 
her only child and only heir at law. By her will, after making various small 
bequests to relatives, she bequeathed the remainder of her household goods 
to plaintiff in error, and then devised the residue of her estate, real and 
personal, to Paul F. Beich, as trustee, to invest and manage the same and 
to pay the net income therefrom to plaintiff in error during his lifetime, and 
at his death the trust estate was devised to the trustees of the University of 
Illinois, to be held by them as a fund to be perpetually invested, the income

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<of which was to be used for the purpose of providing free scholarships for 
deserving young men who are unable to pay their own tuition at the Univer­
sity of Illinois. 

On the trial one of the witnesses to the will, who had also acted as the 
scrivener, testified to-its execution and to the soundness of mind of the testa­
trix at the time of the execution of the instrument. The will was admitted 
in evidence, and a number of witnesses testified, on behalf of proponents, to 
the mental soundness of the testatrix at the time of the execution of the 
instrument. The other witness to the will was not called by proponents but 
was called on the part of the contestant and testified to the execution of the 
will, and that in his opinion Mrs. Voodry, at the time she executed said 
instrument, was not of sound mind and memory. It is contended by plain­
tiff in error that by this evidence proponents did not make out such a prima 
facie case of the execution of the will and of the mental capacity of the 
testatrix as is required, and to support his position relies upon the fact that 
the certificate of the oath of the witnesses at the time of the first probate 
was not offered in evidence and but one of the attesting witnesses was called 
by proponents. 

It is always incumbent upon the proponents in suits to contest wills to 
make out a prima facie case, in the first instance, by proper proof of the 
execution of the will and of the mental capacity of the testator or testatrix. 
In this case the execution of the will was alleged in the bill and was admitted 
by the answer, leaving to be contested only the question whether the testatrix 
was of sound and disposing mind and memory. One of the attesting wit­
nesses testified to the execution of the instrument, and that, together with 
the allegations of the bill and the testimony of the other witnesses as to the 
mental capacity of the testatrix, was sufficient to establish the prima facie 
case required. But had the testimony of the other subscribing witness been 
necessary it was supplied by the contestant, who called him and by him 
proved the execution of the instrument. 

It is insisted that the court erred in permitting the proponents to prove, 
over the objection of the plaintiff in error, by witnesses called in chief, that 
the testatrix was of sound mind and memory two years and more before the 
execution of the instrument, those witnesses not having seen her since that 
time. It is true that it is only incumbent upon the proponents to show the 
mental soundness of the testatrix at the time of the execution of the will, 
but neither party is confined to that particular time in making his proof. 
It is proper to show the mental condition of a testator both before and 
after the execution of the purported will, in suits to contest wills, in order to 
determine his mental condition at the time the will was executed, and in 
this case it cannot be said'that proof of the mental condition of the testatrix 
two years before she executed the instrument in question was too remote 
in time. At the request of the plaintiff in error the court specifically in­
structed the jury that while evidence had been admitted bearing on the 
mental condition of Mrs. Voodry both before and after the execution of the 
instrument, the question to be determined was whether or not she was of 
sound mind and memory when she executed the purported will. 

It is argued strenuously that the verdict of the jury was against the weight 
of the evidence. Eleven witnesses testified on the part of the proponents as 
to the mental capacity of Mrs. Voodry and fifteen on the part of the con­
testant. The witnesses for the proponents all testified positively that they 
believed Mrs. Voodry was of sound mind and memory and capable of trans­
acting ordinary business. On the other hand, while the witnesses called on 
the part of the contestant all believed her to have been of unsound mind, a 
number of them, while testifying that she was not capable of transacting 
ordinary business, on cross-examination admitted that she was able to com­
prehend the nature and extent of her property, to know who her relatives 
were, and to transact such business as dealing with trades-people for such 
articles as she was in need of. It cannot be said, from an examination of 
this record, that the evidence clearly preponderates for one side or the other. 
The evidence is such that a court would not be justified in disturbing the

verdict of the jury had it been either for or against the contestant. In con­
tested will cases arising under our statute, the verdict of the jury is to have 
the same force and effect as is given to a verdict in a case at law under a 
like state of facts and when the verdict in such case is not manifestly against 
the weight of the evidence, the court is bound by it in the same manner 
and to the same extent as if it were a case at law. Calvert vs. Carpenter, 96 
111., 63; Moyer vs. Swygart, 125 Id., 262; Hill vs. Bahrns, 158 Id., 314; Smith 
vs. Henline, 174 Id., 184; Hurley vs. Caldwell, 244 Id., 448. 

Plaintiff in error contends that the court erred in permitting the witnesses 
for proponents and the witnesses for contestants, on cross-examination, to 
give their opinions as to Whether or not Mrs. Voodry had mind enough to 
know what property she had, or who her relatives were, during the time 
the witnesses were acquainted with her, and urges that by allowing the 
witnesses to so testify they were permitted to take the place of the jury and 
to determine the very issue which the jury were sworn to try. In this con­
tention they rely upon the case of Baker vs. Baker, 202 111., 595. The ques­
tions here asked are not to the same effect as those to which the court 
sustained objections in Baker vs. Baker, supra. In that case the witnesses 
were asked "whether or not the tes.tator, at the time of making the alleged 
will, had sufficient mind and memory to understand the will in question," 
"whether or not he was able to carry in his mind and memory the nature 
and extent of his property," and "whether or not he was able to understand­
i n g ^ execute the will." It needs no extended discussion to point out the 
difference between the opinions there sought to be elicited and the opinions 
here secured. It is from the testimony of witnesses who knew the testatrix 
personally and who gave their opinion, based upon their knowledge and 
observations,. that the testatrix was or was not of sound mind and memory, 
that she was or was not insane, or that she did or did not have mind enough 
to comprehend the scope and extent of her property or to realize who her 
relatives were and the claims they had upon her bounty, that the jury are 
able to determine whether or not she was of sufficient mentality to execute 
a last will and testament and to understand the business then in hand. The 
evidence complained of was properly admitted. 

It is complained that the court erred in instructing the jury that the will 
provided free scholarships for the benefit of deserving young men who were 
unable to pay their own tuition at the University, and that the University 
of Illinois is not a beneficiary under the will and gets none of the property. 
We have discovered nothing in the record that would call for the giving of 
these instructions, although it is claimed they were given because of 
certain statements made by counsel for the plaintiff in error in his opening 
statement to the jury. Be that as it may, we are of the opinion that no 
harm could have resulted from the giving of these instructions for the 
reason that they correctly state the provisions of the will, and the will itself 
was in evidence and was taken by the jury, together with the other exhibits, 
upon their retirement. 

Complaint is made of the giving of certain other instructions, but the 
points raised by counsel in that connection have already been discussed and 
it will not be necessary to notice them further. 

The verdict of the jury and the decree of the court being amply supported 
by the evidence, and there being no reversible error in the record, the decree 
of the circuit court is affirmed. 

Decree affirmed.

MUSEUMS IN LINCOLN HALL; CUSTODIANS. 

4. A recommendation from Dr. E. B. Greene, dean of the College of Lit­
erature and Arts, that the south wing of the fourth floor of Lincoln hall be 
set apart for a museum of classical art and archeology, and that Assistant 
Professor Arthur S. Pease, of the Department of Classics, be appointed cus­
todian of this museum, with an allowance of twoi hundred fifty dollars 
($250.00) in addition to his regular salary of twenty-two hundred fifty dol­
lars ($2,250.00); and a further recommendation that the north wing of the 
fourth floor of Lincoln hall be set apart for a museum of materials illustrat­
ing the history of European culture (Kultur H'istorisches Museum), and 
that Assistant Professor Neil C. Brooks, of the Department of German, be 
appointed curator of this collection, with an allowance of two hundred fifty 
dollars _($250.00) in addition to his regular salary to twenty-one hundred 
fifty ($2,150.00) dollars. 

I t was voted to approve these two recommendations. 

COLLEGE OF MEDICINE LEASE. 

5. A recommendation from the Executive Committee of the Board of 
Trustees, in regard to the renewal of the lease with the Corporation of the 
College of Physicians and Surgeons, of Chicago, submitted in accordance with 
the action taken by the board at its meeting on May 27, 1911 (see page 118), 
whereby the Executive Committee was asked to negotiate a lease for suitable 
premises for the College of Medicine to be submitted to the board for ap­
proval. The recommendation of the Executive Committee was that the board 
renew the lease with the Corporation of the College of Physicians and Sur­
geons of Chicago, for two years from Aug. 31, 1911, on essentially the same 
terms that are embodied in the lease which terminates on Aug. 31, 1911, with 
the following modification in addition to those already made. (See the 
minutes of the meeting of Feb. 28, 1911, pp. 79-81, namely:) 

In paragraph No. 3 of the lease (see the minutes of the meeting of Sept. 
20, 1910, p. 4) the following words (beginning with the second word of 
line seven and running through line eight and the first word of line nine) 
"to the end that said party of second part may assume the direction and 
control of the Schools "of the College of Physicians and Surgeons" shall be 
changed to read as follows—"to the end that said party of the second part 
may assume permanent and entire direction, control, and ownership of the 
Schools of the College of Physicians and Surgeons." 

And also the remaining words of the said paragraph No. 3, namely, "Which 
said party of the second part hereby agrees to do from the commencement 
of and during the said term of the said lease," shall be omitted. 

I t was voted that this recommendation be approved, and that the 
president and secretary of the board be authorized to sign a lease so 
modified on behalf of the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois. 

ORGANIZATION OP THE COLLEGE OP MEDICINE. 

6. The following recommendations in regard to the general organization 
of the College of Medicine. 
" That the school be divided into two colleges, Junior and Senior colleges, 

including respectively the freshman and sophomore years, and the junior 
and senior years of the present college, and corresponding roughly to what 
may be called the underlying scientific departments of tlie college on the 
one hand, and the clinical departments on the other. 

That Dr. W. E. Quine be appointed dean of the College of Medicine and 
senior dean of the senior college with authority as hitherto, under the 
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statutes of the board, subject to such limitation as may be made in the ap­
pointment of a junior dean, and with special authority over all matters re­
lating to the clinical years. 

That a junior dean be appointed, who, with the persons who give instruc­
tion in the freshman and sophomore years, shall constitute the faculty of 
junior college; this faculty to be responsible for the work of instruction and 
administration in the first two years of the college; and that the instructors 
of professorial rank shall constitute the executive faculty of the junior col­
lege, and shall have entire control of recommendations for the promotion 
of students from the freshman to the sophomore class, and from the sopho­
more to the junior class.* 

That the clinical faculty shall consist of the senior dean and the persons 
who give instruction in clinical work; and that the instructors of profes­
sorial rank shall constitute the executive faculty of the senior college, and 
shall be entrusted with full power in regard to the promotion of students 
from the junior to the senior year and the recommendation of students for 
graduation. 

That all matters of general interest to both the Junior and Senior colleges 
shall be discussed in a meeting of the general faculty consisting of the 
faculties of both colleges; and that all recommendations in such matters 
shall be made by the combined executive faculties of the Junior and Senior 
colleges under the chairmanship of the senior dean. 

That the following fundamental departments be organized in the junior 
college, covering the subjects indicated by the titles, namely, anatomy, physi­
ology and pathology; that the other subjects of the junior college shall be 
grouped for the present about these three subjects, in so far as is feasible 
or suitable; and that an experienced scholar and teacher shall be appointed 
as the head of each of these departments, who shall be responsible in a 
general way for the organization and administration of his respective de­
partment; these men, together with the junior dean and the other instructors 
in the college, to constitute the faculty of the junior college. 

That the president of the University be authorized to draw up a scheme 
of organization for the coming year which shall be considered adopted by 
the Board of Trustees when approved by the Executive Committee of the 
board. 

I t was voted to approve these recommendations. 

THE BUDGET. 

7. The budget of the University for the year 1911-1912. 
The budget was presented in full and discussed at some length, but 

no action in regard to it was taken at this point. See page 439. 

^APPROPRIATION OF BALANCES. 
8. A recommendation that the unexpended balances of the various de­

partments of the University be re-appropriated for the year 1911-1912 for 
the same purposes as those for which they were originally appropriated, sub­
ject to the approval of the president of the University. 

This recommendation was approved. • 

ENGINEERING LABORATORY FEES APPROPRIATED TO THE COLLEGE. 

9. A recommendation that the,proceeds of laboratory fees, commercial 
testing, and sales in the College of Engineering during the fiscal years 1911-
1912, to an amount not exceeding the sum of eleven thousand seven hundred 
fifty dollars ($11,750.00), be appropriated to the uses of said college. 

* The admission of students to the Colleg. of Medicine shall be in charge of the registrar of the Uni­
versity in exactly the same way in which the admission of students to other departments is in charge 
of this officer. 
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I t was voted to approve this recommendation. 

AUTHORITY TO ACCEPT RESIGNATIONS AND FILL VACANCIES. 

10. A recommendation that the president of the University be authorized 
to accept at his discretion such resignations in the instructional, scientific, 
and administrative staff as may be presented during the vacation, and that 
he be authorized to fill all vacancies in the staff of the University, within 
the budget adopted, which may occur during the vacation because of resig­
nation or declination. 

This recommendation was approved. 

DEDICATION OP LINCOLN HALL. 
11. A recommendation that the president of'the University be authorized 

to make suitable arrangements for the formal dedication^ of Lincoln Hall 
at some convenient date in the autumn, and that an appropriation of seven 
hundred fifty dollars ($750.00) be made for this purpose. 

This recommendation was approved. 

INCREASES IN SALARY. 
12. A recommendation that the salaries of Dr. David Kinley, dean of 

the Graduate School, Dr. Eugene Davenport, dean of the College of Agricul­
ture, and Dr. W. F. M. Goss, dean of the College of Engineering, be increased 
each by one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) per annum, beginning Sept. 1, 1911. 

I t was voted to approve this recommendation. 
13. A recommendation that the salary of Dr. T. J. Burrill, vice president 

of the University, be advanced from fifty-five hundred dollars ($5,500.00) 
to six thousand dollars ($6,000.00) for the coming year. 

I t was voted to approve this recommendation. 

APPOINTMENTS IN AGRONOMY. 

14. A recommendation that Mr. Leonard Hegnauer be appointed pro­
fessor of Crop Production in the College of Agriculture, and chief of Crop 
Production in the Agricultural Experiment Station, at a salary of three 
thousand dollars ($3,000.00) per annum, beginning Sept. 1, 1911, or as soon 
thereafter as he reports for service. 

This recommendation was approved. 
15. A recommendation that Mr. Marvin E. Jahr be appointed assistant 

in Farm Mechanics in the College of Agriculture for the year beginning 
Sept. 1, 1911, at a salary of one thousand dollars ($1,00,0.00) for the year. 

I t was voted to approve this recommendation. 

APPOINTMENT OF CARPENTER FOREMAN. 

16. A report of the appointment of Mr. T. J. Showers as carpenter fore­
man, at a salary of one hundred twenty-five dollars ($125.00) a month, be­
ginning June 1, 1911, until further notice; this appointment having been 
made by the president of the University subject to the approvalof the board. 

I t was voted to approve the action of the president in this matter. 

SECOND EDITION OF ALUMNI RECORD. 

17. A recommendation that the president of the University be authorized 
to prepare a second edition of the Alumni Record, and that a preliminary 
appropriation of five hundred dollars ($500.00) be made for this purpose. 

This recommendation was approved. ' ' . ' 
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PLANS FOR NEW ENGINEERING BUILDING. 

18. The following letter from Dr. W. F. M. Goss, dean of the College of 
Engineering: 

URBANA, I I I . , July 6, 1911. 

President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois: 
DEAR SIR—In the development of the plans for the new engineering build­

ing, I am assuming that the $200,000.00 available may be spent approxi­
mately as follows: 
Land not to exceed $ 40,000 00 
Main portion of building 100,000 00 
Laboratory portion of building 30,000 00 

•Equipment of laboratory 30,000 00 

$200,000 00 
It is proposed that the building shall be primarily a transportation build­

ing. The main portidn of the building will have three working floors. It 
will house all the activities of the Railway Engineering Department, and. 
for the time being it will accommodate other interests as follows: 

The whole of the upper floor will be given to general engineering drawing; 
it will provide offices and recitation and lecture rooms for the Department 
of Mining Engineering; and it will provide office and recitation and lecture 
rooms for the Department of Mechanical Engineering. 

Detailed plans under this outline will in due time be submitted. 
Respectfully yours, 

W. F. M. Goss. 
In the course of the discussion of plans for the new Engineering 

building which followed it was voted that the sum of eight hundred dol­
lars ($800.00) be appropriated for the purpose of reimbursing Mr. S. 
K. Hughes, agent^ for the money advanced by him in securing land to 
be occupied by the new Engineering building ($400.00), and for com­
missions upon the purchase of the property thus far secured ($400.00); 
this sum to be charged to the legislative appropriation for an engineer­
ing building and site. 

I t was voted, also, to authorize an expenditure not to exceed fifteen 
hundred dollars ($1,500.00), to be made from the $200,000.00 appro­
priation for the engineering building and site, for such expert assist­
ance as may be necessary in designing the equipment for the said build­
ing, such expenditure to be subject to the approval of the dean of the 
College of Engineering. 

AUTHORITY TO PURCHASE LAND. 

19. A recommendation that the comptroller of the University be relieved 
of the responsibility placed upon him by the Board of Trustees (see- page 
158) with reference to the further purchase of land as a site for the new 
Engineering building, by transferring the authority given him in this matter 
to the dean of the College of Engineering; and that the said dean be author­
ized to proceed in all matters affecting such purchases, and in all matters 
affecting the. sale of improvements on the land that may be acquired by such 
purchases, subject to the approval of the Executive Committee of the board. 

This recommendation was approved. 
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PAINTING AND REPAIRS. 

20. The following letter from Prof. J. M. "White, supervising architect: 
URBANA, I I I . , July 8, 1911. 

President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois: 
DEAR PRESIDENT JAMES—There are two State appropriations available for 

the maintenance and improvement of our buildings, including, the heating, 
lighting, plumbing, etc. The first of these appropriates $15,000.00 per annum 
for enlarging the general heating and lighting plant, and the other $25,000.00 
per annum for painting and repairs on buildings and improvements to 
grounds. 

Against the first item, for which I asked that an appropriation of $37,-
500.00 per annum be made, it was the intention to charge all improvements" 
in lighting and ventilating throughout the buildings, together with changes 
in heating by the addition of .temperature control, and also to provide for 
vacuum cleaning equipment and adequate campus lighting. In the hope that 
this ^appropriation may yet be enlarged to take care of these items, I am not 
asking that any appropriations be made from the second sum for these items. 

In view of the fact also that special appropriations have this year been 
made for the reconstruction of the Men's Gymnasium, the Law building, 
the Agronomy Greenhouses, and the Horticultural building, I am not recom­
mending that any of the special appropriations be assigned at this time for 
repairs upon the buildings mentioned; and in the case of the Woman's 
building, which we are now remodeling, I have not recommended any repairs 
which will be lost when the addition is made to the building. 

I recommend that appropriations be made from the State appropriation 
of $50,000.00 for painting and repairs on buildings and improvements to 
grounds as follows:

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I t was moved to approve the budget as submitted. 
As an amendment to thi$ motion, i t was moved tha t the salary of 

the president of the University, be made twelve thousand dollars ($12,-
000.00) a year, beginning S e p t - l , 1911. This amendment was passed. 

The motion to approve the budget was then passed as amended. 
The president of the University presented the following additional 

matters for consideration: 

LOCATION OF SCHOOL OP COMMERCE BUILDING. 

1. A recommendation of the Supervising Architect that the School of 
Commerce building, for which the Forty-seventh General Assembly appro­
priated $125,000.00, be approximately 232 feet in length, north and south, by 
187 feet, east and west, and be placed 203 feet west of the campus axis, and 
with the center of the facade on an axis with the Chemistry Laboratory, the 
west facade being thus located approximately 66 feet from the east curb of 
Wright street; and that the central portion of this building, 150 feet more 
or less in length, facing on Wright street, be erected at the present time 
with the appropriation mentioned above. 

This recommendation was approved. 

LOCATION OF ARMORY. 

2. A recommendation of the Supervising Architect that the new armory, 
for which the Forty-seventh General Assembly appropriated $100,000.00, be 
located east of Mathews avenue, between the Agricultural plots and the line 
of the south fence of the Horticultural grounds extended, with the west 
wall of the main mass of the building 100 feet east of Mathews avenue; and 
that the building shall be designed to provide a clear floor area of about 200 
by 400 feet, with the* necessary accessory rooms. 

Action upon this recommendation was deferred unti l a later meeting. 

ASSISTANT PROFESSOR OF ENTOMOLOGY. 

3. A recommendation that Dr. A. D. McGillivray be appointed assistant 
professor of Systematic Entomology, at a salary of twenty-five hundred dol­
lars ($2,500.00) a year, beginning Sept. 1, 1911. 

This recommendation was approved. 

PURCHASE OF FERGUSON PROPERTY. 

4. A recommendation from Professor S. W. Shattuck, comptroller, stat­
ing that an option has been secured at $1,800.00 upon the land owned by 
Mr. T. A. Ferguson, between Mathews avenue and Goodwin avenue, bounded 
on the south by Silver Creek, commonly known as the Boneyard, containing 
one hundred sixty-five (165) feet north and south by one hundred thirty-two 
(132) feet east and west, being one-half (y2) acre more or less. 

I t was voted that the proper officers of the board be authorized to 
purchase the said property for the sum of eighteen hundred dollars 
($1,800.00), and that an appropriation of this amount be made for this 
purpose, to be charged against the fund for the engineering building 
and ground. 
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REPAIRS IN COLLEGE OP MEDICINE. 

5. A recommendation that the Committee on Buildings and Grounds be 
authorized to make such repairs and reconstructions in the buildings of the 
College of Medicine as may be necessary to make these buildings suitable for 
the coming year at a cost not to exceed five thousand dollars ($5,000.00.) 

I t was voted to approve this recommendation. 

HORTICULTURAL AND AGRONOMY GREENHOUSES. 

6. A request from the Department of Horticulture- for authority to pro 
ceed with plans for the construction of additions to the greenhouse south of 
the Horticultural building on the Horticultural plat, for which the Forty-
seventh General Assembly made an appropriation of $30,000.00. 

7. A similar request from the Department of Agronomy for authority to 
proceed with the reconstruction of the Agronomy greenhouse, for which the 
Forty-seventh General Assembly made an appropriation of $9,000.00. 

I t was voted .that these two requests be referred to the Committee on 
Buildings and Grounds for consideration and report.

Meeting of the Executive Committee July 14, 1911. 
* A meeting of the Executive Committee of the Board of Trustees of 

the University of Illinois was held in the trustees' room, a t the Uni­
versity, in TJrbana, a t 1:30 p. m., on the afternoon of Friday, Ju ly 
14, 1911. 

All the members of the committee were present, namely: Mr. W, L. 
Abbott, Mr. A. P . Grout and Mr. F . L. Ha tch ; also Mrs. Evans and 
Mr. Hoit, members of the board, President James, and Professor J . 
M. White, supervising architect. 

SALE OF HOUSES ON ENGINEERING TRACT. 

President James presented the following letter from Dr. W. F . M. 
Goss, Dean of the College of Engineering: 

URBANA, I I I . , July 12, 1911. 
President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois: 

DEAR SIR—Referring to the authority given to me by the trustees with 
reference to a site for the Engineering building, I hereby make the following 
recommendations to the Executive Committee, with the request that the 
same be approved: 

1. That I be authorized to sell the buildings now owned by the University 
on the site to be occupied by the new Engineering building, under the fol­
lowing conditions: 

(a) That the supervising architect prepare a description of these build­
ings which can be used in an advertisement. 
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(b) That the sale be announced by advertisements, the first of which shall 
appear thirty days prior to the date of the sale. 

(c) That the advertisements call for sealed bids specifying the amount 
which the bidder will give for the building or buildings upon which he bids. 

(d) That all bids be accompanied by an agreement on the part of the 
bidder to remove from the University property, without cost to the Univer­
sity, the building or buildings which may be allotted to him under his bid, 
within a period of thirty days after the formal acceptance of the bid, every 
precaution to be taken in this connection to safeguard the University inter­
ests against damage. 

(e) That the advertisement provide that any or all bids may be rejected. 
2. That Mr. S. K. Hughes be asked to call into conference one real estate 

man of Champaign and one of Urbana, the three together to make a survey 
of all the improvements on the area which we are in process of securing, for 
the purpose of arriving at a fair estimate of the value of said improvements 
as apart from the land upon which they standi and to make a formal report 
of the facts as they find them. 

Under my direction our Blue Print Department has already made photo­
graphs df all of these buildings. I should expect that the results of the 
findings of this committee, together With the photographs of the buildings 
in question, would be embodied in a formal report to the president and 
trustees, the purpose of which would be to make of record a present-day 
estimate of the amounts we are paying for real estate, based, of course, upon 
the purchase price paid for the property involved.

I t was voted that Dean Goss be given the authority requested.in the 
foregoing letter, to sell, the buildings now owned by the University on 
the site to be occupied by the new Engineering building, in accordance 
with the plan of procedure proposed in the letter. 

P L A N S FOR N E W BUILDINGS. 

The supervising architect was heard on the subject of the plans for 
the new buildings {or which the Forty-seventh General Assembly made 
appropriations. 

I t was voted that the supervising architect be directed to proceed 
with the plans for the addition to the Women's building, these plans 
to be submitted for criticism to McKim, Mead and White. 

I t was voted also that the supervising architect be directed to pro­
ceed with the plans for the kiln house for the department of ceramics, 
for which the General Assembly made an appropriation of $21,000.00. 

KEPORT OF COMMITTEES ON BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS AND 
AGRICULTURE. 

I t was voted to approve in, full the recommendations contained in 
the following report of the joint meeting of the Committees on Build­
ings and Grounds and Agriculture held on July 14, 1911: 

URBANA, I I I . , July 14, 1911. 
To the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois:. 

Your Committees on Agriculture and on Buildings and Grounds held a 
joint meeting at the University on this date. Mr. Grout and Mr. Hoit of the 
Committee on Agriculture, Mr. Abbott and Mrs. Evans of the Committee on 
Buildings and Grounds, and Mr. Hatch, member of both committees, were 
present. 
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LOCATION OF GREENHOUSES. 

The supervising architect was heard oh the question of the location of 
the additions to the greenhouses of the Department of Horticulture, and; the 
additions to the Agronomy Greenhouse. 

In this connection President James submitted a letter, from Dr. T. J. 
Bur rill, vice president, in regard to the prospective needs, in the way of 
building space, of the College of Science within the next ten years. Dr. Burt 
rill considered it certain that within the time named the College of Science 
will need an addition to the Chemistry building as large as the present 
building and still another building equal in size to the present Natural 
History hall. 

It was voted to recommend to the board that the additions to the Horti­
cultural greenhouses be located as requested by the Department of Horti­
culture; the floricultural greenhouse in the form of a show range, consisting 
of a central palm house 60x80 feet, two bedding houses 40x40 feet, and two 
end houses 50x40 feet, to the east of the experimental nouses, facing on 
Wright street, beginning on the south side 12 feet from the south fence of the 
Horticultural grounds, and extending north to within 105 feet of the Horti­
cultural building; the vegetable and plant breeding house to form a new 
range directly west of the floricultural experiment houses; the range te con­
sist of a service building, a vegetable house, and two plant breeding houses; 
the service building to be on a line with the service building of the flori­
cultural range; the north wall of the yegetable and forcing houses to be on a 
line with the north walls of the north houses of the floricultural range; the 
east wall of the yegetable house to be 62 feet from the west walls of the 
present floricultural experiment house. 

It was voted that the joint committee recommend to the board that auth­
ority be given to locate and construct the addition to the agronomy green­
house in accordance with the plans submitted by the Department of Agron­
omy, in the space north of the Entomological building, surrounded by the old 
horticultural houses on the south, the iron-framed agronomy greenhouses 
on the west, the Entomological building on the south, and a group of ever­
green trees on the east; the addition to include all of the old horticultural 
greenhouses immediately south of the Agricultural building, and to include 
also, if the funds are sufficient, a further addition immediately south of the 
old horticultural greenhouses and connected therewith in the reconstruction. 

It was voted to recommend, also, that the Supervising Architect be in­
structed to secure designs and bids from horticultural builders for the pro­
posed floricultural, vegetable, and agronomy greenhouses. 

LOCATION OF CERAMICS BUILDING. 

It was voted that the committee recommend to the Board of Trustees that 
the new kiln house for the Department of Ceramics be located north of Silver 
creek, with the south wall approximately in line with the south ^wair of 
the present Ceramics building, and with the west wall at least 132 feet east 
of Mathews avenue.

Your Committee on Buildings and Grounds met today at the University, 
Mr. Abbott, Mrs. Evans, and Mr. Hatch, members of the committee, were 
present; also Mr. Grout and Mr. Hoit, members of the board, President 
James, and Professor J. M. White, supervising architect. 

CLOSING ENTRANCES TO CAMPUS. 

The committee voted to approve the following recommendation of the 
Council of Administration, which was referred to this committee, with 
power to act (see p. 67): 

That the John street and California avenue entrances to the campus be 
closed; that Burrill avenue be closed south of the Auditorium; and that a 
notice barring automobiles and motorcycles be posted at the entrance of 
Burrill avenue on the south side of Green street. 

REPAIRS IN COLLEGE OF MEDICINE. 

Under the authority given to this committee by the Executive Committee 
t)f the board at its meeting on July 8, 1911 (see page 459 above), this com­
mittee has authorized the supervising architect to proceed with the repairs 
and reconstruction of the building of the College of Medicine, as recom­
mended by him, subject to the approval of the president of the board. 

RECONSTRUCTION OF FARM MECHANICS BUILDING. 

Your committee has further instructed the supervising architect to pro­
ceed with the reconstruction of the Farm Mechanics building in accordance 
with the plans submitted, and within the appropriation of $8,000.00 given 
for this purpose by the Forty-seventh General Assembly and appropriated 
to the purpose by the board; this matter having been referred to this com­
mittee with power to act at the meeting of June 22, 19li (see page 166).

A meeting of.the Executive Committee of the Board of Trustees of 
the University of Illinois was held at the Blackstone hotel, in the city 
of Chicago, on Tuesday, July 25, 1911. There were present Mr. Abbott 
and Mr. Grout, members of the committee, Mrs. Bahrenburg, Mrs. 
Evans, and Mr. Hoit, members of the board, and President James. 

The president of the University presented the following matters for 
consideration: 
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LEAVE OF ABSENCE FOR PROFESSOR BAGLEY. 

1. A request from Professor W. C. Bagley, director of the School of Edu­
cation, for leave of absence wi thout pay from Sept. 1, 1911, to Feb. 1, 1912, 
in order t h a t he may be able to accept an invi tat ion to act upon a commission 
which is to investigate and report upon the efficiency of the school sys tem 
of the city of New York. 

I t was voted t h a t t h e p r e s i d e n t of t h e U n i v e r s i t y he a u t h o r i z e d t o 
g r a n t t h i s reques t , if su i tab le a r r a n g e m e n t s can be m a d e to care for 
P ro fes so r Bag ley ' s work i n t h e m e a n t i m e . 

APPOINTMENT OF PROFESSOR OF LAW. 

2. A recommendation t ha t the president of the Universi ty be authorized 
to appoint Mr. Chester G. Vernier, now professor of Law in th.e Universi ty 
of Indiana, a t Bloomington, Ind., to be professor of Law in the Universi ty 
of Illinois, a t a salar;Kof three thousand dollars ($3,000.00) per annum, and 
also secretary of the faculty of the College of Law, wi th an addit ional re­
munera t ion of five hundred dollars ($500.00) per annum, work and salary 
to begin Sept. 1, 1911.

LEAVE OF ABSENCE FOR DEAN GOODMAN. 

(c) A recommendation that Mr. F. M. Goodman, for twenty years pro­
fessor of Botany and Materia Medica and dean of the School of Pharmacy, 
be granted leave of absence for the academic year 1911-12, and that Prof. 
W. B. Day be appointed acting dean for the academic year 1911-12. 

The recommendation was approved. 

NOTICE OF AN INJUNCTION TO PREVENT THE UNIVERSITY FROM 
RECEIVING APPROPRIATIONS. 

12. A statement from Judge O. A. Harker, University counsel, that he 
had received a communication from Messrs. Ashcraft and Ashcraft, a legal 
firm in the city of Chicago, to the effect that certain clients of theirs intend 
to apply for an injunction to prevent the State Auditor and the State Treas­
urer from turning over to the treasurer of the University the funds appro­
priated to the support of the University- by the Forty-seventh General 
Assembly. 

The ground upon which this injunction is sought is that the provisions 
of the State Constitution relating to the passage of bills were not observed 
in the passage of these bills. The claim is made that while the Constitution 
prescribes that all bills with all amendments thereto shall be printed before 
they be put upon their final passage, as a matter of fact, amendments were 
made in the University bills in the Conference Committee, which, although 
reported to the respective houses, were not printed prior to the putting of the 
bills upon their passage. 

Judge O. A. Harker stated, further, that the clients of Messrs. Ashcraft ' 
and Ashcraft would be willing to withdraw their petition for such an injunc­
tion if the Board of Trustees of the University would pledge themselves not 
to use the money appropriated for the extension and maintenance of the 
Medical School during the coming biennium. 

This matter was discussed at length, but, pending the receipt of addi­
tional information, no action was taken. I t was, however, the unani­
mous opinion of those present that the Board of Trustees could not 
lawfully give any such pledge. I t was also the unanimous opinion of 
those present that even if the board could lawfully give such an assur­
ance i t ought not to do so, bu t should on the contrary proceed with the 
plans for the expenditure of this appropriation as if no such effort to 
hinder its expenditure had been made. 

COLLEGE OF MEDICINE LEASE. 

I t was voted that the officers of the board who were authorized at the 
meeting of July 8, 1911, to sign a lease of the property of the College 
of Physicians and Surgeons of Chicago for the period of two years from 
Sept. 1, 1911, should not sign this lease unti l further directed by the 
Executive Committee of the board.

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Meeting of the Executive Committee August 1, 1911. 
In pursuance of a call sent out by the president of the Board of 

Trustees of the University of Illinois, a meeting of the Executive Com­
mittee of the board was held at the Blackstone hotel in Chicago, on 
Tuesday, Aug. 1, 1911, beginning at 2 :30 p. m. There were present 
Mr. Abbott and Mr. Grout, members of the Executive Committee, Mrs. 
Evans, Mr. Hoit, Mr. Meeker and Mr. Moore, members of the board, 
and President James. 

INJUNCTION TO PREVENT PAYMENT OF LEGISLATIVE APPROPRIATIONS. 

The president of the University stated that the firm of Ashcraft and 
Ashcraft, of Chicago, in accordance with the statement previously sent 
to Dean 0. A. Harker, University Counsel, had sent' out a notice to the 
proper parties of their intention to apply for an injunction to prevent 
the payment of the appropriations made in sections two (2) and six 
(6) of House Bill No. 642 as it was passed by the Forty-seventh General 
Assembly, appropriating (section 2) $60,000.00 per 'annum for the 
support, extension and equipment of the College of Medicine, and (sec­
tion 6) $65,000.00 per annum for the support of the soil investigations 
conducted by the Department of Agronomy. Messrs. Ashcraft and 
Ashcraft had asked that the hearing be held before Judge James A. 
Creighton, of Springfield, on Monday morning, July 31. The Attorney 
General, however, had applied for a postponement of the hearing until 
Wednesday morning, August v 2. The outcome of the application for 
the injunction, which it was hoped at the time the notice for this meet­
ing was sent out would be definitely known by the time of the meeting, 
was still, therefore, a subject for future decision. The president stated 
further that the time had come when the board could no longer post­
pone the decision of the question whether they will proceed with plans 
for the expenditure of the medical funds. He called attention to the 
fact that the board at a previous meeting had authorized a reorganiza­
tion of the first two years of the College of Medicine, involving the em­
ployment of an adequate force to give proper instruction and make the 
school a, center of research as well as teaching in the field of public 
health. He stated that it would not be possible to get the proper men 
for the headship of these departments unless an offer could be made to 
them immediately. The president asked, therefore, what the pleasure 
of the board was as to this matter. 

In an informal discussion the chairman polled the members of the 
board present as to their views upon this subject^ Each one declared 
himself positively in favor of proceeding with the reorganization of the 
College of Medicine as if there had been no application for an injunc­
tion against the payment of this appropriation to the Board of Trustees. 

Mr. Grout moved that it is the sentiment of the members of the 
board present that the University should proceed with the reorganiza­
tion of the first two years of the College of Medicine as approved by the 
board at a previous meeting (see p. 434). This motion was seconded by 
Mr. Meeker. 
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In the course of the discussion of this motion Mr. Grout stated that 
he had had an interview the day before, on his way to the meeting, 
with Governor Deneen, and that the Governor had expressed himself 
very positively in favor of the general policy embodied in the motion. 
The Governor was quite confident that even if the judge granted an 
injunction, the General Assembly would cure the defect in the law by 
the passage of the appropriation of $60,000.00 per annum, and believed 
that it was very desirable to proceed immediately with the reorganiza­
tion of the College of Medicine assuming the availability of this fund. 

President James also stated that when notice .of this injunction had 
been served, he had called up Governor Deneen by telephone at Spring­
field from TJrbana and asked him what he thought the board ought to 
do, and that the Governor said that in his opinion the board should 
proceed exactly as if there had been no application for an injunction, 
and use its best wisdom in the application of the funds granted. 

Mr. Grout's motion was passed by a unanimous vote of the members 
present. 

APPOINTMENTS IN COLLEGE OE MEDICINE AUTHORIZED. 

President James then recommended that he be authorized to appoint 
Dr. Elias Potter Lyon, now professor of Physiology and dean of the 
Medical school in St. Louis University, St. Louis, Missouri, to be junior 
dean of the College of Medicine of the University of Illinois and senior 
professor of Physiology in the same, at a salary of five thousand dollars 
($5,000.00) per'annum, work and salary, to-begin Sept, 1> 1911. •• 

I t was voted unanimously that the president of the University be 
authorized to appoint Dr. E. P. Lyon to the position named on the 
terms stated. 

The president also recommended that he be authorized to appoint Dr. 
Albert Chauncey Eycleshymer, now professor of Anatomy in St. Louis 
University, St. Louis, Missouri, to be professor of Anatomy in the] Col­
lege of Medicine of the University of Illinois, at a salary of four thou­
sand dollars ($4,000.00) per annum, work and salary to begin Septl 
1, 1911. 

It was voted unanimously that the president of the University be 
authorized to appoint Dr. A. C. Eycleshymer to the position named on 
the terms stated. 

EEPORT ON CASE OE GORDON H. SOMERS. 

The president of the University presented a report from the Uni­
versity Committee on Accountancy concerning a charge of unprofes­
sional conduct brought against Gordon H. Somers, a certified public 
accountant of Chicago. 

This report was referred to a special committee consisting of Mr. 
Abbott, Mrs. Busey and Mr. Hatch. 
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E E N T A L TO COLLEGE OF P H Y S I C I A N S AND SURGEONS. 

I n the course of the discussion of the Medical school situation the 
question was raised as to the reasonableness of the rental which has 
thus far been paid to the College of Physicians and Surgeons for the 
use of their plant. The president of the University made the following 
statement in regard to this mat te r : 

The rental has been $19,500.00 per annum, of which the sum of $1,000.00-
per annum has been used in the purchase of a corresponding amount of 
insurance upon the buildings and equipment included in the lease. This 
makes a net rental of $18,500.00 to the College of Physicians and Surgeons. 

The sum agreed upon between the College of Physicians and Surgeons and 
the trustees of the University of Illinois for the purchase of the property 
in the spring of 1907 was $386,000.00. 

This valuation was approved\by the Legislature of Illinois, which passed 
a bill in the Forty-fifth General Assembly, by a unanimous vote in the 
Senate, and by a two-thirds majority in the House, authorizing the purchase 
of the said property at this price of $386,000.00. The Governor vetoed the 
bill at that time on the ground that it was necessary to cut down the appro­
priations made by the General Assembly, as they had appropriated larger 
sums than would be available under the existing tax rate. 

No one has ever successfully impugned the statement that this was a very 
reasonable valuation of the property at that time. The buildings have, of 
course, deteriorated to some extent in certain respects, but they have been 
kept in very good condition as a whole, and many improvements have been 
made upon them since that time. Possibly the land has increased somewhat 
in value. If, then, we should take the valuation agreed upon at that time 
as the present valuation, the sum paid the College of Physicians and Sur­
geons the last year as net rental would be less than 5 per cent of the same,, 
which is surely an extremely reasonable rate. 

If, however, we should reduce the estimate agreed upon at that time by 
$77,000.00, cutting the valuation of the plant to $309,000.00, the "University 
would still be paying a net rental of only 6 per cent of the valuation, and 
this is surely a reasonable rate. 

Under this estimate of $309,000.00, the High School building would be put 
in at $150,000.00, which is a little lower than the estimate which the State 
Architect made of its value at the time referred "to; the old building at 
$60,000.Q0, which is also somewhat lower; the lot of ground on which the-
old High School building was situated, at $32,000.00, which is a lower esti­
mate than made by any one of four independent arbitrators, and more than 
$10,000.00 lower than the value set upon it by the Chicago Real Estate Board; 
and the lot on which the old medical building was situated at $17,006.00,. 
which is $3,000.00 lower than the estimate made by three independent arbi­
trators. 

This would make a total of $259,000.00 as the value of the buildings and 
grounds. Adding to this sum $50,000.00 for the equipment, the value of 
which was estimated to be over $100,000.00 in 1907, and which is in better1 

condition today than it was then, we shall have the sum of $309,000.00,. 
6 per cent of which is $18,540.00. 

The low rate at which this valuation is made may be tested in another 
way. 

The present insurance* on the buildings and contents amounts to $252,-
000.00. If we take this as the real value of the buildings and contents— 
and surely it is far below the real value—and add $60,000.00 as the value of

the ground, which is $10,000.00 less than the valuation of the *Real Estate 
Board in 1907, and less than the average of three independent estimates, the 
total is $312,000.00, i. e., $3,000.00 more than the amount given above. It 
would appear, therefore, that there should be no difficulty in making it 
plain to everyone that the rental paid for this property is an extremely low 
one, and that the interests of the State are thoroughly safeguarded. 

I t was voted unanimously to be the opinion of those present that the 
Executive Committee should lease the plant of the College of Physicians 
and Surgeons for the use of the Medical School of the University, on 
the best terms possible, for a period of, not to exceed two years. 

AUTHORITY TO PURCHASE CONKLE LOTS. 

The president of the University announced that an offer would prob­
ably be made of the Conkle lots, situated in the tract east of Mathews 
av., south of the Illinois Traction System right of way, north of Silver 
creek (commonly known as the Boneyard stream), and west of Good­
win av., being two lots lying on the northwest corner of said tract with 
the buildings thereon, for the sum of $10,000.00, with an added pay­
ment of $500.00 to reimburse the owners of said premises for the ex­
penses of the improvement of Mathews av., and $50.00 for the legal 
expenses connected with the necessary proceedings in a friendly suit 
before the court in order to clear the title on account of the fact that 
one of the heirs is non compos mentis. 

It was voted that the president of the University be authorized to 
state that the University would purchase the property on the conditions 
named, if thereby expensive litigation in condemnation proceedings can 
be avoided. 

On motion of Mr. Grout, the Executive Committee approved the 
actions taken by the members of the board present at this meeting as 
reported in the foregoing pages, and accepted these actions as the ac­
tions of the Executive Committee. 

The committee adjourned. W. L. ABBOTT, 
Chairman. 

* In answer to a request of the College of Physicians and Surgeons in the spring of 1907, the valuation 
committee of the Chicago Real Estate Board, consisting of Messrs. Walter Mills, Ernest Wollensdorf, 
E. Orris Hart, Russel D. Hill,- and Rohert C. Butzow, set a value of $70,000, according to their letter of 
March 19, 1907, upon the ground occupied by the buildings of the College of Physicians and Surgeons. 

Messrs. Minard L. Beers and W. Carbys Zimmerman in a letter of November 6, 1906, to Mr. S. A. 
Bullard, chairman of the joint committee of the University of Illinois and the College of Physicians and 
Surgeons, stated that they had gone over the buildings very carefully and had arrived at a conclusion 
that the medical building (the High School building) was worth $152,000, and that the dental building 
was worth $61,000. 

In a letter of March 14, 1907, Mr. J. A. Wendell, real estate agent in the city of Chicago, stated that in 
his opinion the sum of $20,000 for the lot upon which the old medical building is situated, and $35,000 for 
the lot on which the new medical building, i. e., the High School building, is situated, would be a very 
conservative figure for the value of these lots. 

Under date of March 15,1907, Mr. L. Bartholomew, real estate agent in Chicago, stated that in his opin­
ion an estimate of $20,000 for the lot on which the old building was situated arid $36,330 for the lot on which 
the old High School building is situated, would be a low estimate. ' * ' 

In a valuation made by Dr. Ingalls, for the purpose of showing that the valuation agreed upon was too 
large, the price placed upon the lot on which the old medical building is situated was $16,700.00, and the 
price placed upon the lot on which the High School Building is situated was $32,312.50. Dr. Ingalls placed 
a valuation of $171,543.00 on the High School Building and addition, and a valuation of $80,879.24 on the old 
medical building, mating a total for the buildings and grounds of $301,434.74, Deducting $7,700.00 for 
the portion of the grounds included in Ingall's valuation and occupied by the West Side Hospital, there 
would be left a total valuation of $293,734.74. If to that be adde*d the value of the equipment and furnish­
ing, amounting to $100,00.00, the total would be $393,734.74, which is $7,734.00 in excess of the estimate 
finally agreed upon. 

A less desirable lot at the corner of Lincoln and Honore streets, only 77 feet wide, was sold in 1906 for 
$16,000.00, and 5 per cent interest for several years in cash. 

There is no doubt that if the university were to start out to buy land and erect a plant for its own 
purposes, as well adapted as the plant it now has, it would cost a much larger sum than the value here 
stated, though of course it would have the great advantage of being new and up to date in every respect. 
It is to be hoped that the legislature will enable the university to do this before very long. 
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Meeting of September 12, 1911. 

The regular quarterly meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Uni­
versity of Illinois was held in the trustees' room, at the University, in 
Urbana, at 1:00 p. m., on Tuesday, Sept. 12, 1911.

First—That at its coming meeting the Board of Trustees let the contract 
for the construction of the plant breeding and vegetable house as per plans 
and bids on hand. 

Second—That it authorize the supervising architect to proceed with the 
•construction of a service building for the same. 

Third—That the letting of the contract for the floricultural addition be 
referred to the Buildings and Grounds Committee with power. 

Fourth—That the sum of $30,000.00 appropriated by the General Assembly 
for glass construction be appropriated by the board for this purpose, and 
that an additional $20,000.00 from the general agricultural funds be ap­
propriated for the same purpose.

Meeting of the Executive Committee September 12, 1911. 
A meeting of the Executive Committee of the trustees of the Uni­

versity of Illinois was held in the trustees5 room at the University in 
Urbana, immediately following the adjourned session of the quarterly 
meeting on Sept. 12, 1911. 

There were present Messrs. Abbott, Grout and Hatch, the members 
of the committee, Mesdames Bahrenburg, Busey and Evans, members 
of the board, and President James. 

The president of the University presented the following matters for 
consideration: 

APPOINTMENT OP PROFESSOR HENRY. 

(1) A recommendation that Mr. R. h. Henry be appointed assistant pro­
fessor of Law for one year, beginning Sept. 1, 1911, at a salary of $2,500.00 
for the year. 

This recommendation was approved. 

PROFESSOR MILLER'S SALARY INCREASED. 

(2) A recommendation that the salary of Dr. George A. Miller, professor • 
of Mathematics, be made $3,000.00 per annum, beginning Sept. 1, 1911. 

This recommendation was approved. . 

BUDGET OF COLLEGE OF MEDICINE. 

(3) The budget of the College of Medicine for the year 1911-12. 
.This budget was referred to the Committee on the College of Medi­

cine, with power to act. 

RESEARCH IN PROBLEMS OF THE CANNING INDUSTRY. 

(4) The following statement and recommendation in regard to a proposi­
tion to undertake research into certain problems of the canning industry: 

Mr. J. W. McCall, of Gibson City, 111., president of the Illinois Canners' 
Association, wrote some time ago to Dr. T. J. Burrill, vice-president, asking 
whether the University would be willing to undertake an investigation inta 
certain practical scientific problems connected with the canning industry. 

Dr. Burrill wrote that the funds granted by the Legislature would not 
enable the University to undertake this investigation at the present time,, 
but that if the Canners' Association would furnish the necessary money to 
pay the salary of an expert chemist and bacteriologist it might be possible 
for the University to carry on some investigations which would be well 
worth while. 
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After consideration of the question I wrote the following communication* 
to Mr. McCall: 

UKBANA-CHAMPAIGN, I I I . , June 28, 1911. 
J. W. McCall, Esq., Gibson City, III.: 

MY DEAE SIB—In answer to your letter of June 10, which came while I 
was absent from the University and was referred to the vice-president, who 
had an interview with you in regard to the matter of your communication 
I beg to say that I think the University would be very glad to undertake the 
kind of an investigation which you suggest. I regret to say that, for the 
present biennium at any rate, there is little probability that the University 
could expend any money for this purpose. But if your Canners' Association 
would pay, say, the sum of $1,000.00 per year, for two or three years, as the 
case might be, I think the University would undertake to provide space and 
general supervision for such an investigation as you propose, using the 
money to hire a competent assistant in the Department of Bacteriology and 
Chemistry to do this work. If the association should care to consider this 
matter, I should be glad to take it up with the Department of Chemistry and 
Bacteriology.

In answer to that communication I received the following: 
GIBSON CITY, I I I . , Aug. 25, 1911. 

Mr. Edmund J. James, President University of Illinois, TJrbana, III.: 
DEAR SIR—At a meeting recently held in Chicago by the Illinois Canners' 

Association, your proposition, as outlined in your letter of June 28th, to 
undertake the special research work relative to canning corn and other 
vegetables, provided the association would guarantee the University $1,000.00 
per year for a term' of three years, was accepted, and I was authorized to 
elose. negotiations with you for the same. 

Am pleased to enclose herewith Chicago exchange for $1,000.00 in pay­
ment of the first year's installment, and will thank you to get this valuable 
work under way at your earliest convenience. I remain,

J. W. MCCALL, 

President Illinois Canners' Assn. 
This money is- therefore in the hands of the comptroller, awaiting auth­

ority from the board for the undertaking of this, investigation. I recom­
mend that the president of the University be authorized to appoint' a research 
assistant, for one year, at a salary of not to exceed $1,000.00, to undertake 
this work, and that an appropriation of the fund, thus contributed by the 
Illinois Canners' Association be made for this purpose. 

In accordance with this recommendation, it was voted to accept this 
offer of the Illinois Canners' Association, and to appropriate the sum of 
one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) already received for the purpose speci­
fied in the offer. 

SUMMARY OP MEDICAL SCHOOL SITUATION. 

(5) The following statement in regard to the status of the relations be­
tween the University and the College of Physicians and Surgeons, to be 
printed in the minutes: 

In accordance with the authority given me by the Executive Committee 
of the Board of Trustees on Aug. 1, 1911 (page 468), I wrote letters offering 
the position of Professor of Physiology and Junior Dean of the College of 
Medicine to Dr. Elias P. Lyon, now professor of Physiology and dean of the 
Medical College, St. Louis University, St. Louis, Mo., and offering the posi­
tion of professor of Anatomy in the College of Medicine of the University 
of Illinois to Dr. Albert Chauncey Eyclesheimer, now professor of anatomy 
in St. Louis University. 
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• After sending the letters, the unexpected action of Judge Creighton of 
Springfield, in which the medical appropriation and agronomy appropria­
tion made by the last Legislature were held up, pending the decision of the 
Supreme Court of the State upon the constitutionality of the law granting 
said appropriations (although he denied the application for the injunction), 
made it impracticable for the University to assume the financial obligations 
which the reorganization of the medical school at the present time would 
involve. ~ • 

I telegraphed, therefore, to both gentlemen, withdrawing the offer made, 
the telegrams reaching them, I understand, before the letters tendering the 
positions. At any rate, both men have acquiesced in the withdrawal of the 
offer as being the only proper thing under the circumstances. 

At the meeting of the Executive Committee, July 8, 1911, the president 
and secretary of the board were authorized (page 434) to sign a modified 
lease for the premises of the tCollege of Physicians and Surgeons for two 
years from Aug. 31, 1911. 

Owing to the result" of the injunction proceedings brought by the State 
Homeopathic Association to prevent the State Treasurer from paying over 
the medical funds appropriated by the last Legislature, it was voted at the 
meeting of the Executive Committee.held July 25, 1911 (page 466), that the 
officers of the board who were authorized on July 8, 1911, to sign the lease 
for the period of two years beginning Sept. 1, 1911, should not sign this 
lease until further directed by the Executive Committee of the board or by 
the board itself. 

At the meeting of the Executive Committee held Aug. 1, 1911, it was voted 
(page 470) to lease the plant of the College of Physicians and Sungeons 
for the use of the College of Medicine, on the best terms possible, for a period 
not to exceed two years. The lease has not been signed at present, and the 
matter is before the board for final action. 

I do not think that the Board of Trustees should make a lease for a 
longer term than one year from Sept. 1, 1911. If the Supreme Court does 
not grant the injunction asked for by the State Homeopathic Association, 
the board will be free to proceed with the reorganization of the College of 
Medicine. If the Supreme Court should grant the injunction, it seems likely 
that nothing but a special session of the Legislature can solve the tangle. 
In this case the State Homeopathic Medical Association will undoubtedly 
carry on an active campaign against the endorsement of the appropriation 
made by the last Legislature. 

If the appropriation should fail, J think the only course open to the board 
would be to close the Medical School in Chicago. 

I recommend that the president and secretary of the board be authorized 
to execute a lease for the plant of the College of Physicians and Surgeons 
for one year from Sept. 1, 1911, in accordance with the appended lease. 

The phraseology is changed slightly from the phraseology of the lease 
which expired on Aug. 31, 1911, in accordance with the action of the Execu-
tive Committee on July 8 (page 434). This change has to do rather with 
the form than with the essence of the lease. It will be remembered that 
the lease made September 1 a year ago (pages 3-5), was altered in Feb­
ruary, 1911 (pages 79-81), in order to cut out certain expressions which 
seemed to imply that the University had leased a school as well as a medical 
plant from the College of Physicians and Surgeons, and that it was to turn 
back the school in certain contingencies. The present change is intended 
to cut out one other expression which seemed to look in the same direction. 

As the foregoing statement was submitted but not read, no action 
was taken upon It . I n order to make clear the point involved, the fol­
lowing additional statement has been submitted by the president: 

On the 12th of August, 1910, an indenture was signed between the College 
of Physicians and Surgeons of the city of Chicago and the Board of Trus­
tees of the University of Illinois, by which the former leased to the latter 
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i ts medical plant in the city of Chicago for a period of one year from Sept. 
1, 1910, with the r ight to renew for two two-year periods upon the same 
terms. 

The intent ion of the par t ies was plain to the effect t h a t t h e Universi ty 
was leasing a medical plant for the use of i ts medical school, but there were 
cer tain expressions in the lease which might be interpreted to imply tha t 
after all the medical school did not really belong to the Universi ty of Illinois, 
but w a s ' itself, as a school, a .subject of contract between the Universi ty 
and the College of Physicians and Surgeons. (See minutes of the board for 
Sept. 20, 1910, pages 3-5.) 

In order to make it quite evident t ha t the medical school belongs to the 
Universi ty of Illinois and not to the College of Physicians and Surgeons, 
and tha t the Universi ty is free at any time, upon the expiration of the lease 
of the property, to locate the school in other quar ters , the lease was modi­
fied by joint' action of the par t ies in February, 1911. At th is t ime the fol­
lowing sentences and words were s t ruck out of the indenture as made on 
Aug. 12, 1910, namely, the closing sentence of paragraph 4, page 3, of said 
lease, which reads as follows: " I t is fur ther ag reed . tha t a t any t ime tha t 
th is lease is ended either by its expirat ion or forfeiture the par ty of the 
second par t will r e tu rn the schools to the par ty of the first par t ." Also by 
s t r ik ing out the words "and schools," in line 18 of page 4, paragraph 6 (see 
minu tes o fthe board for Feb. 28, 1911, pages 79 and 80.) 

I t appears tha t certain other expressions of the same sort should be 
changed in the lease if one is to be made. I t is proposed, therefore, tha t the 
new lease be changed in so far from the old lease tha t in paragraph 3, on 
page 4 of the minutes of the board for Sept. 20, 1910, in the seventh line, 
beginning with the second word, the phraseology shall be as follows: "To 
the end tha t said par ty of the second par t may assume the permanent and 
ent ire direction, control, and ownership of the schools of the College of 
Physicians and Surgeons." 

This would omit the following words in the next to the last line of the 
paragraph, viz: "which said par ty of the second par t hereby agrees to do 
from the commencement of and dur ing the said te rm of the said lease," 
and emphasize still more strongly the fact t ha t the medical school belongs 
to the Universi ty of Illinois and not to the College of Physicians and Sur­
geons, and tha t the giving up of the lease .will have no necessary connection 
wi th the action of the t rustees in regard to the medical school. The t rus­
tees may give up the lease and rent other property for the location of the 
school, or they may close the school in Chicago altogether, or they may 
remove it to Urbana-Champaign. I n a word the only relation of the Uni­
versi ty of Illinois to the College of Physicians and Surgeons in this whole 
mat ter , should be simply tha t of tenant" to landlord. 

DECORATION OF ENTRANCE OF LINCOLN HALL. 

(6) A recommendation tha t the sum of not to exceed one thousand dol­
lars ($1,000.00) be appropriated for the decoration of the entrance of Lin­
coln Hall.

He stated 
that the Executive Committee,, in accordance with the resolution passed 
on Aug. 1, 1911? (page 470) had consulted with representatives of the 
College of Physicians and Surgeons; tha t the latter were unwilling to 
make any important modifications in the lease and were unwilling to 
make a lease for a period longer than unti l the first day of July, 1912; 
but that a tentative lease had been agreed upon which would probably 
be signed within a short time. 

There being no quorum present, the board adjourned.

MATTERS PRESENTED BY T H E PRESIDENT OP T H E UNIVERSITY. 

President James presented the following matters for consideration: 
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REPLACING BARN ON SOUTH FARM. 

(1) A communication from Dean Eugene Davenport relating to the 
destruction of the large barn on the South Farm by lightning and proposing 
a plan for replacing it: 

UEBANA, I I I . , Sept. 22, 1911. 
President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois: 

MY DEAR MR. PRESIDENT—As you know and as has been reported, the 
large barn on the South farm was entirely destroyed by fire on Monday 
last. Besides the destruction of the building, the department has lost a 
large amount of feed andv practically all of its farm machinery. I t would 
doubtless be unwise to attempt to restore the building in its former plan 
even if funds were on hand for that purpose, which they are not, because 
of the fact that the barn was in no sense a modern structure. Quite inde­
pendently of all these considerations, ^however, the department is con­
fronted with the problem of caring for its animals. In this respect an 
emergency exists which must be met with the least delay possible and 
certainly "before winter. 

Because of this I have decided to recommend that the $5,000.00 provided 
for a clinic building be appropriated to the Animal Husbandry Department 
for the purpose of providing structures which will temporarily house its 
animals. I make this recommendation the more freely because it develops 
that this amount of money is entirely insufficient for the erection of a 
clinic building, which, from the nature of the case, must be on the Uni­
versity campus. It is therefore not available for its original. purpose. Of 
course, such buildings could not entirely replace the one that has been 
lost, nor could they permanently care for these interests, but the fund 
would erect structures which would meet the present emergency and be 
permanently useful; 

Because time is so important an element in this whole matter, I beg to 
request that the supervising architect be authorized to prepare the plans 
and proceed with the construction at the earliest possible moment.

2. A recommendation that the officers of the board be authorized to sign 
a lease for the premises now occupied by the School of Pharmacy, for a 
period of one year from May 1, 1912, at the present rental, namely, six 
thousand dollars ($6,000.00) for the year.

M Y DEAR PRESIDENT J A M E S — A t a meet ing of the Council of Adminis t ra t ion 

held Sept. 19, Dean Davenport called the at tent ion of the council to the 
lack of police service supplied by the local author i t ies to the vicinity of the 
University. 

After some discussion of the mat ter , i t was voted tha t in the opinion of 
the council there should be two deputy sheriffs for continuous police duty, 
day and night,, on and about the University campus. In the opinion of the 
council the present condition presents an emergency which seems to require 
tha t such provision be made a t once. 

Think ing t h a t you may wish to present th is mat te r to the t rustees , I am 
sending you th is note tha t you may have a t hand the recommendat ion of 
the council.

CO-OPERATIVE WORK IN MINING ENGINEERING. 

4. A communication from Dr. W. F . M. Goss, dean of the College of 
Engineering, re la t ing ' to the work of the Universi ty in mining engineering in 
cooperation wi th the United Sta tes Bureau of Mines and the Sta te Geological 
Survey. Dean Goss's let ter called a t tent ion to the fact t h a t the Forty-
Seventh General Assembly appropriated five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) 
for such cooperative work, and stated tha t several conferences have been 
held between the representa t ives of the var ious in teres ts involved in the pro­
posed plan of cooperation; t ha t as a resul t of these conferences an agreement 
has been entered into between the professor of Mining- Engineer ing of the 
University, the director of the State Geological Survey, and the act ing 
director of the Bureau of Mines (see copy of th is agreement pr inted as 
"Enclosure One" be low) ; and tha t there has been a subsequent agreement 
as to the purposes for which the Depar tment of Mining Engineer ing at the 
Universi ty of Illinois shall expend its appropriat ion under t h i s plan of coop­
eration (see copy of th is agreement also, pr inted as "Enclosure Two" be­
low). 

[Enclosure One.] 

Agreement between the directors of the State Geological Survey of Illinois, 
the head of the Department of Mining Engineering of the University of Illi­
nois, and the acting director of the United States Bureau of Mines. 

T H I S AGREEMENT, By and on behalf of the United Sta tes Bureau of Mines, 
by i t s duly authorized officers, of. the first part , and the Sta te Geological 
Survey of Il l inois and the Depar tment of Mining Engineer ing of the Uni­
versi ty of Illinois, of the second part , is entered into for the purpose of 
secur ing the joint efforts of mining engineers, geologists, and chemists in 
the employ of both said part ies in making invest igat ions of the method of 
mining, in relat ion to the safety of mines and the appliances best adapted 
to prevent accidents, the possible improvement of conditions under which

mining operations are carried on, the use of explosives and electricity in 
mining, the prevention of accidents, and all other inquiries and technologic 
investigations pertinent to the industry of mining coal. 

The investigations herefore described, shall be under the supervision of 
the director of the Bureau of Mines or his representative, the director of 
the Geological Survey of the State of Illinois, and the head of the Depart­
ment of Mining Engineering of the University of Illinois, who shall jointly 
determine the methods to be employed, but each party to the agreement 
shall direct the work of his agents in carrying on the investigation thus 
mutually agreed upon. 

The publication of the results of these investigations by any of the parties 
to this agreement shall recognize on the cover and title page the coopera­
tion of said contracting parties. 

During the progress of the work free access to all records shall be af­
forded to each party to this agreement for examination and criticism. 

When the work is completed, said parties of the second part shall be furn­
ished by the Bureau of Mines with manuscript copies of all records and 
reports, and, when the printing is completed, with file copies of said report; 
and in addition thereto the Bureau of Mines will distribute a reasonable 
number of copies of such printed reports to the citizens of the State of Illi­
nois; but not more than one copy of each printed report shall be given to 
any one person. 

Each party to this agreement shall submit, as of December 31st and June 
30th, to the other parties to this agreement, a statement of all expenditures 
made during the preceeding six months in carrying out the cooperative in­
vestigations. 

To provide the necessary funds to carry on the aforesaid investigations, 
the following amounts are mutually agreed upon: 

On behalf of the Bureau of Mines, the director of said bureau hereby 
agrees to furnish the services of the following employes: 
Competent mining engineers for eight months, at salaries at the 

rate of $3,300.00 per annum $2,200 00 
Expenses, same 470 00 
A competent and experienced geologist for six months, at a salary 

at the rate of $3,000.00 per annum 1,500 00 
Expenses, same 300 00 
A junior chemist for one year, at a salary of $900.00 per annum.. . 900 00 
A competent and experienced chemist for two months, at a salary at 

the rate of $3,300'.00 per annum 550 00 
Expenses, same , 50 00 
A foreman miner, for one year, at a salary of $1,380.00 per annum. 1,380 00 

.Total , $7,350 00 
The duty of the said mining engineer will be the study of coal mining 

waste, the use of explosives, and related matters, and to conduct tests and 
demonstrate hydraulic methods of bringing down coal in the State of Illinois; 
the duty of the geologist will be to study the origin and the occurrence of 
gas in coal.in said.State; the duty of the said chemists will be in relation to 
coal mine dust and gases. The said employes of the Bureau of Mines will 
have offices in the said State of Illinois as hereinafter provided. 

On behalf of the State of Illinois, the Geological Survey and the Depart­
ment of Mining Engineering of the University of Illinois of said State, by 
and through their duly authorized officers, will furnish, at the city of Urbana 
in the said State, a laboratory properly equipped for said work as above 
contemplated and specified, together with proper office room, furniture, and 
supplies, and will pay all other expenses incident to the combined work as 
above contemplated, excepting travel and subsistence expenses and the sal­
aries herein before specified; and the said parties of the second part in the 
State of Illinois further undertake and agree to provide for competent and 
skilled engineers, geologists, chemists, and other employes, to work in con-
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nection and in combination with t he said persons to be furnished by the 
Bureau of Mines, and the sa lar ies of such persons so furnished by the said 
pa r t i e s of the second pa r t in the State of Il l inois shall be paid by the said 
par t ies of said State, to-wit: Forty-five hundred dollars by the Geological 
Survey of the State of Illinois, and $5,000.00 by the Depar tment of Mining 
Eng inee r ing of the Universi ty of Illinois. 

This agreement shall be in force and effect from August, 1911, to June 
30, 1912.

The purpose of the meeting was to negotiate with the representatives of 
the College of Physicians and Surgeons Corporation a lease of that corpora­
tion's property for the use of the Medical Department of the University 
during the current academic year. 

From the discussion which took place it appeared that because of the 
uncertainty which existed in regard to the appropriation for the support of 
the College of Medicine it was desirable to modify the action taken by the 
Executive Committee at its meeting on July 8th and recorded on page. 434 
of the minutes of the board meeting, this modification to consist in making 
the lease terminate June 30, 1912, instead of Aug. 31, 1913, and to retain 
the wording of the original lease which is referred to in the secQnd and 
third paragraphs of the report of the Executive Committee meeting of July 
8th, which is recorded on page 434 of the minutes of the board meeting. It 
was also decided to pay to the College of Physicians and Surgeons Corpora-
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tion, in lieu of a specified sum for rent, whatever balance may be remaining 
in the Medical College fund after the expenses of the academic year shall 
have been paid. 

Action was taken by the committee in conformity with the above, and the 
Officers of the board were authorized to sign a lease so modified on behalf 
of the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois.

LEASE W I T H T H E COLLEGE OP PHYSICIAN'S AND SURGEONS. 

I n connection with the foregoing report of the Executive Committee, 
the new lease between the University and the College of Physicians and 
Surgeons was read in full and thoroughly discussed. I t was ordered 
that the lease be printed in the minutes : 
' THIS INDENTURE, Made this first day of September, A. D. 1911, between the 
College of Physicians and Surgeons of Chicago, a corporation organized and 
operating under the laws of the State of Illinois, party of the first part, and 
the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois, a corporation organized 
and operating under the laws of the State of Illinois, party of the second 
part, witnesseth: 

1. That the party of the first part, for and in consideration of the coven­
ants and agreements hereinafter mentioned to be kept and performed by 
the party of the second part, has demised and leased to the party of the 
second part all those premises lying and being in the city of Chicago, in 
the county of Cook, and State of Illinois, known and described as- follows, 
to-wit: 

Lots fifteen (15), sixteen (16), seventeen (17), and eighteen (18) in 
Balestier's subdivision of block twenty-three (23) in Ashland Second addi­
tion to Chicago, according to the plat entitled "Balestier's subdivision of 
blocks eleven (11), part of fourteen (14), eighteen (18), east half of nine­
teen (19) and twenty-two (22), and all of twenty-three (23) in Ashland's 
Second addition to Chicago," recorded in the recorder's office of Cook county, 
in the State of Illinois, in book 166 of maps, pages 70 and 71, and re-recorded 
in the same office in book 14 of plats, page 85. 

Also lots one (1) to seven (7) inclusive, in block twenty-three (23); also 
sub-lots one (1) to seven (7) inclusive of lots nineteen (19) to twenty-
five (25) inclusive, .in block twenty-three (23), and the vacated alley run­
ning north and south through said block twenty-three (23) in the Ashland 
Second addition to Chicago, in the west half of the northeast quarter of 
section eighteen (18), township thirty-nine (39) north, range fourteen (14) 
east of the third principal meridian, including the buildings thereon, to­
gether with the furniture, fixtures and apparatus therein, and all the right 
of way over any alleys adjacent to said buildings now held by the party of 
the first part. 
. To have and to hold the above described premises, with the appurtenances 

thereunto belonging, together with the property described in the schedule 
hereto attached, marked Schedule "A" (which bears the signature of D. A. 
K. Steele, president of the College of Physicians and Surgeons, and S. W. 
Shattuck, comptroller of the University of Illinois, for the purpose of iden­
tification), unto the said party of the second part from the first day of 
September, in the year of Our Lord one thousand nine hundred and eleven, 
until and including the thirtieth day of June in the year of Our Lord one 
thousand nine hundred and twelve. 

2. And the said party of the second part, In consideration of the leasing 
of the premises aforesaid covenants and agrees to pay to the said party of

the first part as rent for said premises and property, the sum of sixteen 
thousand two hundred fifty dollars ($16,250.00) in two equal installments 
of eight thousand one hundred twenty-five dollars ($8,125.00) on the last 
day of January and of June, 1912, respectively. 

And the said) party of the second part further covenants with the said 
party of the first part that at the expiration of the term of this aforemen­
tioned lease, or the sooner determination thereof by forfeiture or otherwise, 
the said party of the second part will yield up the said premises and appur­
tenances to the said party of the first part in as good condition as when 
the same were entered by the said party of the second part, loss by fire or 
inevitable accident, the act of God or the public enemy, ordinary use and 
wear alone excepted; and that at the determination of this lease as afore­
said, said party of the second part will surrender to the said party of the 
first part, the property and equipment mentioned in said "Schedule A," in 
all respects as the same are received by the said party of the second part 
at the beginning of the said term, ordinary use and wear alone excepted, 
said party of the second part being required to replace in kind and amount 
all of said property described in Schedule "A" consumed by use during, said 
term. 

And the said party of the second part further covenants with the said 
party of the first part that at the expiration of the term of this lease men­
tioned, or the sooner determination thereof by forfeiture or otherwise, the 
said party of the second part-will pay over to the said party of the first part, 
any balance which may have accrued from the conduct of the school during 
the term of this lease, provided that all financial obligations incurred by the 
University of Illinois on behalf of said school shall have been first defrayed 
from.said income; and Provided further, that the said party of the first part 
will accept said balance in lieu' of all repairs to said property and equip­
ment, and of replacement of said property and equipment called for by the 
preceeding paragraph, and in full payment of all other demands of any 
nature which said party of the first part may have against said party of the 
second part; and Provided further, that the University of Illinois shall not 
be obligated to pay any expenses out of said income beyond the sums received 
during the current academic year from fees of students, and that if any 
expenditures are made by the University of Illinois beyond the income re­
ceived from the fees of students, the rent mentioned in section 2 shall be 
correspondingly diminished. 

3. It is hereby further covenanted and agreed. That the real estate here­
inbefore described and the personal property set forth in Schedule "A" com­
prise all the real, estate, furniture, apparatus, books, equipment, drugs, and 
other effects of the party of the first part; and that the purpose of the leas­
ing of the said real and personal property is to give the party of the second 
part full control of all said property, to trie end that said party of the 
second part may assume the direction and control of the schools of the Col­
lege'of Physicians aud Surgeons, which said party of the second part agrees 
to do from the commencement of and during the said term of the said lease. 

4. It is further mutually covenanted and agreed, That this lease shall 
not nor shall any interest therein be assignable by said party of the second 
part, and also that said premises, appurtenances, and property shall be 
used during the term of this lease for the purpose of conducting and the 
carrying on upon said premises a College of Medicine and Surgery, and any 
other department of education which the party of the second part may desire 
to establish therein and for no other use or purpose whatsoever; and should 
said party of the second part assign said lease or sublet said ~ premises or 
appurtenances for any other purposes than those hereinbefore designated, 
such assignment or subletting or diversion of use shall, at the option of the 
party, of the first part, be absolutely null and void, and the term of this 
lease shall thereupon, at the option of the party of the first part, cease and 
be determined. The said party, of the second part further agrees that during 
and throughout the term of this lease it will continue to use the name of the 
College of Physicians and Surgeons in connection with the name of the 
University of Illinois in designation of said college. 
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.: 5. It is also expressly understood and agreed, By and between the par t ies 
aforesaid tha t if the rent above specified, or any par t thereof, shall be be­
hind or unpaid for a period of six months beyond the day of payment where­
on the same ought to be paid as aforesaid, or if default shall be made in 
any of the other covenants and agreements herein contained to be kept by 
the said par ty of t he second part , it shall be and may be lawful for the said 
par ty of the first part , i ts successors and assigns, at its election to declare 
said t e rm ended, and enter into said premises, or any pa r t thereof, wi th or 
wi thout process of law; and if a t any t ime said t e rm shall be ended at such 
election of said par ty of the first par t , i ts successors and assigns, as aforesaid, 
or in any other way, the said par ty of the second par t does hereby covenant 
and agree to surrender and deliver up the said above described premises and 
proper ty peaceably to said par ty of the first par t , its successors and assigns, 
immediately upon the determinat ion of said t e rm as aforesaid. 

6. It is further covenanted and agreed, Tha t dur ing the ent ire period of 
this lease the said par ty of the first par t shall keep the leased property 
insured in good and reliable insurance companies, for amounts in which the 
premiums shall not be less than one thousand ($1,000.00) per annum. 

7.'° It is further covenanted and agreed, Tha t dur ing the life of this lease 
or of any extensions thereof, the par ty of the second par t shall have the 
option of purchas ing from the par ty of the first par t all the real estate here­
in above described in Schedule "A" ( the same const i tut ing the plant and 
equipment of the par ty of the first pa r t ) when, authorized by appropriat ion 
of the General Assembly of the State of Illinois so to do, at a price not ex­
ceeding the value of the plant for a medical school to be determined by a 
board of appraisers of five members, two of whom shall be selected by the 
par ty of the first part , two by t h e par ty of the second part , and one by the 
appraisers so selected. The appra isers shall be sworn to make t rue ap­
praisement, and they shall appraise separately, (a) the value of the ground; 
(b) the value of the buildings; (c) the value of the furnishings and equip­
ment . Should the par ty of the second par t construct, any improvements of 
or addi t ions to the said plant and equipment, o ther than ordinary repairs , 
which shall have the effect of enhancing the value thereof, the appraisers 
shall appraise such improvements or addi t ions and determine the amount in 
value by which the ent i re plant has been enhanced thereby, and such amount 
when so determined shall be deducted from the appraised value of the 
ent ire p lant and equipment, and the remainder shall consti tute the purchase 
price to be paid by the par ty of the second part . 

8. It is hereby expressly understood, and agreed, Tha t all contracts and 
leases heretofore made and now exist ing between the said par t ies are hereby 
determined and extinguished.

ABBOTT—I submit herewith a detailed schedule of the bids re­
ceived on the Commerce and Woman's building. The low bid on the Com­
merce building is $89,980.00, submitted by A. W. Stoolman of Champaign, 
111., and the low bid on the Woman's building is $81,336.00, submitted by 
English Brothers of Champaign, 111. 

Alternate propositions were received on the latter building, providing 
for the addition of tile arches for the third floor instead of a suspended 
ceiling, and for the substitution of plate glass. English Brothers' extras on 
these two items respectively are $2,100.00 and $500.00. 

Mr. Zimmerman joins with me in recommending the acceptance of Mr. 
Stoolman's bid on the Commerce building, and of English Brothers' bid on 
the Woman's building, with the two extras above referred to. 

I'recommend that the board authorize the awarding of these contracts, 
and that the ^question of further additions to the buildings be referred to 
the Buildings and Grounds Committee for report.

APPOINTMENT OF AN INSTRUCTOR IN ARCHITECTURE. 

(3) A recommendation that Mr. Angelo B. M. Corrubia, at present part 
time assistant in Architecture, be appointed instructor in Architecture, on 
full time, from Dec. 1, 1911, to June 30, 1912, at a salary of $142.85 per 
month. 

This recommendation was approved.

(6) A nomination from the University Committee on Accountancy 
of Mr. W. E. Seatree, of Chicago, for the vacant position on the Board of 
Examiners in Accountancy, in place of Mr. W. A. Chase, whose term expired 
on June 30, 1911; with the recommendation that Mr. Seatree be appointed 
as nominated for a term of three years from July 1, 1911, 

This recommendation was approved. 

TEMPERATURE REGULATION IN NATURAL HISTORY BUILDING. 

(7) A recommendation that sixteen hundred dollars ($1,600.00) be ap­
propriated for the installation of temperature regulation in the rooms of 
the old part of the Natural History building, the occupants of which suffer 
at times from overheating, in spite of the turning off of all the radiation 
possible, because of the number of exposed steam pipes, and also at times 
from insufficient heating when heat is necessary both for comfort and for. 
the growth of living material in the laboratories. 

This recommendation was referred to the Committee on Buildings 
and Grounds for consideration and report. 

VACUUM CLEANERS. 

(8) A recommendation that three hundred dollars ($300.00) or so much 
of this sum as may be needed, be appropriated for the purchase of two port­
able vacuum cleaners for use in University buildings.

RENTING OUTSIDE SPACE FOR COLLEGE OF AGRICULTURE. 

(9) A communication from Dr. Eugene Davenport, dean of the College

F I R E I N D E N T A L BUILDING. 

President Abbott presented the following letter from Mr. W. EL 
Browne, superintendent and caretaker for the College of Medicine, in 
regard to the "fire which occurred in the building of the College of 
Dentistry on the evening of December 9, and the insurance covering the 
damage done. This letter was received for record: . 

Dec. 11, 1911. 
Professor 8. W. Shattucfc, Comptroller, University of Illinois, Urbana, III: 

MY DEAR PROFESSOR;—I am submitting to you a statement of the general 
condition of the premises occupied by the College of Medicine and the Col­
lege of Dentistry, at Congress and Honore streets, Chicago, 111. . 

On the evening of December 9th, at 8:00 p. m., a fire occurred in the 
Dental building, on̂  the first floor, caused, as near as we can find out, by a 
gas explosion under the vulcanizer. This vulcanizer was regulated auto­
matically by clock work, and evidently what is known as a blow-back formed, 
causing the explosion. The fire was promptly extinguished by the city 
fire department, but not before damage to the amount of probably 
$1,500.00 and $2,000.00 was done to the building and contents. . This is fully 
covered by insurance, and I will submit to you an itemized list of the ap­
paratus damaged and destroyed after the insurance adjuster has been here. 
I may say that that the full amount is covered by insurance. Aside from 
this, the condition of the premises in the Medical building remains practically 
the same as when I last reported to you. It has been necessary to put on 
about thirty-five window shades in the Dental building, at a cost of $34.00. 

The spiral stairway in the Dental building must be repaired, and I am 
getting estimates on this now. I reported to Professor James M. White, 
supervising architect, last week, and will no doubt receive suggestions and 
instructions from him.

EEPORT OE COMMISSION ON CAMPUS P L A N S . 

President James presented a communication signed by three members 
of the Commission on Campus Plans, containing recommendations as 
to the location of the Armory, the Stock pavilion, and the Horticultural 
greenhouses: -

CHICAGO, I I I . , March 9, 1912. 
To the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois: 

Your commission on Campus plans recommends that the Armory be located 
at the end of Fifth street, centering on Fifth, and approximately one hun­
dred feet south of the north fence line of the Horticultural grounds. 
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That the stock pavilion be located near Maple avenue and centered on the 
meridian passing through the axis of the Auditorium. 

That the Horticultural greenhouses be located approximately 150 feet east 
of the center of Mathews avenue on the axis of the proposed Military field. 

We believe that these locations will permit ample leeway in developing a 
successful plan for the central group.

URBANA, IUL., March 18, 1912. 
To the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois: 

While agreeing fully with the general principles involved in the recom­
mendations of the Campus Plan Commission for the location of the proposed 
Armory, Stock pavilion and Horticultural greenhouse, I believe further 
studies should be made before final decision, showing these buildings as 
thus exactly located in relation to a possible and acceptable general plan 
grouping. 

I agree that the proper site for the Armory is in the present Horticul­
tural grounds and just south' of Davidson street, but, in my opinion, there 
are considerations in favor of placing it at the foot of Sixth street in place 
of at the foot of Fifth street as proposed. I therefore believe it would be 
wise before making definite decision to study further the relative merits of 
both possibilities. 

I agree entirely on the proposed site for the Stock.pavilion. 
I also agree in the general position proposed for the Horticultural green­

houses, but before fixing its exact distance east of Mathews avenue I be­
lieve the studies which I have above recommended should be made.

CONSTRUCTION OF P A R T OF TRANSPORTATION BUILDING APPROVED.

President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois: 

DEAR SIR—I beg to report that there has been some delay in completing 
the purchase of land/ necessary to the erection of the group of buildings 
planned by the College of Engineering. One piece of property known as the 
Conkle estate is in litigation. The legal counselor of the University informs 
me that the progress of events may make it possible for the University to 
secure title to this property some time this spring; while on the other hand, 
its purchase may be delayed for a year or more. 

In view of this fact and of the pressing necessities of the College of 
Engineering for room, I recommend that the trustees be asked to approve 
the erection of that portion of the main building which will be located upon 
land already owned by the University, omitting entirely the construction 
of that portion which ultimately will be carried out upon land yet to be 
acquired. 

The building, the plans of which have already been approved by the 
trustees, consists of a general portion with two end pavilions. Under this 
recommendation it will be necessary to omit for the present one of the end 
pavilions. 

I have conferred with the State architect upon this subject, and he agrees 
that the scheme for the partial erection of the building is entirely practic­
able. The precise location of the building has been definitely determined 
by the trustees.

MY DEAR MR. PRESIDENT—I transmit to you herewith a farm lease in dupli­
cate for the thirteen acres of land just south of the University forestry, 
owned by H. C. Augustus, and upon which the University now has an option 
for its purchase. This option, I understand, is in the hands of Mr. Abbott, 
president of the Board of Trustees. 

It is understood that if the University purchases this land it will likely 
go to' the Department of Horticulture to assist that department in taking care 
of its work, which has been greatly interfered with by the transfer of that 
interest from the west to the east campus. In the meantime the Department 
of Horticulture wishes to utilize the land, and for that reason is anxious to 
lease the same until such time as the. University is likely to make the pur­
chase. Of course, the rental will be paid in the meantime out of the funds 
appropriated to the Department of Horticulture. 

Since the Horticultural work commences in March, it is necessary to 
have this matter settled at the earliest possible moment in order to enable 
the department to go ahead with its work for the year, and also to satisfy 
Mr. Augustus, who is anxious to have the matter settled.

AUTHORITY FOR LIBRARY EXCHANGES. 

(1) A request from Mr. P. L. Windsor, librarian, for authority to ex­
change such duplicate books, pamphlets, documents, maps, etc., as are not 
clearly needed in the University library or the various seminar or ^depart­
mental libraries, for such books, pamphlets, documents, maps, etc., as may 
be needed, and may be obtained by exchange.. 

On motion of Mrs. Bahrenburg, i t was voted that authority to make 
such exchanges be given to the librarian. 

ADJUSTMENT OP REBATES IN CHEMISTRY. 

(2) The following communication from Dr. W. A. Noyes, professor of 
Chemistry; 

CHEMICAL LABORATORY, March 5, 1912. 
President Edmund J. James: 

SIR—We have been accustomed in the past to furnish chemicals and appa­
ratus to other departments of the University on the grounds that we order 
items of this kind, in large quantities, and frequently free of duty, and so 
secure the material at a much lower rate than would be the case if purchased 
direct by these departments. Previous to this year all bills for such chem­
icals and apparatus have been credited to our account, but during the current 
year Professor Shattuck has ruled that these items are not to be credited 
to our account unless re-appropriated by the Board of Trustees. 

We are accustomed also to return empty bottles and cases to the General 
Chemical Company, and this company pays the rebate on these direct to the 
University in cash. It is the rule now that these rebates also are not cred­
ited to our account unless' re-appropriated. The total amount of bills and 
cash payments for items of this type since July 1, 1911, is, at the present, 
$681.76. I would respectfully request. of the Board of Trustees that Pro­
fessor Shattuck be directed to place this sum to our credit for the use of 
the Department of Chemistry, and that in the future all similar sums shall 
be placed to our credit without specific action on the part of the Board of 
Trustees. 

It is clear, of course, that we cannot afford to furnish chemicals and 
apparatus for any department of the University which may call upon us 
for these, unless we can be assured of reimbursement to our appropriation 
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for articles so furnished; and unless this can be arranged, it seems to me 
necessary that the Department of Chemistry should, in the future, refuse 
such items to other departments. ' Such a course on our part would be a 
great inconvenience to many of the smaller departments of the University. 
Any items which we furnish in this manner, are, I suppose, charged against 
the appropriations of the departments to which they are furnished.

111. Dr. Hopkins' letter was accompanied by the recommendation of Dr. 
Eugene Davenport, dean of the College of Agriculture, that these convey­
ances be accepted, and that the proper' acknowledgements be made to the 
conveyors. 

I t was voted to refer Dr. Hopkins's letter with Dean Davenport's 
recommendation and the two deeds to the Committee on Agriculture 
for consideration and report. 

APPROVAL OF PERSONS TO HAVE CHARGE OF MAJOR WORK IN 
THE GRADUATE SCHOOL. 

(8) A communication from Dr. David Kinley, dean of the Graduate 
School, transmitting the recommendation of the executive faculty of the 
Graduate School in favor of the adoption of the following rule: 

"No person may take charge of the major work of candidates for an 
advanced degree without permission of the executive faculty of the Graduate 
School and the approval of the president of the University." 

I t was voted to approve this rule. 

APPROPRIATION FOR FELLOWSHIPS AND SCHOLARSHIPS. 

(9) A request from Dr. David Kinley, dean of the Graduate School, that 
the usual appropriations of $20,000.00 from the Graduate School fund, and 
$2,400.00 from the general University funds, be made for fellowships and 
scholarships.

REPORT ON CASE OP THOMAS O'BRIEN. 

(10) The following report from Dean O. A. Harker, University counsel, 
concerning the application of Thomas O'Brien for indemnity from the Uni­
versity for an accident which occurred on the University campus: 

IN RE THOMAS O'BRIEN. 

To the President and Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois: 
Some time ago you requested me to ascertain the facts and submit an 

opinion in the case of Thomas O'Brien, who was injured while in the employ 
of the University. I.beg to submit the following: 

The facts as I have been able to gather them from the witnesses are as 
follows: 

On .the afternoon of April 8, 1911, O'Brien, who was under the supervision 
of the superintendent of grounds, was ordered to assist in removing some 
concrete beams from the Concrete' Laboratory to the Laboratory of Applied 
Mechanics. When he arrived at the Concrete Laboratory, where a beam 
was being loaded on a wagon driven by another employe of the University, 
O'Brien ordered a change in the position of the beam, and seemed to act 
as foreman of the loading and transferring crew. When the beam was 
finally loaded to«. his satisfaction, several employes, including O'Brien, got 
onto the wagon to ride around with and steady the beam. After turning 
into Burrill avenue, and while the "wagon was being driven toward the drive­
way leading to the doors of the Applied Mechanics' Laboratory, because the 
hind wheels of the wagon did not hit the curbstone squarely, the beam was 
knocked off the wagon, carrying O'Brien with it, causing the injuries of 
which he complains. 

For two reasons I am of the opinion that O'Brien has not a claim against 
the Board of Trustees that could be enforced in a court of law. 

First—The form of action available to an employe injured through the 
negligence of his employer is in tort. The Board of Trustees of the Univer­
sity of Illinois is a public corporation, acting for and in behalf of the State. 
Charged with the duty of making provision for the education of the present 
and future citizens of the State, in a manner authorized by the General 
Assembly, it is but a mere agency of the State. By the Organic. Act of 1867 
and the subsequent acts relating thereto, manifesting the legislative purpose 
to create and maintain a public State institution for the improvement of its 
citizens, it clearly appears that the purpose should be fulfilled through the 
medium of a public corporation. The powers of that corporation are limited 
to the will of the Legislature. The means to carry on the work are provided 
by the Legislature, and cannot be diverted from the specific purposes directed 
by acts of appropriation. True,, the Legislature has vested it with the 
"power to contract and be contracted with, to sue and be sued, to plead and 
be impleaded, to acquire, hold, and convey real and personal property," but, 
exercising any of the powers enumerated, it acts as a mere agency of the 
State. Its right to bring a suit and its liability when sued must be limited 
to actions ex contractu—actions, arising from the violation of contracts, 
express or implied. It is not liable in a tort action. 

Second—I have been unable to obtain from the statement of the witnesses 
to the unfortunate accident any evidence of negligence on the part of the 
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Board of Trustees or of any official acting as vice principal. If any negli­
gence could be said to have contributed to the injury, it was that of- the 
driver of- the wagon. The driver was a fellow servant of O'Brien, and the 
law is well settled in Illinois that an employe cannot recover against an 
employer for injuries caused by the negligence of a fellow servant.

MEDICAL WORK I N CHICAGO TO BE DISCONTINUED.

STATEMENT I N EEGARD TO THE: MEDICAL SCHOOL. • 

The president of the University was authorized to issue the following 
"Statement concerning the Medical school of the University,of I l l inois:" 

The University of Illinois undertook some years ago in the city of Chicago 
an experiment in the work of medical education. As it had received no 
grant from the Legislature for the erection of a plant, it leased the build­
ings, ground, and equipment necessary for the use of a medical school from 
the College of Physicians and Surgeons in the city of Chicago. 

The rental paid for this property was very reasonable, not exceeding, in 
fact, the fixed charges of the plant, counting in the interest on the mort­
gages and bonds and the -requirements of the sinking fund. 

The school has been conducted for some fifteen years under this general 
arrangement, with details varied from time to time. During that period 
the school has been greatly improved, and ranks today among the good 
American medical schools. 

* This second resolution was adopted subject to the expected ruling of the Attorney General of Illinois 
on the question whether the General Assembly at its special session might increase the amount voted 
for the medical school at its last regular session. This ruling, received under date of April 11,1912, was 
as follows. ' - . 

SPRINGFIELD, I I I . , April 11,1912. 
Hon. Edmund J. James, President University of Illinois, Urbana, Illinois 

DEAR SIR—I acknowledge the receipt of your favor of the 6th iast., in which, in referring to the procla­
mation convening the General Assembly in extraordinary session, you submit the question as to whether 
or riot the phraseology of the Governor's call would prevent the Legislature from granting a larger sum 
than $60,000.00 per annum to the University of Illinois for the maintenance, extension, and equipment 
of the College of Medicine. 

In reply thereto, I would say that the constitution provides that the Governor may, on extraordinary 
occasions, convene the General Assembly, by proclamation, stating therein the purpose for which they 
are convened: * 

"and the General Assembly shall enter into no business except that for which they were called 
together." 

Sec. 8, Article V, Constitution. 
On March 25,1912, Governor Deneen issued a proclamation convening the General Assembly in extra­

ordinary session on March 26, 1912, to consider, among others, the following matter: 
"To make an appropriation for the Medical Department of the University of Illinois." 
The general subject, therefore, upon which the legislature may legislate is for the purpose of appropria­

ting money for the Medical Department of,the University of Illinois. The amount which will be 
appropriated, the terms and conditions of the appropriation, whether for one year or for a lump sum, 
whether for the use at Urbana or at another place in the State to be designated, are wholly matters of 
legislative discretion which may be exercised under the Governor's call. The Governor has not limited 
th$ Legislature to particulars in any appropriation. ~

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The University of Illinois, however, has never expended upon this school 
or its management or in rent for the use of the property, a single dollar 
from the State appropriations. It has been limited to the use' of the fees 
paid by students. The claim may be fairly made that no better school, con­
ducted on the basis of student fees alone, can be found in the country. 

The time has come, however, when no medical school can be maintained 
in accordance with modern standards, whose only support is derived from 
the payment of fees by students. 

Recognizing this fact, and unwilling to - conduct an inferior .school, the 
University has asked the Legislature upon three different occasions for funds 
to put the school upon a proper basis. 

The Legislature granted at one time the sum of $389,000.00 for the purpose 
of providing an adequate plant for the use of the medical school. The 
Governor, however, vetoed this bill. In answer to the last request from the 
University, the Legislature granted (at the Forty-Seventh session) for the 
present biennium, the sum of $60,000.00 per annum for the equipment, main­
tenance, and extension of the College of Medicine of the University of Illi­
nois. 

This appropriation was lost by the recent decision of the Supreme court 
that it was unconstitutional, owing to the fact that the provision in the bill 
making this appropriation had been amended in the conference committee 
without having been printed. 

The University now renews its request to the General Assembly for an 
appropriation for the equipment, maintenance, and extension of its work in 
medicine and public health. 

The Cpllege of Physicians and Surgeons, however, has decided not to re­
new to the University the lease for the use of its present plant in the c.ity 
of Chicago when it expires on June 30, 1912, 

Owing to the fact that there is no other adequate plant in the city of 
Chicago which can be obtained, for the use of a medical school at a reason­
able rental, the Board of Trustees of the University have been compelled 
to announce the closing of the medical work in Chicago. They have decided 
to develop the medical work already begun at the site of the University in 
Urbana-Champaign. 

To carry on this enterprise a special building is absolutely necessary, since 
there is no available space to house such work in the buildings now upon the 
campus, or in those authorized to be erected by the present Legislature. 

The trustees of the University of Illinois, therefore, respectfully ask the 
General Assembly to appropriate at its special session the sum of $250,000.00 
for the development of its work in public health and medicine at Urbana-
Champaign. 

The greater part of this money will be used for the erection, furnishing, 
and equipment of a medical ^building. 

It is proposed to organize those fundamental courses in medicine and 
public health which should be required by all schools of medicine, and which 
every physician, no matter what method of practice he may adopt, must be 
presumed to know; such as physiology, bacteriology, histology, anatomy, 
pathology, and sanitation—subjects a knowledge of which is or should be 
common to all schools or sects of medicine; homeopathic, osteopathic, eleetro-
pathic, eclectic, or allopathic. 

In securing an appropriation for this work all citizens ought to unite who 
desire to see the sanitary and medical conditions in this great common­
wealth improved. 

Illinois has the undesirable distinction of being the only State supporting 
a real university which has made no appropriation for work in medicine 
and public health. 

Our border states (with the exception of Kentucky), viz., Indiana, Michi­
gan, Iowa, Wisconsin, and Missouri, have all undertaken such instruction in 
a vigorous manner, while Minnesota has begun this work in a way which 
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will serve as a model for other states, and twenty other commonwealths 
have definitely committed themselves to the continuous support of such 
instruction and research. 

Will Illinois not now fall into line? 

ADDITIONAL MATTERS PRESENTED BY .PRESIDENT J A M E S .

FINISHING TOP FLOOR OF WOMAN'S BUILDING.

PUBLICATIONS, PRESS SERVICE, AND CORRESPONDENCE OP THE 
AGRICULTURAL EXPERIMENT STATION. 

(8) A communication from Dr. Eugene Davenport, dean of the College 
of Agriculture, concerning the publications, press service, and correspondence 
of the Agricultural Experiment Station. 

On motion of Mr. Hatch, it was voted that this communication, be 
printed in the minutes. 
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URBANA, April 3, 1912. 
President Edmund J. James, University of Illinois: 

MY DEAR MR. PRESIDENT—Replying to your. inquiry of March 30, I beg to 
say that the information you ask naturally falls under three headings: 
Station publications, press service, and personal correspondence. 

STATION PUBLICATIONS. 

The following is the plan of publication and distribution of agricultural 
information from the Experiment Station: 

The station issues printed matter in two forms: First, the bulletin, which 
is primarily the report of experiments actually .conducted at this station; 
second, the circular, whose purpose is to give information which may be 
needed at some particular time or place and which may or may not arise 
out of our own experiments. 

Both of these publications are sent free upon request, either within or 
without the State. The station mailing list is made up solely of individuals 
who have requested, personally, the receipt of these publications. No blanket 
lists are used, and no name is put on because a .friend asks it. When such 
lists come in the station immediately corresponds with the parties involved, 
saying that such a friend has requested the addition of their name to our 
list, stating that our policy is not to add names except upon the request of 
the individual, and suggesting further that if the individual desires his 
name on the list he should notify us himself. In this way nothing goes 
upon the list except by personal request. 

The only exception to this is where, in a few rare cases, a person per­
fectly well known to us asks that some neighbor or tenant be placed on 
the list. 

No name is ever removed from the list except upon request or upon the 
return of the bulletins unclaimed. I might say, however,, in this connection 
that the station is proposing to revise its list by sending out return postal 
cards notifying the party of the necessity of ah occasional revision and 
saying that if he desires continuance of the publications he should mail 
back the return'card. It will be so arranged that he can do this without 
making a mark or even affixing a stamp. 

The bulletins are sent to the entire mailing list; in the case of extremely 
technical bulletins an abstract is sometimes substituted for the full edition. 
Circulars may be sent to the entire list, but more likely to a partial list, 
covering a region or class of people necessary to be reached. 

PRESS SERVICE. 

Aside from the distribution of printed matter prepared by the Experiment 
Station, Mr. Powell is operating a press service, which is developing along 
three definite lines: 

First—The preparation of; page matter which goes to the syndicates for 
making up into boiler plate. This service is free to the companies involved 
except that they pay the actual cost of preparation; in one case on bills 
presented; in another a nominal rate per page is charged. The purpose 
is to get the information at hand as widely scattered as possible, especially 
through the medium of the smaller papers of the State. 

Second—News notes and brief reports of matters connected with the Col­
lege of Agriculture and Experiment Station sent free to the papers inside 
the State, for such use as they may desire to make of them. 

Third—A limited service in the preparation of special articles for special 
papers, such as dairy articles for the dairy press, etc. 

The purpose in this entire press service is to develop an agricultural lit­
erature that is not yet fully developed, and to more completely disseminate 
the results of the station work. The University spends a great deal of money 
in the conducting of investigations and in the publication of bulletins 
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thereon, and experience shows that in many cases, however important the, 
principles discovered, the application of these principles to practice- is but 
indifferently made. The present effort, therefore, is to iterate and reiterate 
some of these applications until the findings of the station shall be more 
generally adopted. Incidentally, it is also the purpose to lay the foundation 
for a better agricultural literature, which it is hoped to stimulate in 
this way. 

CORRESPONDENCE. 

Aside from the above lines of service, which are wholesale and broadcast, 
the station conducts a personal correspondence, in answer to letters of 
inquiry, amounting to something like 75,000 letters a year. These letters 
come either to the Agricultural Experiment Station, or to the various depart­
ments or workers of the staff: They present questions of all possible 
descriptions, ranging from requests for inside information as to patented 
or patentable articles,- to advice oh stock feeding or land sales. For the 
most part this correspondence exhibits a high degree of ability and discrimi­
nation on the part of the inquirer, and while the service is exceedingly 
laborious, it is doubtless the one that is having the most influence upon the 
agricultural progress of the State, and without a doubt our most intelligent 
constituency is reached by this body of correspondence. 

COMPLAINTS. 

As is to be expected in a service reaching directly anywhere from fifty 
to a hundred thousand individuals a year, occasional complaints will arise. 
The most frequent is that the questions have not been answered. Occa­
sionally, I suppose, letters are lost in the mails, possibly mislaid or lost in 
our own offices.; but more frequently they arrive without signature; some­
times Without the postoffice, and with the printed postmark on the envelope 
unreadable; and frequently a printed slip with writing thereon is inclosed 
in an unsealed envelope with a one-cent stamp. Many of the latter kind 
doubtless make their way to the Dead-Letter Office. 

About once a year we get a letter from a man who is cfearly insane, and 
this is likely to be followed up with a long series of complaints. I may 
say in this connection that no matter how absurd the letter, whether from 
mental defect of the writer, illiteracy, or what not, the custom is always to 
make a serious answer to the letter, even though every point alluded to 
may not be touched in the answer. The custom of the Experiment Station 
is never to,write an insulting or angry letter, and the result has been that 
it is a rare thing to receive a communication showing real irritation. Almost 
invariably when the correspondent thinks he has been neglected he simply 
calls attention to the matter in a courteous way, and the delayed informa­
tion is dispatched without irritation on either side. 

The most common cause of complaint is in not receiving the bulletins. A 
farmer has frequently^said to me: "Why are you no longer sending me your 
bulletins? I haven't had one for a year," and then almost in the next breath 
he would begin discussing the last bulletin issued. I have discovered ah 
almost universal impression that these bulletins are issued regularly, like 
magazines, once a month, whereas they ar*e issued irregularly. If a consid­
erable time has elapsed, many people jump at the conclusion that it has been 
a year or two since they received one. 

The circulars not being sent to the entire mailing list, they are some­
time inquired for by the people who receive the bulletins regularly but not 
always the circulars. This is a small matter and one which is not develop­
ing irritation. 

Aside from the press work, the customs in vogue are of long standing 
and have been built up as a result of experience. As conditions change 
methods must change with them, but it seems to the Experiment Station 
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that the service is about as satisfactory as it can be made. We are feeling 
our way in the matter of press service, and so far as we can discover we 
are reaching the maximum number of people with the minimum effort. 

While it cannot be included in the list of complaints, I ought to say that 
what is perhaps our greatest difficulty arises from requests of individuals 
for a class of information that cannot be given without making a special 
study of their individual conditions. Representative Blank asks if he can­
not have the soil of his farm analyzed, reminding us that he voted for our 
bill. This calls for a letter of explanation in whichTwe show that the 
only way to study the soils of the State consistently is by the study of types 
•—not individual farms. This, I am glad to say, has in every case proved 
entirely satisfactory, and I believe in no instance has ' the individual held 
an objection against the University for not at once entering into a study of 
his own special problem. In this way the Experiment Station serves the 
individual only so far as the information at hand will go, and it does not 
expend its funds or its energy in needless service beyond that point. In a 
few- rare cases, when the problem presented had a broader significance, we 
have gone into the case, and in that way secured information which was of 
special value to the individual, but the point of view has always been the 
public need.

(11) A communication from the Honorable Frank H. Boggs, mayor of 
Urbana, transmitting a petition for the paving of Lincoln avenue from the 
north end of the Forestry running south to the city limits, and of Michigan 
avenue from Lincoln avenue to Orchard street, signed by a majority of the 
owners of the abutting property, together with the engineer's estimate of the 
cost of this improvement to the University. This communication was ac­
companied by a suggestion from Professor James M. White, supervising 
architect, that the University ought not to agree to the paving of Lincoln 
avenue until the city of Urbana shall have provided an adequate outlet for 
the drainage of that portion of the University grounds which drains naturally 
in the direction of Lincoln avenue. 

This communication, with the accompanying suggestion, was referred 
to the Committee on Buildings and Grounds for consideration and 
report. • 
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CONFERENCE OF UNIVERSITY PRESIDENTS ON ATHLETIC 
SITUATION. 

(12) A report of the recent conference (March 19, 20, .1912, in Chicago) 
of university presidents (of the state universities of Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, 
Minnesota, and Wisconsin, and the University of Chicago, Northwestern Uni­
versity, and Purdue University) upon the athletic situation in the Intercol­
legiate conference, particularly with reference to the so-called "Amateur 
Rule." 

This matter was discussed at some length. No action was taken. 

OPTIONS ON ADJACENT LAND. 

(13) A communication from Dr. Eugene DavenpoH, dean of the College 
of Agriculture, concerning possible options on land adjacent to the campus: 
which the ,University would need in case the suggested extension of the. 
campus should he made. 

This communication was referred to the Executive Committee," for 
consideration, in conference with the legal counsel of the University,, 
and report. . 

PROPOSED HISTORY OF THE UNIVERSITY. 

(.14) The following letter from Dr. Burt E. Powell, manager of publica­
tions in the Agricultural Experiment Station, proposing to undertake the 
collection of material for a history of the University of Illinois: 

URBANA, I I I . , March 15, 1912., 
President E. J. James, University of Illinois: 

DEAR PRESIDENT JAMES—With each passing year the need of an adequate 
history of the University of Illinois becomes greater. In fact this need iff 
so insistent that there is a positive demand from many sources for such a. 
work. The sketches that have been written do not even pretend to be any­
thing but mere outlines. It will be accepted I think without argument that 
there is a real pressing need for a history of the University. 

Important reasons' exist why this task should be undertaken at once. 
It may be that it has been too long delayed already. A leading reason for 
beginning this work at once is the fact that there are living with us still 
men who have been associated with the University from its organization, as 
Vice-President Btirrill and Professor Shattuck, and others for two or more 
decades as Mr. Pillsbury, and they would be able to contribute much that 
will be of inestimable value in a history of the University. 

Another reason for immediate work along this line is the necessity for 
collecting what documents there may be bearing upon the life and history 
of the University, such as letters', addresses, reports, files of papers, maga­
zines, etc., listing them, and placing them in safety. 

You are.aware that- by your direction I have spent many months in study­
ing the history of the. University, largely from the reports of the Board of 
Trustees. That labor, of course, was chiefly beneficial to me, and yet the 
results obtained in the form of a complete card index of the reports, his­
tories of the College of Engineering, of Agriculture, of Law, of many, of the 
larger buildings, of the Library, of the Summer Session, papers on "Instruct 
tion in English at the University/' on "Instruction in Mathematics," "lje~ 
quirements for Admission," etc., would mean a long step in the preliminary 
work that is necessary to prepare a history of the University. 

On account of these things, and because the men better able to do this 
work apparently are riot in a position to undertake it, I venture to offer my 
services. - , 

My suggestion is as follows: That I be authorized by the Board of 
Trustees to collect material for a history of the University of Illinois and. 
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to do such other work along this line as I may have time to do outside of 
my regular work in the College of Agriculture during the year—perhaps to 
June 1, 1913. That I present sometime in May, 1913, under the direction 
of the president of the University, a preliminary report of the work already 
accomplished and plans for completing the work, and that if these are con­
sidered sufficient I be granted a leave of absence for a number of months 
to complete the task. 

There are details, no doubt, that will have to be considered. I have at­
tempted only to outline a working plan. 

The idea of writing a history of the University has been in my mind for a 
long time, but I have hesitated to ask that I be assigned so important a task. 
Should the Board of Trustees deem it advisable to have me undertake this 
work I can promise my best efforts to make it a success.

GREATER FACILITIES EOR. CULTURAL WORK. 

I n connection with the last item presented, President James called 
attention to the fact that the University of Illinois has not given as 
much attention as i t should! to the development of the esthetic tastes 
of the student body; that there is a noticeable lack of opportunities to 
hear and see productions of merit in music and drama, painting and 
statuary. He suggested that an earnest effort should be made to 
interest the student body in these matters and to develop their tastes 
i n the proper direction; that, therefore, greater facilities should be 
secured for those departments of the University which contribute most 
directly to this end; and that in considering the budget—if not for the 
coming year, on account of the meagreness -of our funds, at any rate 
for the year after—the question should be raised of making more ample 
provision for this acknowledged need of academic life. 

The board adjourned.

President• James presented the following matters for consideration: 

PAVING OP LINCOLN AND MICHIGAN AVENUES; SIDEWALK ON 
UNIVERSITY AVENUE. 

(1) A petition from certain property owners of the city of Urbana for 
the paving of parts of South Lincoln avenue, accompanied by the following 
report from Mr. Alfred M. Danely, Jr., city engineer of the city of Urbana, 
showing the specifications for the proposed pavement and its cost to the 
University: 

Location of improvement: South Lincoln avenue from the north line of 
the forestry to the road on the south side of Mt. Hope cemetery (one-half 
mile), Michigan avenue from the east line of Lincoln avenue to the west line 
of Orchard street. 

Kind of pavement: Vitrified brick on 6" concrete foundation with asphalt 
filler.

WIDENING AND AND PAVING OF ORCHAND LANE. . 

(2) A petition from residents and owners of property in Orchard Lane, 
Champaign, that the University shall take such action as may be necessary 
to open to full width the half street extending along the northern border of 
the University grounds between Wright street and Fourth street in Cham­
paign, now known as Orchard Lane but intended to be an extension of 
Davidson street; accompanied by a further petition to the board of local im­
provements in the city of Champaign for the paving of the said Orchard 
Lane, signed by the residents and owners of property, with a request that 
the University also sign the petition for this paving. 

On motion of Mrs. Bahrenburg, these petitions were referred to the 
Committee on Buildings and Grounds for consideration and report. 

RESIGNATION OF PROFESSOR DEXTER. 

(3) The resignation of Dr. Edwin G. Dexter, who has been professor of 
Education for the past eight years, and has for the last five years been on 
leave of absence without pay while performing the duties of Commissioner 
of Education of San Juan. 

On motion of Mrs. Evans, Professor Dexter's resignation was 
accepted. 

SPECIAL STUDENTS IN THE COLLEGE OF AGRICULTURE. 

<4) A recommendation from the University Senate that special students 
shall be received in the College of Agriculture on the same basis as in the 
other colleges of the University, except that young men and women over 
nineteen years of age may be admitted in September, 1912; the age to be 
advanced to twenty years in September, 1913, and to twenty-one years in 
September, 1914. 

On motion of Mr. Hatch, i t was voted that young men and women 
over eighteen years of age may be admitted as special stu*dents in the 
College of Agriculture in, September, 1912; the age to be advanced to 
twenty }^ears in September, 1913, and to twenty-one years September, 
1914; and also that paragraph No. 8-of the regulations governing the 
University scholarship in agriculture and household science shall be 
amended in accordance with the recommendations just approved to read 
as follows: .-

That candidates, if fully able to meet the requirements for admission to 
the freshman class as candidates for a degree, be eligible to appointment at 
sixteen years of .age; and that young men who cannot meet these entrance 
requirements be eligible to appointment as special students at eighteen years 
of age. This minimum age will be advanced to twenty years in September, 
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1913, and to twenty-one years in September, 1914. Tha t young women to 
be eligible as candidates for admission as special s tudents in household 
science mus t be eighteen years of age. This min imum age will be advanced 
to twenty years in September, 1913, and to twenty-one years in September, 
1914. However, it is s trongly recommended t h a t all young people wishing 
to gain these scholarships complete, in high schools a t home or in their 
vicinity, before coming to .the Universi ty, thei r prepara t ion for. the freshman4 

class. ' 

AUTHORITY TO CONFER DEGREES. 

(5) A recommendat ion t h a t the president of the Universi ty be author­
ized to confer degrees at the coming commencement upon the persons duly ' 
recommended for such degrees by the Universi ty Facul ty. 

On motion of Mr. Hatch, such authority to confer degrees was given.

PLYM SCHOLARSHIP AWARD. 

(1) A report from Prof. Frederick M. Mann, chairman of the- Plym Fel­
lowship Committee, that a competition for the appointment to the Plym 
Fellowship for the year 1912-1913 has been conducted in accordance with 
the regulations approved by the board, and that Mr. E. R. Ludwig of the 
class of 1911 has been selected as the winner of the competition; accom­
panied by a report from the president of the University that on the recom­
mendation of the committee he had appointed Mr. Ludwig to the Plym 
Fellowship for the year 1912-1913, subject to the approval of the Board of 
Trustees. 

On motion of Mrs. Bnsey, it was voted to approve this appointment. 

RESIGNATION OF PROFESSOR COLVIN. 

(2) A letter from Dr. Stephen S. Colvin, resigning his position as pro­
fessor of Psychology in the University of Illinois, this resignation to take 
effect at the end of the present academic year.

APPOINTMENT OF DR. COPFMAN. 

(3) A recommendation that Dr. Lotus D. Coffman, at present supervisor 
of the Training School of the Eastern Illinois Normal School at Charleston, 
111., be appointed professor of Education at a, salary of three thousand 
dollars ($3,000.00) per annum, beginning Sept. 1, 1912.

APPOINTMENT OF ASSISTANT PROFESSOR BURGE. 

(4) A recommendation that Dr. W. E. Burge, now of Johns Hopkins 
University, be appointed assistant professor of Physiology for one year 
beginning Sept. 1, 1912, at a salary of two thousand dollars ($2,000.00) 
for the year.

CASE OF A STUDENT INJURED IN A LABORATORY. 

(5) A communication from Mr. DeWitt S. Crowe, a sophomore student 
in the College of Engineering, stating that while engaged in a chemical 
experiment he was severely burned by having a concentrated solution of 
chlorine poured upon his back, and requesting,that the University should* 
bear, either in whole or in part, the expenses of the hospital residence and 
physician's care necessitated by this accident, amounting to $90.20; accom­
panied by a statement from Prof. T. A. Clark, dean of Men, that he had 
made an examination- of the case and that in his opinion neither the student 
nor the instructor who were with Mr. Crowe at the time the accident hap­
pened was in any way to blame, and that the University is in no way 
responsible for such accidents. 

On motion of Mr. Hoit, i t was voted that tile Board of Trustees of 
the University cannot recognize any liability in such accidents. 

APPOINTMENT OF INSTRUCTOR IN DOMESTIC SCIENCE. 

(6) A recommendation that Miss Ruth "Wheeler be appointed instructor 
in Household Science, vice Miss Susannah Usher, resigned, for one year 
beginning Sept. 1, 1912, at a salary of sixteen hundred dollars ($1,600.00) 
for the year. 

On motion of Mr. Hatch, this recommendation was approved. 

ADJUSTMENT OF SALARY OF DR. BOARDMAN. ̂  

(7) A request from Dr. William E. Quine, dean of the College of Medi­

(10)- The resignation of Dr. Thomas J. Burrill as vice president of the 
University, professor of Botany, and botanist in the Agricultural Experi­
ment Station, to accept a retiring allowance from the Carnegie Foundation*, 
to take effect Sept. 1, 1912. 

Action upon this matter was deferred unti l the next meeting of the 
board. . 

REORGANIZATION OF THE BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION OF THE 
UNIVERSITY. 

(11) A recommendation that the board refer to its Finance Committee 
together with the president of the board, for consideration and report, the 
question as to the readjustment of the duties of certain administrative 
officers in the University which will be necessary as a result of the resigna­
tion of the vice president and comptroller. 

On motion of Mrs. Evans, this recommendation was approved. 

NEW BUDGET PROBLEMS—LIBRARY DEVELOPMENT. 

(12) A memorandum in regard to important new questions that will 
be involved in the next biennial budget for the period 1913-1915, accompanied 
by a special memorandum in regard to the problems connected with the 
proper development of the University Library, as follows: 

I desire to call the attention of the Board of Trustees to the fact that 
the University now has before it a difficult and important problem, that of 
preparing a biennial budget for the next General Assembly. 

The plan of making up the budget to be presented to the General Assem­
bly which has thus far been followed—and the only plan which under 
existing conditions has seemed to be workable—consisted in making a 
careful estimate of the needs of the University in various departments, ands 

stating these needs in as strong terms as possible to the Legislature. The 
needs of the University have always outrun the appropriations which have 
been" made. As a consequence, after the appropriations were made, it was 
necessary for the University to make up what was practically a new budget, 
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distributing the funds which had been granted by the Legislature in accord­
ance with what seemed to the trustees the most pressing needs of the 
institution. 

By a law passed by the last General Assembly, under which a mill tax 
will be levied for the benefit of the University upon all the property in 
the State in proportion to its assessed valuation for taxation, a fund will 
be created into which the proceeds of this tax will be covered, and from 
which the Legislature will make the appropriations required by the Univer­
sity. In all probability the funds of the University will be considerably 
increased under this law. It will be necessary for the trustees to show 
the Legislature, in a general Way at least, how they propose to spend the 
money thus granted. It will consequently be desirable for the trustees to 
indicate in the form of a budget the purposes for which these funds will 
be expended. 

We need much larger funds for our University Library. We need larger 
funds for the proper repair, equipment, and furnishing of our buildings. 
We need considerable additions to our campus, and to our farm, in order 
to do the work which the State expects the University to do. We need a 
number of additional buildings. We need especially—what we have never 
had thus far—adequate equipment of the departments now in existence, to 
do work which they are trying to do. We need a higher range of salaries 
in the University. We need additional professorships in all our colleges. 
We need certain new departments. We ought to do a great deal more than 
we are doing for the general development of the taste of our student body, 
i. e., a more adequate development of what for lack of a better term we 
may call the art side of University instruction. We need to make more ade­
quate provision for what may be called the physical needs of our student 
body. 

No accession of funds that is likely to come to us under this new law 
will do more than provide for a part of these many pressing needs. It is a 
most important and difficult task, therefore, for the trustees to select, among 
all these different needs, those which are most imperative, and those which 
the University should first try to provide for. 

I have asked the college faculties, through the University Senate, to pre­
pare a series of reports upon the most imperative demands of the depart­
ments represented in those faculties. These requests and reports will be 
brought together and submitted to the Board of Trustees, and I am simply 
raising the question at the present time so as to direct the attention of the 
members of the board to this important matter, and asking that each mem­
ber read the reports which may from time to time be prepared. 

I am presenting at this meeting a memorandum upon the needs of the 
Library, which I ask permission to publish in the minutes so that the mem­
bers of the board may have this subject before them. 

MEMORANDUM RELATING TO THE UNIVERSITY LIBRARY. 

Among all the institutes or departments of a university, none is of more 
fundamental necessity than the university library. No scientific work can be 
done nowadays of any real value, aside from those extraordinary cases of 
getiius which occur now and then in human history and which seem to be 
independent of all conditions and exceptions to all rules, without the aid 
of an adequate library. 

The library, of course, contains the result of the experience of the human 
race up to the present time. It is of value from various points of view. 
First of all, it saves time, inasmuch as men need not undertake to do again 
scientific work which has already been done. It provides the assistance 
which a scientific man needs, by putting at his disposition the results of all 
previous work which bears upon his immediate problem, and without which 
he could" not undertake to solve it. It acts further as a great stimulus to 
scientific work on the part of the members of an instructional staff, and on 
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the part of the student body of the university. So important is this influence 
that it has been said that a great library will under favorable conditions 
become a great university. Books are not dead. They are alive to the man 
who comes in contact with them and knows how to use them. They are the 
sources of inspiration and power, and not merely of knowledge. 

It is safe to say that the University of Illinois Library is most inadequate 
for the purposes which a university library ought to serve. No man in 
our faculty can today carry on a scientific investigation in any line without 
running up very soon against an absolutely inpenetrable stone wall, because 
he has not access to the entire experience of the race and he is therefore 
groping blindly in whatever he is attempting to do; duplicating work which 
other men have done; attempting to do things which other men have dem­
onstrated to be impossible; experimenting without the advantage of the 
experience of the men who have gone before him. 

The people of this State, whether for weal or woe, located the University 
of Illinois in a village, 125 miles from any important collection of books. 
Speaking generally, therefore, the library which is to quicken and. stimulate 
and fructify scholarship and investigation at the University of Illinois must 
be a library located upon the campus of the University. 

We need, therefore, a much larger collection of* books, other things being 
equal, than does the University of Chicago, or Harvard, or Yale, or Columbia, 
or Pennsylvania, all of which institutions are located within easy reach of 
collections which in the aggregate are two or three or four times their own 
collections.

Harvard University has access to additional collections amounting to more than two millions of vol­
umes. The New York collections of four millions of volumes are accessible to Yale within a two hours'' 
ride. Pennsylvania has, of course, Johns Hopkins and W ashington on one side, Princeton and New York 
on the other, within easy reach: while Princeton has Philadelphia on one hand and New York on the 
other. 

It will be seen that the collections of the University of Illinois are very 
far inferior to those of Harvard and Yale and Columbia and Chicago, al­
though all these institutions are located in the midst of a very hotbed, so to 
speak, of other library collections. It will also be seen that the University 
of Illinois is inferior in actual number of books, to Cornell and Michigan 
and Wisconsin, though Michigan does not have an agricultural school in 
connection with it, and therefore does not need the great segment of a. uni­
versity library represented by the agricultural literature of the world. 

It is plain that the University of Illinois cannot hope to take i ts ' place 
among the great institutions of the world as a real center of learning and 
investigation until it has much larger library facilities. 
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The University should look forward to the accumulation of a collection 
of at least a million of books as rapidly as is at all possible and at all con­
sistent with due regard for other interests. Roughly speaking, it will take 
about a $1,000,000.00 to house a million books; and, either in the form of a 
new library building, which" might be put up in four $250,000.00 sections, 
or in the form of an addition to and an enlargement of the present library 
building, at a somewhat similar expense, we must make provision for such 
a collection. 

Speaking from an experience of eight years as your executive officer, I 
think I may say that I have had more people whom I have approached to 
consider positions at the University of Illinois turn down^the proposition 
because of the lack of library facilities than for any other one reason; even 
more than because of the inadequate salaries which we offer for many of 
our positions as compared with the salaries which other institutions offer for 
similar positions. 

I have asked the University librarian, in consultation with the Senate 
committee on the library, to prepare a statement showing the maximum sum 
of money which year in and year out can wisely be devoted by the University 
of Illinois to the purchase of books and the cataloging of the same. In 
view of this fundamental need of all departments alike, I think the trustees 
should accept this figure, after it has been properly checked up and tested, 
as the sum which the University ought to ask for in the form of a specific 
appropriation for the purchase of books in the permanent budget of the 
University, until our collection numbers at least one million volumes. 

No one who hasn't actually attempted to answer the numerous questions 
arising in every library and seminary room, as to what is known about 
this, that, or the other subject, can have any conception of how inadequate 
our facilities are. To give a slight instance of the imperative need of this 
material on the one hand and the absolute inability of the University to 
provide it on the other, I may say that the Governor of the State telegraphed 
to me one day saying that a bill had been passed by the Legislature and 
submitted to.him for approval or for veto, providing that the milk which 
was shipped into cities of a certain size in this State should be limited to 
that which was obtained from tuberculin tested cows. He desired to know 
first what similar laws existed in this and other states and this aiki other 
countries. He desired to know further what the experience had been where 
similar attempts had been made. I found on inquiry that our University 
Library could not answer any one of these questions involved in these simple 
and yet fundamental inquiries. There was no collection of the laws relating 
to the regulation of the milk industry either in this country or abroad. 
There was no way of finding out where this kind of experiment had been 
tried in this country or abroad, or how it had worked out. 

One of the fundamental distinctions between our American universities 
as a whole and European universities, is to be found in this matter of 
library facilities, and I believe that one of the reasons why American scholar­
ship has limped along at such a distance behind European scholarship is to 
be found in the lack of such inspiration and the lack of such assistance as 
are afforded by great collections of books, which contain in themselves the 
recorded experience of the human race. 

The foregoing statement was received for record. 

OFFICE ROOM FOR Y. W. C. A. 

(13) A request from the Young Women's Christian Association that the 
association be assigned the use of the west room on the. second floor of the 
south wing of the present Woman's building, for use as an office, until the 
new building which the association is proposing to erect at the corner of 
Wright and John streets be completed. 
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HEAT AND LIGHT AT COST FOR Y. W. C. A. 

(14) A request from Professor E. C. Hayes and Professor Isabel Bevier, 
chairman and secretary, respectively, of the Building Committee of the 
Young Women's Christian Association, that the association be allowed to 
obtain heat and light for its new building, to be erected at the corner of 
Wright and John streets, Champaign, from the University plant at cost; 
this request being based on the substantial services rendered by.the associa­
tion to University girls; the arrangement to be similar in a general way to 
that at present existing with the Young Men's Christian Association. 

On motion of Mrs. Bahrenburg, both of the foregoing requests were 
approved. * 

B'NAI B'RITH LIBRARY OP JEWISH LITERATURE. 

(15) The following letter from Mr. Isaac Kuhn, of Champaign, concern­
ing a gift from the Independent Order of B'nai B'rith to be us.ed for the 
purchase of books on Jewish literature:

MY DEAR PRESIDENT JAMES—Enclosed you will find a check for $500.00 sent 
to me by District No. 6, Independent Order of B'nai B'rith, which is to be 
used for the B'nai B'rith Library of Jewish Literature of the University of 
Illinois. It is requested that the money be expended at the direction of 
Dr. D. S. Blondheim. ' "

On motion of Mrs. Evans, it was voted that the president of the Uni­
versity be authorized to accept this gift, and to make a suitable acknow­
ledgement to Mr. Khihn and through him to his associates in the Inde­
pendent Order of B'nai B'rith. . 

JSTE.W BATTERY EOR FIRE TRUCK. 

President Abbott presented the need of a new and stronger battery 
for the University fire truck, which can be advantageously purchased at 
a cost of three hundred fifty-five dollars ($355.00), and asked that an 
appropriation of this amount be made and that the matter be placed in 
the hands of the president of the board, with power to act. 

This request was approved, and the appropriation of three hundred 
fifty-five dollars .($355.00) involved therein was made, the vote being 
as follows: Ayes, Mrs.' Bahrenburg, Mrs. Busej^, Mrs. Evans, Mr.

BOND FOR ORDNANCE AND ORDNANCE STORES.

War Department which the University has in its possession for the use 
of the regiment. This correspondence indicated that a bond furnished 
by a bonding company woulcl be more acceptable to the War Depart­
ment than a bond furnished by individual sureties such as the Uni­
versity has given. 

After discussion, it was voted to authorize the comptroller to purchase 
from some bonding company pronounced satisfactory by the War De­
partment a bond in the amount of eighty thousand dollars ($80,000.00), 
covering the military supplies now in the possession of the University 
and subsequent supplies as they may be ordered; and an appropriation 
of two hundred fosty dollars ($240.00) was made for this purpose, the 
vote being- as follows: Ayes, Mr. Abbott, Mrs. Bahrenburg, Mrs.
